now revealed by the person who was to have delivered it

to tap what is. Onr government will be officially notified
of the particular* In a few days by the Dominican go¬
vernment. The above statement is from a private letter
in the poMcneion ot aa ex-foreign Minister, who kindly
furnished me with the facta. I would add to this subject,
by cheervitg tbe criminal Indifference of onr government
to American interests in that i carter, notwithstanding
all tbe information it peaceseep, urging an active policy,but it would be useless and would be disregard by our
government, like the thousand facts already received.
The Dominicans have bean freq uent and argent in their
solicitations tor a maty with the United States, and on
two oocasioos, when cne was framed and agreed upon,
England acd France at*oped in, aad put upon the
affair their veto. Nay. thay went further, ana ordered
tbe recall cf tbe Minister negotiating the treaty, which
was p.-omptiy acceded to by Mr. tierce. They have now
determined that no correspondence shall pass between
the governments of St. Domingo and tbe United States.

Mr. 1'klto*, from the CommitiM on Commerce, on Mon¬
day, April 7, 1866, made the following report:.
The Committee on Commerce, to whom wm refer'*J

the memorial of the under writer*, merchant! and itnp
owner* of the port ef New York, prating that an efficient
eteairer may be -ubstitutrd fcr the sailing revenue cut¬
ter now employed in that vicinity, have had the same
under consideration, and thereupon report:.
The memorialists set forth that, ai well the par¬

ticular interests of the revenue Mrvice of the
Uni:ed States, as the general interests ol commerce in
the port of New York, require that there should be
attached to the revenue service, in and for such port, a
steam vessel of adequate speed, strength and power, to
be employed in emergencies of eo frequent occurrence,
when the sailing cutters of the government can render no
.ervtoe.
Ihat such vessel is also required t> accomplish the

purpcMs intended by the existing provisions of law,
which author ice the President of tue United States to
cense *-revenue cutters, or any suitable number of public
vessels adapted to the purpose, to cruise upon the coast,
in the tuost revere portion of the seaeon, when the public
service will allow It, and to afford such aid to distressed
navigators as their circumstances and necessities may
require," and directing that such public vessels shall go
to tea prepared to render such assistance.
That the necessities of navigation in the reason most

perilous to the property and lives exposed, require a
veerel not orly possessing the qualiti-s of speed to carry
assistance promptly, of strength to brave aiverse winds
and tides, and oi safety to taoM navigating her, and
those whom she rray succor, but also possessing the power
and adaptation for rescuing vessels stranded or aground,
and of towing into port vessels disabled and unnavigable.
That the actual severity oi toe present Misoa, and the

large number of valuable ships, with numerous crews
and precious cargoes, now out of time, and probably off
the oast in difficulty and distress, imperatively demand
some immediate action in aid of the lives and property in
danger.
Tne general collection act approved Maroh 2, 1790,

(sections 97, 98 and 99,; estaVLihse the revenue cutter
service, aoc authorizes the President of the United States
to cause to be eonsit acted sui'able vessels, and to com
mli sion office'f, limits the number of men to be employed
on board each vestel, and -requires and directs" the
effioeta 'Ho go on beard all ship" or vessels which shall
arrive witfain the United States, or within four leagues of
the coast thereof, and to demand, receive and certify the
menlfcsfs," he.
The heme act, section 100, authorizes the President of

the United States -to MMMthe revenue cutters to be
bniit or purchased, in lien o: such as are, or shall from
time .« tic tec-mt, nntit for further servioe," and pro¬
vides tba' "all fnt-ire expense* ct building, purchasing
or lepairing revenue cutters shall te pail out cf the
prof uct of the duties on goods, wares and merchaadiM."
A subsequent act, approved March 3, 1846, annals the

autboi it7 of the President sod provides that'-no reve¬
nue cuttc Cr revenue steamer shall hereafter be built

first made oy law:" and it is in conseqnenje of this re¬
striction that the memorialists make their appeal direct
to Congress.

