S'ato sticks have been generally very quiet, exoepting

partlcular.y Missouri 6's, in which large transactions
have taken place at a fractional advance. In othsr £tats
stocks business bat be»n very limited.

In city bonds, the business is very light, the deaannd
being only tor tannll amounts.

In couniy bonds there have bsen some purchases of
St. Louis 6's, Bath (Kentucky, 6's, Desmoinea (Iowa) 8's,
and Hemy (Iowa) 18 psr cent, the latter of which havs
but lecenily been introduced in our market.

In railroad bonds considerable transactions have taken
place in Illinois Central Construction 7's at well main-
tained rates. Burii ess has been moderate in Erie second
mortgage, in Erie 7's 1871-76, and also in Hudson river
third mortgage, without material varia'i mi in rates.
We notice some busiuese in New York Central 6's and

7's, tba latter ate rise of 1 pei csnt. The "subscrip¬
tion" bonds of the company remain wr.hout inquiry. At
private sale there bave been sales of Mllwaukie and Mi...
tissippl, 3d section, at some reduction in rates; other¬
wise there has teen but little doing.

Railroad Stocks.The speculative movement in Cleve-
latd and Toledo has continued on a large scale, clising
with a decline of 3% per oent on our last quotations.
There has been some animation la Erie, New York Con tral
and C eveland and Piitaburg, the latter especially, at a
considerable rise. Reading was quite ac lve; to a sudden
rise succeeded an equally abrupt deel ue. A reduction in
the freight of coal occasioned the depression. Illinois
Central was in grod demand and rose to par.
