The United Btatcs Senate yesterday, after passing

several private bills, took up the House bill granting
a mill on and a half of acres of land to Iowa in aid
of the construction of railroads. A debate ensued,
and the bill finally passed.31 to 9. A bill amend¬
atory of the patent laws, designed for the protection
of tie public and invent- re, was reported by the
Committee on Patents. In the House the proposi¬
tion to appoint a third conference committee on the
amer.dii . nts to the Deficiency Appropriation bill
was adopted. The remainder of the session was

consume d in discussing the point whether the par¬
ties in the New Mexico contested seat case should
be hrard in pernor or by counsel. The question was
not settled at the adjournment.
The special committee ol the Board of Council-

men appointed to investigate the charge of corrup¬
tion made against the Committee on Strecti, in seek¬
ing, as was alleged, to levy black mail for a favorable
report upon the application to widen Reade street,
held their first meeting yesterday. Two property
owners on the street were examined, and testified
to an application to themselves for the payment of
$1,000 to have the measure carried through the
Board. The evidence thus far only implicates Mr.
Nims, the City Librarian. The report of the evi¬
dence, and some letters in the case, will be found
elsewhere.

The Board of Conncilmen was occnpicd list even¬

ing mainly in passing bills to a third reading. An
effort was made to bring from the table the resolu¬
tion passed by the Aldermen directing the Comp¬
troller to stop the sale of the Brick Church property.

She is considered the fleetest vessel of her kind, and
is i-o much admired by those who know her, that a

few days ago some parties attempted, by the aid of
a steamtug, to elope with her, but after proceeding
about a mile, were pursued and brought lack. Sbo
has Eince that time been under the special protec¬
tion and carc of policemen."

The
foreign news imparted greater firmness to the
views of holders, and some cargoes, it was said, had
been ordered to go into store. The sales embraced
about 8(6 hhds. Cuba muscovado, and MX) boxes, all
at steady prices. Freights were steady, but engage¬
ments wet MRlJt. Shippers were waiting the receipt
of the America's letters. Two large vessels were

taken np for the Pacific, one for Valparaiso, and the
other for Callao, at private terms.

T*« War aid the Trcitj ot rwcc.

Subscrfters will do wail to
keep the paper tor future reference, as, a short
while hence, wet's memories will be sorely
tx*-naveed to liud out when or how this or that
event took place.

The war begau, as every one kuowe, with
Roeeia'a attempt to exact and exercise a pro¬
tectorate ov-er the Christian subjects of the
i'erU:, and to interfere with the government
ot the Danubian Principalities. On oae side,
the Czar demanded that the ¦Porte should grant
to bim a light to intervene in Turkey sal see

¦to the proper and thorough execution of the
tiimane by which the Sul'an promised liberty
of conscience !o the Christian^ and on ano¬

ther, the Czar required that the arrangements
effected by the treaties of 182* and 1«42 for
the government of Moldavia and WuHacbi*
should be modified so as to detach them from
Turkey and attach them to Russia. Beth of
these demands were declined by the Sultan;
and on the issues thue raised the wir began.

After two years figkting, where do we st nd?
Russia has withdrawn both herelaims. The
Christian subjects of Turkey are not plated
ender the protection ef Russia. Tlnir natu¬
ral sovereign still exercises plenary dominion
over them. The great Powers-that is to say,
Russia, England, France, Austria and Prussia
. are entitled to complain formally to the
Sultan, if the lirmaus regarding the Christians
are not carried cut in good faith; bat they are
not entitled to interfere. Turkey, therefore,
has completely carried her point on this head
As to the Principalities, the treaty expressly

reaffirms ber sovereignty ov.t them. By the
last treaty certain rights amounting to a quasi
protectorate, in relation to the selection of
the boepodars, were secured to Russia; by ihia
treaty those rights are tacitly done away with.
The Principalities are to be self-governing
Htates, under the sovereignty of the Po."».
They are to choose a form of government for
themselves; to maintain a militia, aud to erect
forte. Turkey is not to interfere with them
with force of arms without the concent of the
contracting Powers. On this heal, then, Tur¬
key baa obtained even more than bus had be¬
fore the war.

