THE PRESIDENTIAL CONTEST.

THE HERALD PLATFORM.

OUR VIEW OF THE WHOLE SCIENCE OF POUTICS.

Our Flag for the Canvass.

THE HERALD DOCTRINE IS :
1. That, in the United State., th» legislative power

should be vested in a Congress consisting of a Senate and
Hous. of Representatives.

2. That the House of Representatives should be com¬
posed ot members chosen every second year by the people
of the several States, and the eleotors In eaoh State should
have the qualifications requisite for electors of the most
numerous breech of the State Legislature.

3. That no person should be a representative who has
not attained the sge of twenty-five years, and been seven

yeeas a oltisen of the United States, and who is not, when
elected, an Inhabitant of that State la which he has been
chosen.

4. That representative* and Qlroot taxes should hoap¬
portioned among the several States within this Union, ac¬

cording to their respective numbers, whioh should be de¬
termined by adding to the whole number of free persons,
including these bound te service for a term of years, and
excluding Indians not taxed, three-fifths of all other
persons.

6. That the Senate of the United States should be com.

posed of two Senators from each State, chosen by the
Legislature thereof, for six years; and each Senator
should have one vote.

6. That no person should be a Senator who has not
attained to the age of thirty years, and been nine years a
citizen of the United States, and who is not, when
elected, an inhabitant of that State for which he has
been chosen.

7. That the Senators and representatives should re-
oeive a compensation for their services, to be ascertained
by law, and paid out ot the treasury of the United States;
and that no Senator or representative should, during the
time for which he is elected, be appointed to any civil
office under the aulhoiltyof the United States, whioh
shall have been created or the emoluments whersof
shall have been increased during such time.

8. That Congress should have power to lay and collect
taxes, duties, Imposts and excises to pay the debts and
provide for the common defence and general welfare of
the United Statee; but all duties, imposts and excises
Hbould he uniform throughout the United Statee; to bor¬
row money on the credit of the United States; to regu¬
late commerce with foreign nations, and among the seve¬
ral States, and with the Indian tribes; to establish an
un iform rule of naturalization, and uniform laws on the
subject of bankruptcies throughout the United States;
to coin money, regulate the value thereof, and of foreign
coin, and fix the standard of weights and mehaurea;
to provide for the punishment of counterfeiting the secu .

ritfea and current ooln of the United States; to establish
pest cffices and post roads; to promote the progress of
science and useful arts, by securing for limited times to
authors and Inventors the exelu-ive right to their re¬
spective writings and distoveries; to constitute tribunals
inferior to the Supreme Court; to define and punish
piracies and felrnies oommitted on the high seas, and of¬
fences against the law of nations ; to declare war, grantletters of marque and reprisal, and make rules concerning
captures on land and water; to raise and support armies,but no appropriation of money to that uie should be for
a longer term than two years; to provide and maintain a
navv; to make rules for the government and regulation
of the land and naval forces; to provide for call¬
ing forth the mihtla to exeoute the laws of
the Union, suppress insurrections and repel in¬
vasions; to provide for organizing, arming and
disciplining the militia, and for governing such partofthem as might be employed in the service of the United
Statee; reserving to the States respect!rely the appoint¬
ment of the offloers, and the authority of training the
militia according to the discipline prescribed by Congress;to execute exclusive legislation In all eases whatsoever,
over the Distriit of Columbia; and to exercise the like
authoiitv over all places pcrobased, by the consent of
the Legislature of the State in whioh the same arc fir
tbe erection of forts, magazines, arsenals, dockyards, and
other needful buildings; and to make all laws whlsh shell
be necessary aid proper for carrying into execution the
foregoing powers, and all other powers vested in the gov¬
ernment of the United States, or in any department or
officer thereof.

9. That Congress should have power to dispose of and
make all needful rules and regulations respecting the
territory or other property belonging to the United
States; and no thins in the constitution should be so
construed as to prejudice any claims of the United States
or of any parti eular State.

