Vessels of moderate tonnags—
from 200 to 400—are the more fortunate, as the ship-
meets are yer small; but pews Laving srrived of the
advapcement of that eommoedity in the New York mar-
ket, those imost rapguize wll doubtless begin ere long to
ship more srgely, and before many weeks fio coffes will
be guoted at iderably d d rates in your reports.

Closely and safe’'y anchored, at nearly regular distances
apart, in this arge barbor, sre the versels of nearly
every glime—about four bundred in all—amongst which
