If, yielding to the lmportunltiss aad
menaces of the Western Powers, and to the wishee of a

Ereat part of the nation, they had taken up arms against
ussia, ibey would undoubtedly have been left In the

lurch by 1-ouia Napoleon, the same as England is now,
with the difference that Prussia has no wooden welle to
protect her, bat would be exposed to the bitter resent¬
ment of her nearest neighbor, converted from a steady
ally into an implacable enemy. She would be at present
in much the same predicament as Austria, whlon Is by
no means an agreeable one. The Court of Vienna ha*
been eo exceaelvely olever that it has outwitted itself,
and has shown such anxiety to keep in with all parties
that it is disliked and distrusted by every one of them.
Louis Napoleon is bent upon obtaining Savoy, for which
Sardinia is to receive Lombardy In exchange. Austria
refused to agiee to this project and to take the Oanublan
Principalities as a set-off against her Italian provisoes,
and this eonsequenoe will be that she will loee the latter
aad have to go without the Indemnity. Tnls Is why
Count Walewski brought the Italian question on the tapis
at the Conferences, and why the agitation new brewing
in that country is tacitly encouraged. The "ehlvalron*
Emperoi" Is said to be frightened out of his wits and to
rest all his hopes of safety on the clergy, whom he hoe
conciliated by bis fhmous concordat, and through whose

spirit ofInfluence he expects to counteract that spirit of revolu¬
tion which is again about to knock at his palace door,
after he had fondly imagined It exorcised and extinguish¬
ed forever.
The Prussian Chambers will be prorougued early in

Ma;, and not meet again till late in Ntvember. They
have done little but vote a new municipal law, by which
the civic and rural communities are rendered still more
dependent upon government than they were previously.
A motion relative to the famous affslr of th» despatches,
which was brought forward by the extreme right and
supported by the extreme left, who are both, though for
various reasons, opposed to the Prime Minister, will pro¬
bably be abendoned or suffered to drop quietly Into ob¬
livion, in order not to oosnpromise M. de Monteuffel, who
muBt be whitewashed, at [all hazards. Ths man Techen,
who purloined the despatches, or bribed the servants of
Mil. Gerlach and Ntchola to do so, is very ill in prleon;
he Is upwards of seventy years of age, aad if anything

to proceedshould happen to him it would be Impossible to proceed
with the affair for want of evidence.
The Dowager Empress of Russia is expected here by the

13th of next month, aad after a short stay at Ssnsoucl,
will proceed to Wildbad, where she is to drink the waters
and meet her daughter, the Princess Royal of Wirtem-
berg, better known as the Grand Duchess Olga. It is
thought the King will accompany her and take the op¬
portunity of paving a visit to his brother moneroh of
Wirtemberg, with whom10m he has been on bad terms ever
since the year 1819, when ths latter refused to acknow¬
ledge him as Emperor of Germany in case of his being
elected. The Czar is not likely to come to Berlin this
summer, as he ts busily engaged travelling about his do¬
minions to redress grievances and suggest improvements,
and preparing tor his coronation, which is to oome off
with extraordinary splendor on the Uth ot September,
the JHe of bis potion, Saint Alexander Nevsky. Quite a
mob of German princes will be crowding to Moscow nbout
that time to pay their homage to the great Eastern po¬
tentate, wheee star they evidently Imagine to be be once
more emerging with renewed brilliancy from the tempo¬
rary aloud that obsoured It. Austria will probably send
an Archduke, Prussia either Prince Charles, or his son,
Charles, junior, and the other German sovereigns their
Bona aad nephews; hut it is shrewdly conjectured that
none of these scions of royalty will be receirel in Russia
wi.h so muck cordiality and empresstment as the Freneh
Ambassador, Count Morny, who, indeed, if rumor is to
trusted, has as much royal blood in his veins aa any of
them.
The emigration to America, which has fallen off con¬

siderably for the ,'ast vear or so, owing to the exaggerated
reports received on this side of the water about the goings
on of the Know Nothings and the persecutions foreigners
bad to suffer from them, is again on the Increase, and
unless peace should lead to a reduction ta the pries of
provisions and a general lmprovesaent in the condition
of ths laboring classes, it appears likely this year to at¬
tain, or even exceed, the proportions it had reaohed at
former rerlods. Upwards or a thousand emigrants passed
through Berlin a few weeks since, chiefly asrisnitnrlsts,
bound to 'Wisconsin. They cams from Pomeranis, a
thinly inhabited province on the coast of the Baltic,
whose soil, though rather poor and arid, could easily
support twice its present population If it were not under
the dominion of an aristocracy more haughty and grasp¬
ing than that of any other part of the kingdom. Alto-

the country from whenoa, comparatively hpeaking, verylittle emigration takes plaoe. Of coutse, there are some
provinces that have Increased their population duringthe period alluded to, but this is chiefly observable In the
large towns, wbich are continually draining the rural
districts of their inhabitants to add to the dense masses
of jtrde'airei that are the eurse of every Earopesu
capital.
