A message from  the President, informing Con-
grese that he had ceased to hol€ intercourie with
the liritish Minister, and a despatch from Secretury
Marey to Mr. Duilas, replying to the letter of Lord
Clarendon of the 30th of April, on the enlistment
dificulty, were presented to the Senate yesterday.
Mr. Marcy states that the President is moch grati-
fied at the conciliatory epirit of the letier of Lord
Clarenden, and by the desire expressed to adjust
exigting differences, and preserve and streugthen
the friendly relations between the two countries.
The dizclaimer of any intention to vivlate the laws
of the United States, and the expression of regret
that, contrary to the imdention and direction of the
British governmeut, there has been such infringe-
ment, are satistactory, and the main complaint, so
far gs respect her Majesty's goverument, is thas re-
moved; but the President extremely regrets that he
cannot conecur with Mr. Clarendon in the opinion
that Mr. Crampton and the Consuls at New York, Phi-
ladelphia and Cincinnatl are not implicatod in these
proceedings. Hegardimg those who have no connes-
tion with this government he has nothing to ask of
her Majesty's government ; but in the cases of the
individuals mentioned, he deems it proper that their
rclations with this government should cease. In
taking this stgp, however, he does not intend to
cause any interruption of the diplomatic relations
between the United States and (ireat Britain: btut
on the coutrary, is desirons of keeping the two coun-
tries npon 4 friendly footing. Mr. Crampton's with-
drawal was asked expressly on the ground that hia
conncction with the enlistments had renderel him
an unadceptable representative of her Britaunic Ma-
jesty near this government; and for the same rea-
gon the withdrewn! of the Consula named was like-
wise requested.  There officers are all, a2 thia go-
vernment still belinves, implicated in the violation
of the laws of the United States, contrary to the re-
iterated instyuetions of their own government. This
complicity did not rest solely on the testicony of
Stroebel and Herte, but on original letters from Mr.

Tity TRANSATLANTIC TELEGRAPH CoMPANY.—
We sce there is a bill before the Canada Par-
liament for the incorporation of this compauy.
It bus paesed a eecond reading in the lower
houee, end recommended to its final passags
by the committee. This line is to start from
Quebee, run along the banpks of the St. Law-
rence, and terminate at the eastern extremity
of Labrador. It then passes by asubmarine
cable to the southern point of Greenland, then
up the eastern coast Lo a point nearest Iceland,
then by & sub-marine cable to Iceland, which
it crosses fpom weet to east; then by another
sub marind¥@able to the Ferroe Izlands, and
then to the exireme northern point of =:nt-
land, This route crosses the Atlantic, with
three or four stations, and with sub-marine
cebles ranging from one hundred to five hun-
dred miles in length, It is stated that this
line can be completed in less than pighteen
months. This line will start from Quebec and
terminate in London; and the Parliament of
Canada should afford every facility, by th-
most liberal charter. It is, in fact, a continua-
tion of the line proposed by the Hon. John
Young, of Quebec, torun to the eastern point
of Labrador, to intersect the line of steamers
between Quebec and Liverpool. The project
appears to us eo feasible, and its construction
attended with eo little difficulty, that it is &
wonder that it has been left until so late a
day. It would be an English line, each termi-
nus being on British goil, and give all the

principal commercial points in Canada the
control of its operations on this eide; but that
would not be objoctionable, or injarious to
American intercste. We must take a liberal
view of theee great projecte, and not traminel
them with sectional prejudices.

Svuyver MrETNG.—A meeting is to be beld
at the Tabernacle to-night to express sympa-
thy with Senator Bumner on his recent fnjury.
