I have no intention, therefore,
to eidtavor to mtve your feelings by any reflections
drawn firm tl is occasion. I don't intend to mike a paae-
gjric of the life of thts martyr, for 1 know nothing of hiR
life. Ikno* on j that lis name waa Quietus, and that
be dl«d ior Chris'; ai d wben 1 have said this I have said
erough. When I have raid he was a martyr I have al¬
ready piotr unced tke panegyric. Still, my brethren, it
will interest you to know where and how the
refts of th's lervant cf Cod were fcunf, end whatreasons
we lave lrr Itlitvkg he was a martyr.upon what
gronid we hare rendered to these relics that homage
wlich we have this day paid. To a Christian there are
no j laces cn the earth except those consecrated by the
des h ind burial cf cur Divine Lord himself, more inte¬
resting than these subterranean corridors and chambers
knew# as the Catacombs which tbe early Christians dng
cut of the bowels of the es'th ior a place of reft-ge from
their persecutors, and also as sanctuaries ior the cele¬
bration cf their religious ceremonies. These Cata
combs exist, as ycu are aware, in various parta of
thej 01< World, but tbey are most numerous and re-
markab e in the vicinity of the Eternal City. So
far as tliete have be>en discovered or explored,
tbeie a.e about elzty of them surrounding Rome,
and tbey are railed after some circumstance about
the Iccalily, or the name of tome of tbe distinguished
rnrr yrs WDce bcoiee repose in them. Tbue we have the
catacomba ot St, Mary, St Agnes, and many other tain's.
It may be intern* kg to dwell upon this su'jfct, far
nctblrg can be mere pleating to a Christian, or mere
lull ot instiuctian, than to cail to mind those early days
of cur religion. Three of yon who have re»-i tke work
lately written by Cerdfral Wiseman, (Kabiola, or tbe
Church rf tbe Catacombs.) in which, with so much learc-
trg. aid with ruch a graphic pen, be paints the picture
cf the 'ives and deaths of tbe tarly servants ot Chriet,
a-e familiar with the catacombs The whole canptgrn
of Lome Is urd'rlaid some feet below'he surface by a
thick stra'a «' ecft strne or cement. Now, it was in this
roft rock the <1rrl«tlans excavated tbe catacombs. You
fescetd seme feet In'o the earth when you cuter the cor-
ruors, which exerd for milee below the c:tv
rf Reme; aid it wis in tbrse that the primi¬
tive Cbrls lais were accustomed to bury their
deai1. They served cut in the soft reck on either sife of
tkeiaetegea niche, in which they depot ited the dead
bioles, e»me cf which were embalmed with precious
tpices. With the booies of tie martyr* they were ac-
eus cmed 10 j laot a vial coitainirg some of hie blood,
end the lislrrments which had b-eo ueed in tormenting
bim. After p aolcg the body in the niahe they encloeea
it with a marble tlab, cn wbich they made an inscription
mentioning bit name, and the number ot yesrs he had
lived a* a Christian, with an invocation for his iDterces-
nti n. R-me, witn all her wonders, preients not.ing
m reattrac ive ft an tte catacombs. It is supposed that
s'x millions of the rarly lervarte rf Cbii't rleep In these
cetecombs. waiting the resunection They haveerec ed
chuck's over tber-e places am! aoornsd them wi'.n'he
tigtest achievements of Christian art, like the tilent
condors uncerreetb. These catacombs present a
chain rf evidence cf the most positive charac¬
ter in regard to the unity and lmmutati.ity of
the d< c r oes of the Catholia Chuucb, and
an irrefu'eble reply to 'he charges of corruption
which Lave been rni de Fgkic et hFr. They prove that the
prayeis 'or the deal, and the invocationci saints, formed
a part or tbe creed < I the e»rly Chrtstiens as well as of
the Ca'li'l c* of tbe present day.
