A Cargo of Japanese Goods Sold at Auction.
A sale of a somewhat novel character tock place yester¬

day at the auction rooms of Leavitt, Delllaer 4 Co.,
Broadway. The articles disposed of was a portion of a

cargo of Japanese goods, which wee brought to this port
some weeks since by Cspt. Badger, of ths schooner Con.
Pierce Those put up at auction and expoesd to view in
the salesroom were exquisite specimens of workmanship,
(fee table was particularly deserving of notioo. Its value
is estimated at a thousand dollars, and ths top is inlaid
with a silver border, while the centre le Intended to
represent the sea, with numerous varieties of the fluny
tribes swimming about in Its transparent depths. The
fishes are made of pearl, and every fin and scale is as

clearly defined as in a steel engraving. Another speci¬
men of Japanese ligemulty was a sort of multum in parvn
cabinet, with any number of drawers ; a bottle formed of
a peculiar kind of blaek wood, and several drinking
gfa-ees of the same material. On ths top of
the cabinet was a Japanese heuse, the doors of which,
when opened, disclosed another set of drawers and vari¬
ous contrivances, the u«e of wilih would puzzle any one
but a Japanese. We may hop-, however, in course of
1ia.e, to arrive at a knowiedg* of these things and a great
many other curi^si'-les wbich thore people nave hitherto
endeavored to hold from the Inowlcdga of the rest of the
world.
The sale ootnmeneed about ten o'clock, and there were

somewhat ever a hundred persons preeent, a large number
of whom were ladies. The feir sex manifested the great-
eat interest, and a ooceic'esble number of the articles
were purchased by them. S.i'l the bidding wis not so

lively as might have been expested, although Captain
Bacger will doubtless be able, not only to pay expenses,
but realize a handrome prcat on his cargo. The auction
was concuctel by Mr. W. C. Cook, who made a few re¬
marks in regard to the articles and the way In which
they had been procured lie said:.
Ladies and Gentlemen.Before commencing this sale, I

thin* it try duty to make a few brief reaaiks relative to
Cspt.,Badger's visit tr Japan. On his arrival at Bimoda
his vessel was boarded by some 25 or.80 Japanese officers,
who wished to know for what purpose he came there; to
this ibe captafn answered that he merely came to view
the ports and obseive the manner in which they carriel
out their treaty; finally he aeked them if they would
permit him to purchate eome goods, to which they re¬
plied yea, to a email aoxunt; so In the course of a few
days they opened the bazaar for his Inspection. On exa-
mining the goods he was surprised at the high figures
marked on tbtm. On applying to the officera if there
could be no reduction made f.-om those prices, they an-
ewe ed no, and even at these figures he c>uld only purchase
a certain amount, which was vary small. However, by
energy sac perseverance, he was enabled to procure the
lot you new .fee befcreyou. Cspt. Badger had two ad-
van ages in obtaining this cargo.first, his vessel was
named alter our prereut President. To use their own

worne, 'hey think General Pierce a mighty big gnu
(which is much more thin many of ue do). Secondly,
he promieed to take with him Mr. Rudolph, who
bal lived there for some months and mads himself
particularly obnexions to the tfficers. Unfortunately,
you cannot deal with the merchant; everything must be

b, the government reatiziidrne through the officers, the government realizing two-
thirds of the amount paid. Again, our dollar is equiva¬
lent to theirs, but cn receiving cms they cut It up and
n ske three of theirs out of It bo. you see, there are
many disadvanttg»s In pnrchafirg from thsm. They
make a great »hcw for honesty; for instance, after ths
goods were placed on beard and accounts settled, the day
previous to railing, the vesrel was honored by a visit
from twenty or twtnly-five officials who wished to see
Cspt. Pai'gtr on business < f importance. On making his
appearance, they, wiih bows tnd sorapss, informed him
tha*. up- n examining their accounts tlley found an error
in his favir smouD'ing to $1, which they name to re¬
turn. This may have been honesty, but the Captain was
strongly impressed with the Uea that it was an excuse
to enable them to have a chance to drink his surplus of
champagne, which they are very fund of. I Cbu'd relate
many amueirg incident! which occurred during the Cap¬
tain's stay, but have not time. In conclusion, allow me
to tender ibe thanks < f Messrs. leavitt. Delisser ft Co ,
sr.d a'so Capt. Badger, for your kind attendance here
thiamornlrg; and for myself, the greatest ccmpitmeat
jou can (ffer me ia to bid quickly and promptly.

At tbe close cl the foregoing remarks, Mr. Cook pro¬
ceeded in 'he rxual way to dispese of the goods, dwelling
with lap'ttrea c n their gieet value; informing his hearers
that tksy would nerer havs another chance; that they
were Ee.kng at an enormous sacrifice; that, in tact, this
kind of business would never do; that they did n ,t realize
the wor'h of tLe gooes; that he would give them fair
warriig, that they need not blame him if they lost such
a chance, and that the articles were selling fur leas than
they c st. In this way he disposed ef a pretty lair por-
ii< n of the cargo, which, we understand, is estimated at
auont twen'.y tkoa-und dollars. The following are the
prices which some of the articles sold for .

