‘While the Honse of Representatives were engaged
tc-day on the notice of & bill o remove the federal
capital to some point where persopalities are not re-
garded as offensive or indecorous, and where fists
and bludgeons are not reserted to to punish impa-
dence and inrult, the United States Semate was
eniertained with sn amusing tilt between the distin-
guished gentlemen from Illincis. There were not
over a doren Eenators in their seats, but yet the
galleries furnished an audience of ladies and gentle-
men, spparently much intcrested in the set-to be-
tween the short, heavy-set, florid complected Senator
on the one gide, and bislong, lank, lean, pale visaged
colleague on the other.

Mr, Marth was appointed Minister to Turkey the 28th
of May, 1849, his salary commencing from that day. He
entered npon his duties on the 11th ot March, 1880, nine
montha and » baif after his appointment. (See Ex. Doe.
Ne, 21, 33d Cong,, 2d seesion.) Up to that time Mr. Marsh
received for oulfit $6,000, ealary $4,750, without render
ipg an hour’s cervice for the ssme. For ten months he
remained at his post at Constanlinople. On the Tth of
January, 1851, he left on a pleasure trip to Egypt, where
he remained nine months, leaving during his stay no
representative behind bim except the American Consul.
In September, 1851, he returned to his mimsion, and in
July, 16852, he tock passage in a pational vessel lor
Greeces, to investigate into Dr. King’s difficulty. Herehe
remained twenty -one days, and then left for Triests, Ger-
many and other paris of Europe, ascompanied by his fa-
mily, and wan absent on thia tour from his mission eight
mipiths and & balf mcre. From thenes Mr. Marsh re-
visited Gireece on the 20th A%rll, remained there fifty six
daye, and falliog to arracge Dr. King's difficulties, he re
turzed to Ccnstantinopls on the 6th of July, 1833, and
remaived there till the 19th of December following, when
he leit for the Unlted Siates. From this statement it

EUIT FOR VIOLENCE COMMITTED BY A SERVANT OF
THE UNION FERRY COMPANY.

Joe 12.—Aibert . Clement ve. (he President of the
Uniom Ferry Company.—The eomplaint sets forth that
e defendant s President of an ingorporated company,
koown as the Unfon Ferry Company, and pasalng over the
river betweon New York and Brooklyn; the plaintiff re.
sldes in Brocklyn, and has dome business in New York for

seven years, during which time he had been s commuter
in the compasy, and has every half puronased o
ticket, commonly ealled *'a commutation ticket,”” by
whish he had 1he right to pass all the ferries of the com-
pany. COm the 1st November, 1850, the plaiotifl paid the
oraiuary balf yearly price, $4, upcn which he reseived
a tciet eotit)ing him to pass the ferries of the sompany
ortil the Tut of May, 1864, On the buck of the ticket way
printed, “As this ticket will be good ai either the Falton,
Aantie street, or Hamilton avenus ferry, commuters
will be expected to have it with them, at all tices, to be
stown when required * On the 24th March, 1854, the
plaintiff bavic g sueh ticket in his possession, went upoa
the steamer Ion; boat Manhsttan to aross the Fulwa
ferry from New York to Brooklym, and while the boat
wai lying »t the dock of the company, st the foot
of Fulton stroet, the plaictill ws ultun% P
ably In one of 1he ==“ina when a mon pamed Babe  os,
*who had at tro e charge of the boat, approsehad

Idatilf, and eomearded him to leave the boat, which

e refused to do, the plaint{il teiliog Babeock that he was
a commuter, and had been so for a mumber of years,
and at rhe same {ime showing bhis eommntation tieket,
Noiwithstandiog this, Baboook parsisted in commanding
plaiotiff to leave the boat; an¢ thereupon, with the aid
of anorher servaet or agent of the sompany, violentl
dragged the plainii from the eabin acroam the boat, an
ahoved bira npon the dock.

We ask you an an sct of justies to publish a very brief|
statement as to the real condition of the boat mnd her
officers, or ** handa’’ as you choose to eall them, In th
first plaese we would say that the boat was sonnd, strong,
and st h in every pect, and had jast Ween thor
cughly and fully overhauled, and put in complete run'
niog order for our spring buslness, withoat regard to ex’
pense; her boller was nearly new, and her sagine in per
tect repair. Ehe had a good pump, with muficient howe|
attached, mnd gacge of buckels filled with water,
ready 1o be used in the smergency of fire; she wan fur-
nished with life preservers Im quantity, and with
boats in good order for service, and nothing was omitied]
that the owners though: wounld condues to her safety o
that of her passengers. The ecaptain was & periectl
compatent man, sober aud evol, and who well under
wivod the duvies of the office which he filled. The engl
neer had been many years in our employ and staod hig
jnhis profession, sober, eareful, and attentive to hi
duties, nnd 1he firemen aud hands on board were ralisble

men.
As to the origin of the fire, it did not originate ss stal
in the HErarn, ‘* in the fire rovm " but sppeared manj
fret dintant, o fire room was well shoathed with
and perfectly safe, o that no charge of * aarelessnes
aliouid be aitackad to the flremen.
