The utmost caution Wjst ts
observed by persons engaged in building, hj nn prase-
cnttug their work as tint to put in jeopardy tb.e lives of
ttnoccnt and unsuspecting citizens. It .3 fortunate for
fee defendant that in ibis instance the results oftea in-
exewaMe carelessness wero not more disastrous. The
Injury sustained by the plaintiffdoes if it appear from the
evidence to bo of a very sc-rious chs.rar.ter. Jfevertbc-
lees, exemplary damages should be r.warded against tfte
defendant. By so doing, persons o", the class to wb'ch
fee defendant belongs will be giver, to understand wtiat
feey may expect from courts and 'juries wUen, by impru¬
dence and negligence en their Fart, they inflict injury
upon onr citizens. Judgment, therefore, for the plaintiff
fer $260 and costs.

Fnm in Cuff Street..Shortly before 11 o'clock on

Saturday night an aiarin of tire in the Seventh district
«u caused by a tire being discovered in tbo fifth story

Bam Patridge k Sou, dealers in dycstufTs, chemicals, ko.
Jbe alarm brought a full attendance of the firemen, and
to a short time the flfimos wero extinguished, before it
extended much beyond its place of origin. Tho premises
extend to Rider's alley, and urc filled with a large amount
.f merchandise. One of the insurance patrol, named
Joseph Vatmairc, discovered tho fire, and immediately
gave tho alarm. Capt. Samuel Smith, of tho Patrol
Watch, was quickly on the premises with his men; a hose
was stretched from the hydrant, but tUa height of tho
building prevented a sufficient stream of water to How to
extinguish tho flanios. llov.evcr, they succeedod in sub-
sluing the progress of the flames until the arrival of the
firemen. The firm have an insurance of 155,000 on their
block, but nunc of it was touched by tho fire, and only a
aiuall amount of loss w ill bo sustained from tho water.
M appears the fire oiigittated in a closet used for the
storage of business iwpers, where they had been for m.v
¦y years past; but hoW, Cr in what manner, tho Ore
