, The Convention of the-onti-Killmore wing of the Ameri-
J can party re assembled at noon to-day, in the Apollo
i Rooms. Al 12o'clock the attendance was much slimmer
| than it had been on any of the previous days.probably
, not more tliau oue-lhird of tho number of delegatus being
® present. TUe outside pressure had almost entirely
j been withdrawn; and so much did the in-

J terest In tli? proceedings seem to have been diminished,f or absorbed in tho Convention of tho republican party, to
r be held in Philadelphia to morrow, that tho numcrou3

represents lives of the provincial press had, with ono

exception, disappeared from tho scene. "Live Oak"
George law was among lite earliest in tho room, and his
famous speech of Saturday,wxs tho great themo of con¬
versation. He was much pleased with tho report of it
that appeared in the Hkrald, because, ho said, if it had
been polished up, the reporters, and not himself, would
have got the credit of making it.

It is whispered aliout that a general bolt is imminent,
eo the ground that the Convention is in tho interest of
black reieiblieanism instead of Americanism. The leader
at the 6»ie~-'on movement is pointed out as GeorgoO.

At liah iw-l 15, before the Convention had been called
to order, the delegates had i onsidcrably incensed in num¬
ber, and an ntew-e degree of interest seemed to have
grown upas the news of llio.projected bolt spread. The
Committee on I'latiorm a.Vu Resolutions wcro not yet pro-
pared to report, and, in fact.although tlio platform and
resolution? w ere drafted and in the pocket of one of lb >

members.(he committee had not yet held a meeting, the

The Convention was called to order at half past 12

.'clock.

very slowly by the Secretary, this being tho first occxsion
during the sittings of the Convention when that ceremony
was observed.another dodgo towards delay.

Mr. President.Being convinced from tho proceedings

of this Convent.on, that it is guided by the, counsels,
governed by tho will, and tied iu action will bo referred
o the decision of the Republican Convention about to bo
held at Philadelphia, thereby violuting tbo integrity of
tho American party, and merging it into an organization
which may prove to be nothing else but that of the aboli¬
tion party, the New Jersey delegation have Instructed
me to withdraw the name of Robt. V. Stockton from tho
list ofcandidates before the Convention. Wo do sa because,
having been our.sclvcs elected as rcprcsontitivoa of tho
American parly, and having nominated him xs an ardent
stid illustrious member of that party, we do not feel an-
ihoriv.ed to subject his name or claims to any Convention
.ivowmg dilTerpiit, and it may be liostile principles. (Ap
plause.) We now respectfully bog leave to retire, and
we respectfully invite nil who concur with us to meet
mmediatoty at Palace Hall, at the corner of Walker street
and Broadway.
The New Jersey dologation retired ainid great excite-

rn-nt and plaudits ou the part of tho outsiders.
A Voick.Damn the abolitionists.

I Chpt. ('. Hwckle, ot' Pa., prevented to the Chair another
communication in tho form of a resolution, that as Mil¬
lard Fillmore bad received tho American nomination, this
Convention do now adjourn until after his arrtval from
Huropo, so Do to ascertain his views on tho subject of
Americanism.

Mr. JouttftTON, of Pa., did not know the contents of tho
paper ju-t presented to the Convention, and had ho known
:ho contents of that presented by tho delegation IVom
Now Jersey, that pupor would not have been, by his con¬
sent, read before the Convention.
The Pkkwwwt ruled the communication out of order.
Mr. Jou.v-tox hoped tlioy would not be deterred

:iom Hie performsnco of their dutloe by what had taken
place. He regretted that the delegation from Now Jersey
;*ad been permitted to place upon record what they had
no right lo say. There was no ground lbr tho statement
that this Convention was under tho control of any factiou
or party save those with whom ho was hero associated.
tCbeers.) Was it not singular that those who professed
to hold sacred the constitution uadcr which they were
"rgauized could not patiently i*>ten to tho deliberations of
their fellow men. Ho dunbtod tho friendship to their in¬
stitutions of those men who would boi attempt to strike
iown the liberty of speech. They we.re called on hero to
elect a President. In rolation to one or two party qnes
dons.(he first.the itolicy tho country ought to adopt in
rcltreuce to her foreign policy, and secondly, her policy in
relation to her domestic affair-'. Without a united eilbrt
they cannot atriko down tho .-hum democracy of thi
United States. Because they asked the aid of the opposi
.ion elements in the North wero thoy to ho branded with
abolitionism? was lie to say to tboso meu, because they
differed slightly on some subjects, that hence they wcr
abolitionists and encniiw of the constitution? Bocatwo ho
could not concur in tho nomination of Millard Fill¬
more, (applause,) was that any reason why ho should
rot unite with tho onposntion to tiro democracy?
He then made an appeal to tho Convention to consider
.e what thi > dissension, arising as it did icotn a quarrel on

1 men only, would lead. Be mid not believe that New
lersey would approve of the a> ikm of her delegates here,
for the great Cause of freedom had culled thoin together,
iml no quarrel as lo this man or lhal man could turn iho
people from their great object. That object was the over¬
throw oi the present administration. He denied that
.his Convention was sold out to any party or in
¦Jucnccd by any party. Ho wsw an independent
man himself, and he stood, as ho believed
>verj' honest man in this Convention stood, upon thegreat
principles of Americanism and freedom. He trusted that
rbis Convention would not be prevented from doing its
luty, but would proceed to nominate a candidate. If its
choice should be endorsed at Philadelphia, he had no
doubt of being able to carry with it the State of Pennsyl¬
vania.

also go forth the fact that those who ttns endeavored to
obstruct the action of the Conventiou were not Aiwrimtw,
and could notspeak for the free AutcriuMmof NewJersey.
The American party had been swerved trotn itotegiti
mate purpose iu this city, and played into the hands of
the slat e drivers. The withdrawal af one delegation hone
this j»«rt> was not to frighten them. The w ousel that
went down the Alps in an avalanche said, " We'll cmivs
down with a terrihlecrash." (Laughter.) II" there were
men in the Convention who loved liberty better than-
office, let them come and tight with this Convention, and
if they died they would have a part in the resurrection of
Uicjust.

Pennsylvania. (Bravo, bravo.) That ho will bo truo t
you, his whole life proves. Vint, his services, in whatevestation he umy be placed, will reflect credit on tho coca
try, ait bis past declares.

next national election. This, however, my fellow
»iti/eus, I can say to you, that I shall endeavor,
to ttie extent of my bumble abilities, to discharge
all the duties which the vuico of the contry may rail opou
me to perform, whether as u camlidato of a great party,whether as the representative of a great principle, whe¬
ther as tho defender of our institution*, or iu the dis-
charge of the duties which may devolve on him who is
railed upon to preside over the Senato of tho
United Stales. (Applause.) it in, however, pro-
tier for me to ray to my fellow citizens that 1 huvo no de-
rtio to conceal my opinions on any subject. 1 would not
feel that 1 was doing justice to myself, or to tho republi¬
can institution* under which wo live, if I could conceal
from any ol iny feUow.citizcns who should bo called upon
to rototor me at the election, any op<nlons
which I entertained on any public question.
