The Eastern men were
afrald, it they staved off the North Americans, thoy woulil
Toee allfthe New England States, where the Know Nothing
voters arc nearly all opposed to Fillinore,  The Western
men gaid thut tho Germans were all ready to vote tha
ticket; but if they knew that the Know Nothings were
especinlly petted, they would Lang back aml glve their
Votes to Buchoauun,  Thus the Convention found itzell be-
tween Boylla and Charybdis with no immediate chance 10
esoape dostruction.,
