Tt ie gadd fat the Department at Washington bean
romewhat exerciged of late nbout the enormous witness
fees claimed by the United States Marshal in casea tried
in the Bouthern district of Obio, In mddition to the
amount of the bills, another point of difloulty secms to
b, that like the jurors in the Police Court, the lista of
witneeses arc very nearly the same in almost all the
cages; another, thal theso etanding witnesses live so far
away from Cinciunastl, and draw such enormous mileayge;
and another yet, that though the same pames appear in
the different liste, yet their residences are not always the
gume. They seem to be gradunlly moving further and
further away from this city, and their milcage increasos
rapidly as they eerve in dilferent coses—making the sum
of their fees for one doy's testifying largor aud largor as
they become more experienced witnesses,

Another, and a more delicate point than all thege, is the
gtriking rimilarity in the autographs of the witnesses,
The explanation, that the pumes were all written in the
Marshal's oftice, with the same pen and ink, and that a
uniform gyswem of writiug hus boen iotroduced into the
Weet by the imported Yuukee schoolmasters, who all
learued n Connecticut, ts—though better than none—pot
copsidered altogether sutisfuctory.
