K ~amd the Tinkers In Washingion—
The True Constitutional Policy.

The proceedings in Congress yesterday were
very interesting.  The Kansas imbroglio, the sla-
very question and the exigencies of this Presi-
dential campaign bave brought all the party
tinkers in both bouscs to their feet.  Look at the
following list of expedicuts for the pacification
of Ransas and the scttloament of the slavery lssue
there, all introduced into the Senate within the
lost few weeks, aud then read what was done yes-
terday, in another column:—

First. The plan of W, IL Seward, providing
for the admission of Kausas into the Union forth-
with, as a free State, acconding to the constita-
tion of the Topeka free State party Convention.

Seeond. The fivst Bl of Mr. Douglas, providing
that Kaneas may be admitted into the Union
with or without slavery (squatter sovercigoty),
when the Tervitory shall have scoured the 93,000
popnlation required for n representative in Con- |
gres=, nceonding to the existing ratio of federal’
representation,

Thivd, Mr. Clayton’s bill, which abolishes all
the existing offensive and uaconstitutional laws
and tests imposed upon the poople of Kansas hy
the Legislature of the “border raffans,” and
provides for the appointment of Commissioners
by the Secretary of State to take o censas; and
wlso for the election of a new Legislature, &e.;
and fnally, for the admission of Kavses as a
State, when she shall bave accumulated the re-
quired population for ane member of Congress.

Foarth. The bill of Mr. Toombe, which provides.
under the auspices and management of the admi-
nisteation, for the immediate admission of Kan-
=us into the Union as a State, without regard to
population

Fifth. The proposition of Mr. Geyer, of Mimou-
ri, which contemplates the election of a new Ter-
ritorial Legislature, under a more rigid protec-
tion of rquatiers’ rights, and the repudiation of
the existing Legislature, without any provision
for a Btate government.

fixth. The proposition of Mr. Crittenden to
snd ont General Feott to Kansas, for the pur
pose of reducing the belligerents to good beha-
viour. and to maintain law and order in the Ter-
ritory.

These are among the late Knnsas expedients
offercd in the Senate, and upon which, yesterday,
Mr. Douglas, from the Committee on Territories,
made a volumnious report—ml of the aforesaid
projects baving been referred to the said com-
mittee. In the House there have not been guite
= many echemes submitted on the sulject, al-
though Kansas has been the standing dish of that
body since the first Monday in December. The
committee of three detailed to the Territory to
collect testimony concerning the allegntions
against the Missouri invaders, bave returned, and
their report is ready, we understand, for delivery
to the House, full of vouchers of lawles out-
rages, illegal legislators, and unconstitutional
puine and penaltier upon & free people.  Yester.
day the House was engaged upon the Lill for the
sdmission of Kanss as a free State. Tt failed
(Hee our Congressional report.) All experiments,
however, for the relief of the Territory from her
present troubles will most likely fall between the
two wings of the Capitol, the House being too
decidedly noslavery and the Senate too pro-
slavery for any balf.way compromise. But mous
rverrons.

Alss for the follies of vur narrow-sighted moli-
ticiane and President makers ot Washiegton!
“The proof of the pudding is in the euting there-
of.”  Bquatter sovercignty is o favce. The legis-
Iative supervision ef Congress is supreme over
the Territories; the -exeentive sutherity of
the President is swpreme, as shown in the
working of thi® fdentical Kansas-Nebraska
bill, even upon the subject of slavery. The
hostile abolition squatters  and berder ruf~
fians  have tmuwnpled squatter sovereignty
under foot. I¢ is & humbug, Mormon
polygamy reigng over TUtah under the
plea of squatter sovercignty, and makes it o
nuisance. Mr. .Douglas himself, when pushed
for a definite imterpretation, carries this bantling
of equatter sowereignty into the Supreme Court,
and, dropping &t there, comes:away and washes
hix hands of the whole business. Gen. Cass es-
says to help bim to a right understanding of the
problem; but even Gen. Cass, with each succeed-
ing effort to get out, only gets «deeper into the
swamp, as Mr: Clayton does inhis wucoessive ex-
planations of &he Clayton-Bulwer treaty.

The repeal of the Missouri Gompromise was
right and proper. It was the repeal of an uncon-
stitutional Presidential electioneering armistice.
This repeal, kowever, was not a discovery of Mr.
Douglas or Mr. Pierce. Mr, Dixon, a whig of
Kentucky, threw it into the Sepate as an experi-
mental bomb shell, and no man can deny that
it has made a magnificent explesion among the
old party creckery. From the very outset, how-
ever, we advocated the repeal of thut Missouri
Compromise, and because it was a compromise
outside of the. constitution, and meust sooner or
later be sel aside, It was the influence of the in-
dependent press of the North that first brought
Mr. Douglas and Mr. Pierce to the huppy thought
that something might be made outef Mr. Dixon's
motion; for what had either Mr, Pierce or Mr,
Douglas to fear, with the South at his side aud
the constitution-st his back ?