vice will allow it, tod to affoid such aid to distressed
navigators as ibeir circumstances may require;" and tt
was edced. "such vessel* shad go to sea fully prepared to
render mch asetVance."
To carry into execution the requirements of this act,

the .-ecietai in <>t the Treasury have each year subM-
quentiy to it* pas-tge, by circular letter, required the
officer* of the tevenue cutter MrviM to perform that
duty, t*. beirg "upprsed -bat the particular cuties of that
service re- < ered them fhnriiiar with the navigation and
dangers whin their respective cruising districts, and
that the humane designs contemplated by Correal would
be accomplished most efficiently, as well as economically,
by them.

Young America In Australia.

OF.OROK FRANCIS TRAIN.
We have selected the subject of our present sketch, as

a meat cie< itable representative of the yeung American
merchant.of that Young America which pours its ener¬
gies through all the channel* of commerce In all quarters
of the globe.whloh, at home or abroad, upholds tha
high character of its country.which is ready to plant it¬
self whet ever great achievement* await it, whethsr amid
'he furs of the Northwest, or on the quays of the sea¬
board ; now ploughing the Arctis lose, or searching f*
new points of developement under the equator; now

carrying cur flag and institutions, to erect them on the
yellow rocks of California; or, as if not finding room

enough within our own boundless domain, aiding to es¬
tablish o new port, build a new city and create a new
eemmeree on the golden soli of Australia.
George F. Train was the oldest eon of Oliver Train,

who, for many years prior to bis decease, was a suc¬
cessful merchant in tha city of Beaton, where hi# son

George was Dorr, oa the 24th day of Maroh, A. D. 1889.
In tha year 1831, or '32, Oliver Train removed, with his
family, consisting of his wife and three ohlldron, from
Boston to the city of New Orleans.
During the first year of his reoidease at tho South, the

yeilcw fever prevailed in its most aggravated form, and
among its victims the entire family of Oliver Train was
numbered, with the isolated exception of the subjeet of
this notice. Alter Mr. Train had buried the whole of his
family but George, aad a short time before his own
death, in the hops ot saving his only remaining child
from a similar fate, he committed him to tha oare of a
captain of a sailing vestal bound to Boston from the pert
of New Orleans, to be restored to the surviving relatives
of bis deceased mother. Thus, at the tender age of five
years, bereit of fa'her, mother, brother and sitter, this
friendless child in a strange land commenced the voyage
cf lite aione. Though too young, perhaps, to be mush
influenced In character by the unpropilious and forlorn
rircumBtanocs in which his career began, yet his subse¬
quent lire, successful in an eminent degree, and unmind¬
ful of difficulties, which, however formidable to others,
serve but to stimulate him to conquer them, seems to
give evidence that the severe training of his childhood
had given him strength, hardihood and resolution.

Arriving in safety at the elty of his birth, after a pro¬
tracted voytge of many weeks, he was committed to the
eare of his grandmother on the maternal side, who then
resided and still resides at Waltham, Massachusetts, and
by whom he was reared with a tenderness and watchful¬
ness that eould enly be looked for from the mother that
gave him birth, This venerable woman, who still sur¬
vives to witness the auoeees of her protege, gsve him the
advantages of all the education which, at that day, was
to be acquired in a New England town. Remaining with
his grandmother until fifteen years of age, he grew rest¬
less under the state ot dependency he folt himself to be
In, and determined thenceforth to achieve his own suc¬
cess. He went to Cambndgeport, in his native ftate,
where he soon obtained a situation as clerk in a previ¬
sion store