But this is not all. At the time the war
broke cut, Russia possessed on the Black Sea
the finest seaport in the world, Sebastopol;
many Btrong torts, such as Kinbnrn, Kertacii.
and the fort at the Kwia mouth of the D»-
nube; a splendid fleet in first rate order and
discipline; and the sole right, in common with
Turkey, of navigating the Black Sea.this lat¬
ter right amounting in fact to a monopoly of
that sea, as the Turks have never had a de¬
cent fleet since Navarino. The peace finds the
Rugeian fleet sank, and the wonderful docks of
Sebastopol destroyed. By the treaty Russia
agrees not to fortify or retain fortified any
strung place on the Black Sea; thus giv¬
ing up the line of strong forts southwest
of the Caucasian range from Mamai to Ana
pa, the worka on the strait of Kertcb,
Kafl'a, Sebastopol, Perekop, Kherson, the
works at the mouth of the Dneister, and those
at the Kilia mouth of the Danube; whether
Nicolaieff is included is not certain, bat It.
probably is, as its retention would be in viol*
tion of the spirit of the treaty. Furthermore,
she consents n.l to rebuild the fleet she has
lost. She gives up her undivided right to
the Black Sea. That magnificent sheet of
water is henceforth to belong to the world.
Russia and Turkey are each to maintain a few
coasting vessels, equal in number on either
side, for the revenue service. Each of the
great Powers is to maintain two armed vessels
at the mouth of the Danube; except these, no
Ttisel is to be built on or to enter the Black
Sea except for purposes of trade.
So much for the sea. On land, Russia, like

the Allies, restoree what she took. Bat she
yields without compensation, the southerly
portion of Bcisarabia, to that she cuts herself
ofl from the Danube. The territory taken la
given to Moldavia, which thus comes into pos¬
session of both shores of one of the finest
rivers in the world: and will, if fortune favor
her, and her people be industrious, become, iu
the next hundred years, one of the leading
Powers of Europe. Finally, in the Baltic, a
secret convention haa " regulated" the Aland
Isles. That convention probably relates to
their being neutralized, and to Russia's bargain
not to re-fortify them, and haa been kept
tecret in order to spare the pride of tbe Em¬
peror.

Such, then, are the net results of the war. It
is impossible even to glance at them without
being iorced to the conclusion that Russia over¬
estimated her own strength, and undervalued
ber enemies when she commenced hostilities ;
for so tar as a nation oan be made to feel that
she has keen beaten, without being positively
humiliated, she must feel today. From what¬
ever cause the result arises.whether Austria
failed in her engagements to the late Emparor,
or the financial difficulties of the war became
insuperable, or a general European coalition
warned Russia that she must yield while fair
terms could yet oe offered her, or the military
and naval preparations of the Allies betokened
a proeecution ol the struggle ou a scale which
the empire felt incapable of coping with, or
whether any or all of these causes co operated
to produce the result.that result is not the
less plain and obvious. Russia has committed
the fault ol the century ; and it has been fol¬
lowed by the appropriate penalty.

In fact, the w ar will do more good perhaps
to Russia than to her enemies. To England
and France It has l>een a mere idle waste of
money: they have certainly gained nothing
by it, one way or the other; but Russia hae
learnt self-control, military scienoe, a just ap
preciatiou of her own resources, a proper
knowledge of those of her rivals, a true insight
into European policy : while, In material re¬
spects, she has gained enormously, as the pro¬
jected railways and telegraphs, and steamers
and other commercial enterprises testify plain-
ly enough. A hundred years hence, In fact, it
may be aooounted among her advantages.