10. That no bill of attainder, or ez pott facto law
should be passed.

11. That no capitation or other direct tax should be
laid, unless in proportion to the eensus.
12. That no tax or duty should bs laid on articles exportedfrom auy State. No preference should be given by anyregulation of commerce or revenue to the poriaofoneState over those of another; nor should vessels boand to

or from one State, he obliged to enter, dear or pey duties
in another.

13. That no money should be drawn from the treasuryhut in consequence of appropriation^ made by law.
14. That Congress shonld make no la v respecting an

establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exer¬
cise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of
the press; or the right of the people peaceably to assemble
and to petition the government lor a redrets of griev¬
ances.

id. 'real a wen regulated militia being necessary to
tbe security of a free State, the right of the people to
keep and bear arms shall not be infringed.

It}, that the powers not delegated to the United State,by the cons'ituiion, nor prohibited by it to the States*
are reserved to the States respectively, or to the people.17. That no State ehonld enter Into any treaty, alliance
or confederation, grant letters of marque and reprisal,coin money, emit bills of credit, make anything bat goldand silver ooin a tender in payment of debts, pas* anybill of attainder, ex pottfacto law, or law impairing the
obligation ot contracts, or grant any title of nobility.18. That no State shoald, wi'.hout the consent of the
Congress, lay any imposts or duties on imports or ex¬
port*. exeept what may be absolutely necessary fur exe¬
cuting its inspection laws.

10. That no State shoald, without the consent of Con¬
gress, lav any duty of tonnage, keep troops or ships of
war in time of peace, enter Into any agreement or com¬
pact with another State, or with a foreign power, or en¬
gage In war, unless actually lev&ded, or in such immi¬
nent danger as will not admit of delay.

20. That the United States should guarantee to everyState in tola Union a republican form of government, and
protect each of them against invaiion, and on applicationof the I-eglslatme, or of the Executive (when the Legisla¬ture cannot be convened) against domestic violence.

21. That new States may oe admitted by the Congressinto this Union; but no new State should be formed or
erected within the Jurisdiction of any other State, nor
any State formed by the junction of two or more States,or parts of State*, without the oonsen t of the Legislaturesof the States concerned, as well as of the Congress.22. That full faith and credit shoald be given In eachSlate to tbe pubtlo acts, records and judiolal proceedingsof every other State.

23. That the citizens of each State shoald be entitled
to all privileges and immunities of citizens in the several
Stales.

24. That a person charged In any State with treaion,lelony, cr other erime, who flees from justloe,and la found In another State, shoald, on demand of the
executive authority of the State from which he fled, b«
deliveied up, to be removed to the State having jurisdic¬tion of the crime.

26. That no person held to service or lalior in one State
under the laws thereof, escaping into another, shoald, in
c nsequenoe of any law or regolatioa therein, be dli-
chargi-d from such service or labor; bat should be de¬
livered up on claim of the party to whom suoh servioe or
labor may be due.

26. No soldier sbonld, In time of peace, be quarteredIn any bouse without tbe consent of the owner; nor tn
time of war. but in the manner prescribed by law.

27. That Uie right of the people to be secure in their
rBrsons. houses, papers and effects against unreasons-

le searehss and seizures, should nut be violated, and no
warrants should issue, out upon probable csnse, sap-ported by oeih or affirmation, and particularly describ-
Irg the |>'acp to be searched, and the persons er thing*to be seized.

28. "that the enumeration in the constitution of certain
rights must not be construed to deny or disparage others
retained by the people.

2fl. That the executive pewer should be vested In a
1'resident of tbe United Slates of America, who should
hold his office during the term of four years, togetherwith the Vine President, chosen for the same term.

30. That no person except a natural born clt'zeo of
the United states should be eligible to the office of
President; neither should any person be eligible to that
office who h*s not attained the age of tbirty-flve rears,
and been fourteen years a resident within the United
States.

81. That he have power, by and with the advire and
e-nsent of the Senate, to mate treaties, provided two-
thirds of the Senators present concurred; and h* should
nominate, and by sad with tbe advice and consent of the
Senate, appoint ambassadors, other public ministers end
coran's, Judges of the Supreme Court, and ail other offi¬
cers of the United States, whose appointments are net
herein otherwise provided for. And that he shonid have
power to flli up all vacancies that happen during the re¬
cess of tbe Senate, bv granting commissions, which shall
expire at the end of their next session.