place. Tbr** oat of ft>ar of oar newly erected stores ar*
of whit* maibl*, and tt most b* eonr*u*d that ao far aa

appearance goes it baa greatly the advantage, especially
in narrow street*, or where a aumber of th*m are

together.
The difficulty baa heretofore been that Amerioan mar¬

ble waa dearer than brown stone, and of aa inierlor de¬
scription compared with European. The white marble
buildings constructed fire years ago bar* a stained and
unpleasant appearance now, owing to their liability to be
influenced by the weather, and to oateh and fix the
floating partleles of dirt always flying about In the
atmosphere of a large city. Whan the first experi
ments in marble proved failures, brown atone
eame into use, and many stores were built of it. Bat it
was found that there were serious objestions to this kind
of stone. It was found to be friable and liable to disinte¬
gration under the action of frost and the frequent ehanges
of temperature In our ellmate. A variety of freestone of
a drab oolor, is much admired; it comes from New Bruns¬
wick. The Mechanics' Bank hi Wall street affords a good
specimen of it.
Within three years past a new variety of marble has

been discovered, which, besides being one-third oheaper
than freestone, is in every way superior for building pur¬
poses, and Is open to none of the disadvantages to which
the old marble waa liable. It is of a brilliant white,
delicately veined, and impervious to atmospheric fluctua¬
tions. it will retain its color for as yet an indeterminate
number of years. These advantages have given the new
marble en immediate and immense popularity. But to
the new buildings:.
In Wall street, Jacob Samson is building a fine edifies

on Nos. 14 and 16. It will have a marble front of 44 feet,
and will eost 160,000. It will be used for oflioes. The
Union Bank is to be rebuilt on its old site, and it is in
oontemplation to make it a most magnificent ediflee,
worthy of the street and the banking internet of the city.
It is to have a marble front, with ornate adornments,
uitb iron beams, partitions and supporters, so as to be
nnmistakeably fire proof. It will cost, perhaps, $80,000.
The banking rcoms will be in the rear and eonnect with
the street by a eortidor.
In Nassau street there are several flue buildings near

completion. Duncan k Sherman's banking house is
ueai ly finished, at a cost of $180,000. It is thoroughly
Are proof, and is a most splendid structure.
At Nos. 6 and 7 Nassau street the bnildiogs are being

torn down to give place to a fine edifice of New Bruns¬
wick free stone for the Continental Bank, which will cost
$100,COO.
At the corner of Nassau and Cedar streets the new

Bsnk of Commerce is nearly completed, at a cost of
$1E0,0C0. It will be ready for occupancy about the end
of next fall. It Is a superb builditg, constructed of mar¬

ble and ircn, and fire proof. This edifice throws our old
Post Office quite in the shad e. It is not creditable to the
general government that the greatest postal station In
the United States Is sueh a poor affair, architecturally.
On the corner of Nassau and Beekman streets Mr.

Whltlcck Is about to add sixteen feet to the building he
has recently completed.
As soon as the lawyers get through with the Brick

Church, U is to be demolished, and a new building con¬

structed.
At ihe corner of Exchange place and William street a

fine structure has just been completed, at a cost of
$120,CC0. It has iron root and beams, and will be fire-
pioof. It is to be occupied by the Bank of the State of
New York.
The Fulton Bank, corner of Pearl and Enlton streets, is

coming down, and a new building, fifty fett square, three
stories in height, and fire proof, will be erected; eost,
$80,CC0. The lower part, to he occupied by the bank,
will be of rustic ashler brown stone; the upper stories of
brick, with a stone cornice, which will be very pretty.

In addition to the buildings already noticed in the
Humid, on Brcadway, may be mentioned tbe one about
to be put up on the correr of Murray street, br J.
Groevenor, SO fret on Broadway, and 140 feet on Murray
street. It will yield a rental of $20,000.

Adjoining the Chemical Bank, near Chambers street, a

new house is to be put up. the nature of which has no
yet tracspired. Between Leonard and Worth streeta,
alro, a building 40 feet front and 180 deep is to be eoon

erected that will be quite an ornament in Its way.
On the corner cf Grand the old American Hall has been

knocked down, to give place to a butlcing to I. * -octed by
a brother of Mayor Wood. It is to be 30 feet by 100, o

white marble, ornamented, and wi 1 make quite a fancy
edifice. Cost $70,000.
No. 440 Breadway, owned by Mathew Morgan, will be

bull: up wi.h a splendid sto:e, to eost about $36,000, and
which is leased by Merchant & Co.
Tbe Lafarge Hotel is now completed, and will be opened

very loon by Mr. Burroughs, late of the Irving Hiuae.
The buildirg eost nearly $200,000. It presents a front of
white marble, ISO feet in length.
At the corner of Broome street a msgcifloent fron

building Is to be erected for the owner, Mr. Walter Lang-
don, and is leased to Mr. E. V. Haugbwont. It ie to be
five stories above ground, and two under, wi.h extensive
vaults, Ac. Tbe frcnts on Broadway and Broome street
ere lobe of cast iron, painted white, and in the Venetian
(Cinque Cent:) style. Each story above tbe first is to
consist of three quarter engaged columns with pedesials
and entablatures. Tbe upper ooralee Is fully enriched
and pre portioned to tbe whole hright of the building.
Tbe windows are formed by semi-circular keyed archi-
valts rest Dg on eubordidate entablatures and detached
columns, with an open balustrade to each window. AU
the columns and balnsters will be fiu ed end of the Co-