S0 the Missouri Compromise was repealed, and
eguatier covercignty was proclaimed the law
of the Territories. But in the subse-
quent follies, imbecilities and recklea: blunders of
Mr. Pierce, fimt to conciliste the North, and
secondly to “curry favor with the South;” and in
the close attachment of Mr. Douglasto the ad-
ministration, bosh. our little President and the
“ Little Giant” have falled to make it pay ex-
penses,  Bquatter sovereignty has been tried and
found wanting.

The federal constitution is the hingding ngree-
ment of & copartnership of States pnd sections,
There are concessions to the small States by the
grout States; and there are concessions, broad,
lurge, conspicuons angd liberal, from the North to
the South, upon the anlject of slavery. Thus,
for the * sake of a moee perfect union™ @ repre-
sentation of three-fifihs of the Southern slave po-
pulation was conceded i@ the federal enumeration
for Congress; and so, likewise, “for the geveral
wedfare’ the framers of the constittion provided
for e return of the fugitisze slaves to their was
ter= 1t may, in truth. be said that we are in-
debted for this union of these Ftates to thes: cen-
cessionsof the North to the South and to Southern
slavery, in the framework of the constitution.
The great object sought and eonceded was a
self sustaining balance of power to the people, to

msum-nwemnmmmemwl

States, and to the Southern slave States against
the Northern States.  This latter feature of self-
protection, in the several concessions o the
South is particularly conspicuous,

What is the lesson thus taught us? It is the
lesson of concilintion and concession, The origi-
nal bulwar bof the South, of a three-fifths repro-
sentation of their slaves, has been overborne by
the overwhelming increase of the white popula-
tion of the North. The South has fallen back
upon that protection  aeconded to the small
Stater agalnst the large States, to wit: an equali-
ty of representation in the federal Sennte.  Here
the Southern breakwater against Northern en-
croachments was maintained till the admission of
California, which, giving to the North sixteen
States to fifteen Southern States, places the South
in & minority of two members, even in the Se-
pate. The Fouth are sensitive against any fur-
ther additional weight to this Northern prepon-
derance; and hence  the intensity of this Kansas
exclieent.  Bul sguatter sovereiguty, even
should it be successful by any sort of manage-
ment, in securing Kansas to the South, will al-
ford enly temporary security. We must go back
1o the constitution and ite spirit of compromise
and concession, ‘or the Union s worth a sacri-
fice or two of sectional pride, any day-—especially
to us of the North,

The true policy, then, in reference to the Ter-
ritories, In connection with the slavery guestion,
in hereafter to let ina free State and a slave
State together. According to the terms of the
annexation of Texas, that State at any time,
when the people thereof are ready, may be divid-
vd into three elave Statesn.  Here, thon, is an off-
st at once againet two  additional ree States;
und when Texas is exhausted, some of the other
large Southern States may be advantageously di-
vided, and thus the South may indefinitely be so-
cured, by & balance of power iu the Seuate,
against any anconstitutional Northera  encronch-
menta, and without the necessity of any hothsl
experiments of spuatter sovereignty or fllibuster.

Fersosmlitics—Periodical Vialence.

Every four years the politics of the country
become exacerbated and ferocious. At the very
momertt when the prees should be most wise, most
fair and most considerate, it grows wild and
rubid, and welcomes to its columne the most vi-
tuperative nssanlts, :

The politicians of the conntry appear to be
under similar excitement, and do not cool down
even in November. Perhaps the climate, and
the hot weather, and the custemary beverages of
our excitable countrymen, have something to do
with it, and if so it would be o capital idea to
have «ll our electioneering and voting come off
about February or March. The previous enows
and ice, and the impasssbility of the streets,
would have o decided elfoot on the most fiery of
our patriotic electioneerers,

But at all events there is no necessity for the
vile personality which prevails to such an extent
at our Presidential elections, During the time of
De Witt Clinton, certainly the greatest and wisest
Governor we ever had in this State, an attack
was made by a New York paper on the character
of General Jacksou's wife, for the purpose of
damaginghim. The General, inall the trials and
difficulties of his carcer, never felt a blow so
keenly as this, His friend Governor Clinton sym-
pathized with him deeply, and in n message
which he sent the Legislature, he animadverted
severely upon the §pirit which dictated such fe-
rocious aesaults. But no Clinton lives to rebuke
it now.

The elective franchise is but another name for
unbounded license .of speech, and the ballot box
the receptacle of printed curses.

We owe much of this decline in the public
taste to the influence of certain journals amongst
us, whose vocabulary contains objurgations and
monoeyllubic valgarirms of the lowest order.

When Governor
Marcy's charge for patebing Lis pantaloons was
made known at the oftice ol Thurlow Weed, and
put immediately forth in a bandbul, as wos the
fashion in those days, it was thought bis cuill was
secured ! [t turned out quite the contrary. He
was electod Governor without a why or o where-
fore. The putch was a strengthening plaster.

The English Press.