There he remained till nearly seventeen years old,
when, conducing tbat Cambridgeport did not present a
sufficient field ot enterprise for his growing aspirations,
he set out for Boston. His desire was soon gratified in
obtaining a clerkship in the countinghouse ot Enoch
Train A Co., the eminent shipping house of Bos¬
ton. The position he rapidly attained there Is beat
told by the fact that at the age cf tweaty-one he was sent
by Col. Train to Liverpool to take oharge of bis branch
house in that elty. and which young Train managed with
consummate ability for a year, un his return, he as¬
sumed bis old position in the Boston nouse, and at tha
age of twenty-three was assigned au interest In its busi¬
ness. where he remained till February, 1833.
In October, 1861, Mr. Train wm married, at the West,

to the eldest daughter of Col. George T. M. Davis, and In
February, 1863, they embarked far Melbourne. Australia
.he with the view of establishing the house of Caldsell,
Tialn&Co. In 1864 he purchased the interest of Mr.
Cakwell, and the firm was changed to that of George F.
Train & Co., which is lis present title.
Of the many American houses that were established in

Melbourne during the gold fever of 1363, that of Geo F.
Train A Co. Is tee only one marked by distinguished
success. It is now regarded, both in ths United States
aad throughout Great Britain, as the leading American
house in that colony.
When the celebrated White Star line of clipper ships

was established by Messrs. PUkington & Wilson, of liver
pool, thei selected tee house ot Geo. F. Train A Co. as
thtir agents at Melbourne, and to whloh their veesels
are etih ccnsigncd. Tbe commercial connections of this
home embrace many of ths most eminent names through¬
out Europe. Its success may bo said to have been almost
without a parallel, especially when it is remembered
that its founder and principal manager is but just enter¬
ing on his twenty-seventh year.

Undoubtedly, Mr. Train is largely indebted for h!s suc¬
cess to the admirable mercantile education he re wived
in the house of his uncie. Tbe Boston Po*t, in copying
an article from the Melbourne Agt on .' American Enter¬
prise," introduced it with the folowing remarks:.

The
unanimity with which this nomination was tendered
him, is the best evidence of the respect and confidence
entertained for him by the great interest of the oolony.
(in the occasion of bis recent departure from Melbourne,
tbe prominent merchants and citizens of that place gave
him tbe testimonial of a public dinner, and the speeches
then delivered exhibited their high appreciate in of his
qualities and bearing as a merchant and a man, and of
his invaluable services in acvauclrg the best Interest- of
the colony.

Alter a residence ol three years in the island-continent
of the Sooth, duricg which brief time be has accom¬
plished so much, Mr. Train resolved to visit his native
land. In the first of a series of letters to the N'sw York
Hkrald, now in progress, he saw:.

I am now bound to Batavia, and alter taking a look
at the Island of Java, shall proceed to Singapore, en route
for Chine and Manila, and I shall try and give you a
page or two from Hotg Kong, Canton, Shanghai, and, if
possib'e, from Japan, atWr which I shall visit I'enang,
Madras, Ca'cutta, and. if lime permit, pats through tne
inteiior of Bengal to B-mbay; then down to Oeyloc, and
on to Aden, op the Ited Sea to Suez, over the desert te
Cairo and Alexandria; thenee to Constantinople, Sevas¬
topol end the Black sea ports, returning by the way of
tbe North of Europe, France and England to New York,
which, with the ground I have already been over, ought
to make me something of a traveller. I am taking the
tour purely for information, and to get a little practicallUoaaatlon of my theoretical reading.
His subtequent letters from Java and Malacca are filled

with graphic descriptions, and important commercial
and statistical information, not elsewhere to be obtain,
ed. We hope, when Mr. Train reaches this country,
that, notwithstanding the succe's which has crowned
his efforts abroad, be will conolnde no longer to ex¬
patriate himself. Tbongh proud of such man to repre¬
sent us abroad, we oannot afford to lose their servioee at
home.
We hate spoken of Mr. Train as an exalted type of

that vigor, energy and daring enterprise that charac¬
terise our Young America, we oannot do better than,in closing this article, to allow him to give hit own ideas
upon this subject, by extracting a portion of his speech
at Melbourne oa the Fourth of Julv last, in response to
a toast given to '. G. F. Train and Young America."
After tracing the descent of Young America for a
thousand years, in a condensed, but eloquent review, he
exclaims:.