The Mormonh Moving for Statb Sovereign¬
ty.A Mwkk Dklicatw Isst'E tuan thk Niogek
t^i KBTioN.According to our last advices from
Utbti. (which we pabiieh to-day,) a convention
*m to have been held at Salt Lake City in
March, " with a view to the admission of Utah
into the Union as a State." Thirty-nine dele¬
gates had been appointed, and everything ap¬
pears to have bees out and dried for a delibe¬
rate movement for State independence of fede¬
ral authority. In carrying oat the doctrine of
"squatter sovereignty," unquestionably the
Mormons will insist that Congress can have
nothing to do with their religion. All thatCoa-
gress can exact is the requisite population and
"a republican form of government" in behalf of
the new State. The horrible polygamy of the
Latter Day Saints is claimed on their part to
be nothing more than a religions and patri¬
archal institution, and part of their religious
creed. The question then arises, should the
Mormons apply for the admission of Utah into
the Union as a State with the requisite popula-
ticn, and with a republican form of govern¬
ment, what can Congress do, in conformity
with the sublime principle of " squatter sove¬

reignty," but admit them into the Union ? We
dare tap their application will be rejected, for
the constitution, which says " Congress may
admit now States," leaves also the discretion
to Congress, by a forced construction, of a re¬
fusal to admit them. At all events, the Mor¬
mon difficulty of polygamy involves a much
nicer and more interesting constitutional pro¬
blem than the oderiferous nigger question in
Kansas or any other Territory. We should like
to have the views of General Case upon Mor¬
mon polygamy in connection with the doctrine
of " squatter sovereignty."

tlen to he held at Cincinnati. The committee, In refer¬
ring to this Gemination and ihe pride whieh anlma'et the
demoeraey in preeenting Mr. Buehaaan as the first eholee
of the Key Stone State, end, as they believed, the first
choice of the people of the United States, referred to the
resolution* reported to the Convention by John L. Daw#ont
and by that body unanimously adopted The aeene was

moat intereeting.
Mr. Buchanan replied in a clear, dignified, and explicit

manner. Bis beailng was that of a great man who was

Impressed alike with the importance to the nation of the
.object before htm, end with the delicate and responsible
part he was called upon to ae'.. Never did a pabU i man re¬

serve less for the account of policy, or utter mare for ths
account of a great principle. Be heartily and fnlly en¬

dorsed the whole series of resolutions adopted by the
State convention, whose committee had just addressed
him.
The first resolution avows that the oountry must lo >k

to the democratic party as the party of the oonstitutien.
as the only means of oombatlisg and putting down mere

eec'.ionnl Issuer.that it halls the Union, in the language
of Mr. Medlron, "as the basis if peace and happiness" to

all the Inhabitants of the States. The second resolati in

declares that tke wire and virtuous of all nations have
accorded to the fathers of the republic almost
supernatural wisdom and practical statesmanship, and
that in nothing we.e those qualities more obvious "than
in leaving the whole question of slavery t> the States in
their separate capacities; and that in the provision for
the redelivery of fugitives escaped from labor or service,
they demonstrated a seme of justice," which should be
held up as an example for the people of the present day
The third resolution "looks sole'y to the constitution,
and to 1's democratic expositions," as the chart of oir

national policy, denounces the higher law ant the spuri¬
ous sympathy of abolitionism in all its phases.
Ihe fourth resolution avows "that the equality of the

States is the vital alement of the constitution;" and the
fifth denounces the effort to direct the powers of the gov¬
ernment by anti-slavery agitation and Know Nothingisu.

Be dilated upon
the great importance of the erlsls, which involved the
integrity of the federal compaet, and required in tbe
canvass something more than the ordinary energies of
our people. Bezetofbre we had oontended about laws,
about questions of economy in the government; now we

are called to act In a higher sphere of politics, to perform
a nobler service.to protect the constitution itself from
assault and from nullifica km.

Mr. Buchanan recognized in the legislation of 1850 an)
1864 a great patriotic exertion to free the einntry from
ths curse ol slavery agitation, and to restore the republic
to its wented Inter-State harmony and fraternal eoncord.