32. He shonid from time to time give to the Congressli format ion of the state of the Union, and recommend to
their consideration sneh measures as he jndgei necessaryanc expedient, and might, on extraordinary occasions,convene both houses, or either of them.

33. That the President and Vioe President of the UnitedStates be elected by the people directly and bv pluralityvote, without the intervention of elector*, for one term ofsix jears only; and that all nominating contationx beabolished.

Sale or tbe Brick Cbenk at Habile Auction.
TBI PROPHBTY BOLD FOB TWO HUNDRBD AFD
SEVENTY THOUSAND DOLLAR'S.THE TBKMS OK
TBE BALE.HISTORY OF TUB CHURCH, ETC., WTO.
The Brick, ohorch property, In rtgard to which there

baa been eo much controversy of late, was eold at anc-
tioa yesterday, in the Merchants' Exchange, for the sum
of two hundred and seventy thousand dollars. Aceord-
ing to the terms on which the ground was held by the
church, one-fourth of the purchase money belonged
to the city, in the event of its sale, fhere was, in foot,
wo proprietors, the Churoh Corporation and the Munici¬
pal Corporation, and the disposal of the property ataue-
tien could only be acoompllshed, therefore, by the mutual
constat of the two parlies interested. An agreement was
entered Into by both, after considerable discussion, and
t was decided to dispose of the property at pubdo auc¬
tion. Some fire or six weeks ago the interest of the
church was disp:sed of at private sale for two hundred
thousand dollars, the trustees desiring, in this way, to
secure themselves against the probable risk by auc¬
tion. The property was purchased by a party 0;
five or six persons, who bound themselves to pay
that amount for it, under the forfeiture of ten thousand
dollars on their failure to fulfil the etipulations of the
agreement. The amount for which the property was
sold yesterday was, as we have stated, $|70,000, of which
one fourth, or $07,600 goes to the city. Through their
anxiety, therefore, to secure themselves against loss,
the trustees by selling their interest previously, have
aotually lost the $2,600, whieh is the difference between
the elty ¦» share of the prooeeds and the $200,000 accepted
by them at private sale. But even at this sum it is dear,
although it was generally expected it would realize over

$300,000.
The sale took place as announced, at twelve o'olosk

and was conducted by Mr. A. J. Bleecker. There were
about one hundred and fifty parsons present, bat the
bidding was almost exeltuively confined to two parlies.
Mr. A. T. Stewart and the purchasers. On taking the
stand Mr. Bleecker read the following notice of the sale
setting forth the terms on which the property would be
disposed of:.