Journaiism in Eogland has not hitherio been
much expanded, Its progress has been slow,
and whileit has been gradually approaching es-
tire frecdom, ite range and i nfluesce  have
been Lmited.  Such has been  the severity of lo
gal coutrol—a real censorship— such the tax upon
udvertiments, and such the restrictions of the
stamp office, that the circulation of pewspapers
bas nover borne o fale proportion to the numb v
of the reading population. A more liberal poli-
cy bas, however, latterly prevailed, and acis of
Parliament are going lnto operation by which
the stamp dutios and the tax on advertisomonts
bave been in the one case abolished, In the other
reduced one-half, or certainly to such an ex-
tent that the press is at last in o great dogres
emancipated. The consequences are inevitable.
The prese of Eogland is about to be revolution-
ined.

Already there are three weekly papers pub-
lished in  London—Reynold’s  Journal, Llopd's
Journal and the Famdy Herald— whos nggregate
circulation is about four hundred thousand per
week, Hitherto their sphere bas been that of
tales of the melodramatic order, and their readers
have “suppedon horrors.”

“everal penny daily papers have recently been
started in London and the chiel provincial
towne, bat their efforts have been failures, be-
cause they have not been well conducted.  The
pioneers in all enterprises of this sort rely on
u popular ldes, without being able 1o mesh it,
just as our bardy pioneers of the West, with a
large reliance on accidental values, pounce upon
sections of land, which they cultivate inade-
quately, and then quit for experience and capital
to take their place.

Even the oldest, most influential and well con.
ducted English journals have had hard work to
reach their present  palmy condition. The
leet London newspapers, such ae the  Times,
bave in the aguregate only a cireulation of
about 70,000, and they are sold at four pence,
about eight cente of our money, which keeps
ther out of the hands of the middle and lower
clusses, It I8 quite commom for people in very
decont olroumstances to hire the reading of a
paper, for the cost of the Times i= almost equiva-
Jent to the reot of A very good tencment,

The diflicuity with the penny papers recently
cxtablished, kas bwen this—they have pot had
¥ i the means to empley in cirenlating them.
The old papers hod their agents, their patrons
anil their peculinr modes of distritmiilon,  The
penny papors hiadl none,

In this dilumma they bag g resourgg byt iy

imitate the American policy, inaugurated by the
Herarp, to establish carriers for the different
wards and precinets of London, and to dispose
of their sheets to street salesmen. This plan has
been adopted by three penny papers now pub-
lished in London, and with proper management,
the employment of adequate talent, and with per-
severance, the result is a matter of certainty.

We therefore look to & complete change in
the scope, circulation and influence of the Eng-
lish press. A new additional class of patrous is
about to be created—those of the lower and mid-
dling classes. Large masses of people, who
have drunk in their information second hand at
the ale houses, will now read and think and
judge for themselves. All that is required is the
use of gkill in management and adaptation to
the popular wante. To a certain extent the
public taste will have to be catered to, but In o
short time it will direct itself. When every la-
borer, every operative and shopkeeper, every
furmer, will be able to purchase & news-
paper at a penny & day, an element
will be created new to the English &ys-
tem. Its effects upon the existing laws, upon
the arrangements of society, and upon the na-
tional legislation, may be shadowed forth, but
cannot yet be portrayed in all their bearings.

One practical view presents itself amid these
considerations, It is, that journalism in England
is the most inviting field offered for talent and
capital that bas yet been presented in that coun-
try. If the penny prese be only well conducted
—Iif it meets the urgent demand of industry,
the arts, of political economy and the public wel-
fare—its snccees is inevitable. An entircly new
olags of advertisers will make its aj arance,
A thousand wants, a thousand necessities, a thou-
spnd schemes will be presented to the public
which are now in embryo merely, or are stifled
by the expenses of publication. The very re-
cesses of the English heart will be lighted upand
shine through new outlets,

Polities will have a wider acope for discussion,
public opinion will bave a new and a powerful
exponent.

It is obviomsthat, its old shackles being thrown
off, greater latitude of discussion will arise with
the opportunity.
1t is worthy of notice that the cheap press of
England has already assumed & republican tone.
‘The more its rumbers increase, the more strength
it will gather. It is not chimerical to estimate
the circulation of the new penny *periodicals, at
the end of ten years, at half a million a day.
Who can tell what will occur when this takes
place? What statesman can predict the future of
England when public affairs are thoroughly un-
derstood and comprebended by the people? What
will be the fate of their old institutions, of their
laws of primogenitare, of the ascendeney of the
aristoeracy, and af the character of their laws,
when every Englishman is a reader, a thinker
and a talker on these sabjects, kept up to the
work by a daily prees, with balf a million of ¢ir-
culation? We confess, while we recognize the
stability of the Englieh character, its long subor-
dination to privileged clusses, its reverence for
royalty, and its veneration for the past, we per
ceive in the coming revolution of the English
press a corresponding revolution in English opin-
jons, a change in its domestic affairs aud in its
foreign policy.

This will assimilate that country more clggely
to our own; and when its moral influencgad
political power go hand in hand with ours Who
can tell what will be the fate of the old govern-
ments raised on the labors and drenched with the
tears of the oppressed?