as F. P. James, Edward P. Wesley and HenryKeep. The ehureb, we understand, have pur¬
chased several lota of ground fronting on the Fifth
avenue, and bounded by Twenty-third and Twenty-fourth streets, for seventy thousand dollars. The pro-
petty which has just passed «out of their possession was
one of the oldest churches in the oity, and ore of the
few which remain standing sonth of the City Hall, the
others being Trimiy. Bit Fail's St. Peter's, St.
George's, and the Dutch Reformed on the corner of Ful¬
ton and William streets. The history of the Brick
church is particularly interesting on account ol its bsing
one ef the oldest edifices in the cuy, and also on account
of its being intimately connected with the history of our
isvolutionary struggle. On the 1 flth of February a pe¬
tition was presented by John ltodgers and others, min¬
isters, elders, deacons, trustees ami communicants of the
English Presbyterian church of New York, to the Corpora¬
tion, for a grant of land "for the erectioa of a new
ehurch, with an additional lot suitable for a cemetery."
(in the 26th cf February. 1766, the Common Council
passed a resolution granting the petitioners the
land asked for, and It was couveyed on the same day
to John Kodgers and others in fee. Oa the 31sl
of August. 1784, the grantees having become legally in¬
corporated under the name of The Corporation of the
First Presbyterian Church of theDity ol New York,a deed
was executed by which the property was duly conveyed,in :ee, and by an act of tbe Legislature, passed February17, 1809, tbe church corporation was empowered to
divide itself into two separate corporate bodies. The an¬
nual ground rent of forty pounds sterling was red used,
on tbe 23d of September, 1785, to twentyone pounds and
live shillings, or fifty-three dollars and twelve cents, at
which it has since remained. Durihg the Revjlutton,the church was despoiled ami eoavarted into bar¬
racks; it was also used partly as a hospital for the
wounded, and occasionally some ot the patriot! were
taken to it, although the treatment they received was of
the worst description. Levi Hanfonl, an old levolu.ion-
ary soldier, in bis published reminiscences, gives an ac¬
count ol his expenence in this hospital. "We were,"ho says, "sent to the hospital In Dr. Rogers' brick meetinghouse, (now Dr. Spring's church;) from the yardI can led cne end ot a bunk, trem which some
person bad just died, into the church,and got into it exhausted and ovsreome. 1 have had men
die by the side rf me in the night, and have seen fifteen
dead bodies sewed up in their n lankets and laid in the
corner of the yard at one time.the product of 'twenty-frur hours. Every morning at eight o'clock ths dead
cait came, the bediee were put in, the men drew their
ram, and tbe cart was driven to the trenches of the^forti-flcations that our people had made."
A portion of tbe ground in front of the church was

taken seme months ago for the purpose of widening the
etttet, end the sum el $28,060 awarded thetefor by the
city corporation. The question in rsgttd to the reinter¬
ment of Identified bodies, and as to the parties liable for
the expenie thereof, csroe before the Supreme (1 >urt, and
was referred to Hamnel B, Rnggtee, referee, who drew up
en intere*"ng aid elaborate report. Tne decision of the
refttee, which wss af'erwards affirmed by the Court, al-

lowed the friend.t of thi interred too .mount expended
In tbe reinterment of'be nodlcs The following ere the
point* sabo-itte1 by the referee>-

1. That wither a corpre, nor its burial, ii legally sub-
jeet, in any way to e c e*ia"tical oognfaonce, nor to
naserdotal never of any k no.

2. That that the right to bary a corpse and to preserveite remain*, b a legal rght, wbleh the courts of lav will
recognise and protect.

8. That sntb right, In the absence of any testamenlarydisposition, belongs exclusively to the r,ex. of kin.
4. That tbe right to protect the remains includes tbe

right to preeerre them oy eeparate burial, to select the
place of acpnlture, and to change it at pleasure.6. That if the p'a'O of burial lie taken for puUie use,the next of kin may claim to oe iweoiniflei fir ribs ex-
penac of removing and sul'ably re-interring the rename.The Rev. Or.

The pri¬
soner, on being taken before the magistrate, said he was
not aware oi the complainant's being an Alderman, or he
would not have aoted so rudely. Be was held to answer
tbe charge of assault and battery, however, and wiU in
the future pay more respeot to poor citizens.
Arheht of Cyprians.A Curious Movement..On Tues¬

day night, Lieut. Bennett, of the Third ward police,
aided by a platoon of men under his command, arrested
fifteen nymphs du pave as they were patrolling Broad¬
way, between Reade and Barclay streets, and took them
into custody for the remainder of the night. Yesterday
morning, In broad daylight, they were marched to the
Tombs, under the escort of about a dozen policemen,
and, as a matter of conrse, the procession attracted a
great deal of attention. A crowd of impudent and dirtyfaced boys kept behind the poor girls' heels the whole
way, ana by their jeerB and remarks caused the unfortu¬
nate creatures no little mortification and distress. We
understand it la the intention of the Third ward polise to
afford the citizens of New York this unasked for and un
pleasant pageant. Crueltv to animals is sometimes par¬
donable, but cruelty to women should never be coun¬
tenanced.
Breach op Confidence..Daniel Kouth, a Herman

watchmaker, was bronght before Justice Connolly, yes¬
terday morning, on eharge of defrauding a woman, named
Johanna Fancett, out of $000. The complainant and de¬
fendant, it appears lately arrived in this city from Ha¬
milton, Canada West, and since their departure Mrs.
Fauceit says she was induced to part with $600 by the
prisoner, Ronth. The sum he has never thought fit to
return, and thus the complainant Is much straightened
la circnmstanoee. Tbe prisoner says he is willing to
settle the matter, aud will dc all in bis power to alleviate
tbe sufferings of nls prosecutor. An examination in the
oase took place yesterday afternoon, but the matter will
not be decided until to-day. Mrs, Fawce'.t says she is
the relict of a British officer.

Relics of Sir John Frankum's Party..For some days
past artie'es supposed to be a portion of the Imple¬
ments used by Sir John Franklin's party, hare been in
the city, bnt have, it is reported, been tent off to Eng¬
land in the laet steamer that sailed. They were for¬
warded to this city by Sir John Simpson, of Canada, for
transmission to England. The relics consist of haushets,
knives, and a portion of a b >at, supposed to belong to the
Erebus, but which other judges, with more reason, think
belonged to the Terror. The discovery of these remains
would seem te destroy the only remaining hope ef ever
hearing of Sir John Franklin or hia party again.

Coronem' Inquests.
An Unknown Man Found Drowned..Coroner I'erry

held an inquest yesterday, at the pier foot of Chambers
street, apon the body of an unknown man, about forty-
eight years of age, who was (band drowned a! the above
mentioned point. Deceased was about 6 feet 0 inches in
height, was thick set, and stonily built, had dark aubnrn
balr. Be wore a black velvet vest, with bine and gild
figures. Deceased had whiskers about 1)< inches above
the base of the jaw, and had thick lips. Verdict, found
drowned.
Supposed Infanticide..Coroner Perry also held an In¬

quest at the Second ward station house, upon the body
of a male Infant, found In Pearl street, by officer Cordett,
whicb, from the testimony of Dr. Bouton, tbe deputy
coroner, appeared to have been smothered after birth.
The jury rendered a verdict of death by luifocatiou, at
the hands of some persons to them unknown.
Fatal Fall from a Scaffold .Coronor Cannery hold

an inquest at the New York Hospital, upon the body of
a painter, named Francie Crawley, who diod from the
effects of a fall received a few days ego, by the givlog way
of a scaffold, at the corner of Reeds s'reet and Broadway.
Verdict, accidental death. Deceased was a native of
Scotland, and was thirty two years of sgs.

The Government of Nicaragua has at length been offi.
cialiy recognized by the Halted atates. Padre Vijil to-day,
for the first time, called at the State Department, when
Mr. Marcy immediately received him and conducted him
to the President, where he preiented his credentials, and
met with a cordial reoeptlon. The event createl a great
sensation. The intelligence was immediately telegraphed
to New Orleans, and it is believed a steamer will at onoe
leave for San Juan with material aid for Gen Walker.
There is no doubt the recognition of Nicaragua has

been hastened in consequence of thq promulgation of the
English proclamation erecting the Bay Islands into a
British provinoe. This is regarded as a gross violation
or the Clayton Buiwer treaty. It is highly proba¬
ble that a resolution will be introduced and pass
Congress suspending our neutrality laws. The Orizaba,
which sailed from New York last Saturday, took out in¬
spections, by advice from here, that in case the English
frigate F.urjdice shou d again attempt to stop her, to pay
no attention to the demand uutil fired into, and then at
once haui down her tUg and surrender, as being unarmed
and incapable of resistance. This will bring matters, to a
crisis. It is not probable the American men-of-war
which have been ordered to San Juan will permit such
an outrage to pass without chastisement. England must
back down, or take the coasequenoes of her bravado.
The next news from Nicaragua wlU be Intensely interest¬
ing.
As I an'lcip'ited, Mr. Marcy was overru ed in bis oppo¬

sition to the recognition of Walker's government. Cash¬
ing, I understand, was for the recognition as eoon as the
new Minister arrived. It is thought by Pieroa's friends
that this move will strengthen him at Cincinnati.
The war steamer Susquehanna has been ordered to Ni¬

caragua, and sails to-morrow, from Philadelphia.
I am informed that the President will to-morrow com¬

municate to Congress the documents and probably a

message upon the entire subject of Central American
affairs. '

Mr. Buohansn called on the President and Secretary
Maroy to-day, and had quite a long interview; they both
reoeived h im very graciously, and appeared glad to see
him. lie will dine with the President to-morrow.

Mr. Buchanan was serenaded last night, and in answer
to the calls cf a very large number of persona present
he appeared at a window of the National and made a
brief speech, returning thanks for the cordial reception.
He alluded to the subject of slavery, reiterating the opi.
nlons expressed in Mb Baltimore speech, and saying that
he considered the preeent position of the slavery ques-
ticn as a finality. He appeared tired, and seemed nnwU-
ling to make a set speech, concluding by inviting the
oitlzsBs to call upon him and give him the satiifaotion o'

taking them by the hand. Many persons immediately
availed themselves of the inTitatlon, and considerable
enthusiasm was manifested.
The President is evidently in a position Of great em

barrassment. Congress recently «ont to him for approval
the bill providing for the deepening of the Flats over
the cbaznel of the St. Clair river, Michigan, and the bill
providing for the removal of the obstructions at the
month of the Mississippi. Ia this way the North and
Scnth are apparently combined upon a subject of
great public interest. The earnest inquiry is
raised, will he affix his signature to these mea¬
sures f Their opponents point to his position as de¬
fined in his veto message of January, 1854; and ap¬
proached by friends favorable to the«e internal
improvements, his position is one calculated to test the
metal of any man, and perhaps is to settle for the pre¬
sent many questions regarding himself and of interest to
the country. At this critical time, when it is known he
is pressed by immense labor, questions of the most im¬
portant political character orowd npon him. His inti¬
mate friends boldly predict, however, that he will firmly
stand by his principles, heretofore annunciated, espe¬
cially as to the veto power.
Telegraphic despatches from Kansas have produced not

a little excitement to-day. The President, on reading
them, was heard to exclaim to a gentleman, not pri¬
vately, hut within the hearing of those present at the
White House, " If there is to be armed resistance to the
laws of the country and the constitutional rights of the
South, it might as well occur at this time, and in Kan¬
sas, as elsewhere."
Tho Gocd Will Fire Company, of Philadelphia, on their

return from Mount Vernon this evening, proceeded to
the White House, and were formally introdueed to the
President by Col. Florence.

CENTRAL AMERICAN AFFAIRS.IMPORTANT QUESTION BETWEEN
MINISTER CRAMPTON AND SENATOR CLAYTON.

Mr. Clyton, of Del., raid he had ween In the morning
r ewspapers what purported to be an eztraet from a let¬
ter from the British Minister at Washington, dated March
21, 1866, in which Mr. Crampton says:.

It will b« within your lordship's recollection that Mr. Clay
ton was In fumed by Plr Henry Bnlwer, before the treaty of
I860 was signed, that Ruatan was tie jure anil tir faru> a
Brltirh possession, and Mr Clayton has, on various occasions
since, In conversation with me. stated that he onsiiered Rua¬
tan a British vossesslon aa much as Jamaica or any other
British West India island.
Mr. Clayton branded this stetement as utterly untrue

in every particular. The British Minister mast hero
labored under an hallucination as strange as ever entered
the brain of any man, to make suoh a declaration. No¬
thing like it had ever escaped him in conversation with
Mr. Crampton or anybody else. Fortunately the faet did
not rest merely upon the statements of Mr. Crampton
and himself, lie bad a living wl'ness ; and first ha
would call attention to a letter written by .Mr. Crampton,
and read In the Senate on the 12th of January, 1864, in
which be (Mr. Crampton) attempted to prove that Una-
tan was not a dependency of Belize, and was not
exempted from the provisions of the troaty of 1850
lie then had Mr. Crampton'g testimony on the subject,
and read it to tte Senate. He would now read it
again, to oontracict Mr. Cramplon's statement, which
was made known to him for the first tluie this morning
and c! which he had not the moat remote conception.
