lawrence is U>e most defenceless. A comparison of the facta
yMven, with the ofllclal statements of the olllcers of ihe gov-
erum< nt, will show how groundless were the pretexts which
Cave rlee to It. A community In which no crime had beeneom-
waM>e<l by any of us members, against none of whom had

a warrant been issued or a complaint made, who had resisted
ate process in the hands of a real or pretended officer, was
threatened with destruction In the name of "law and order,"
and that, loo, by men who marched from a neighboring State
¦with arms obtained by force, and who, in every stage of their
progress, violhted many laws, and among others the constitu¬
tes of ihe United States (2S.1).

'Ibis force was not resisted, beoauso it was collected and
marshaled under the hu ms of law.

William Fane, recently from the State of tleorgia, and claim¬
ing to be the Deputy Marshal, came Into the room of the com¬
mittee while Governor Kecuer was exnmining a witness
before us, ami produciug the writ, required tlovernor
Reeder to attend him. Subsequent events have only
strengtliened the conviction of your committee that
this was a wanton nnd unlawful Interference by the
Judge who Issued the writ, tending greatly to obstruc.

a lull nnd lair investigation, tlovernor Kceder tlardenen
Whitfield alone were fully possessed of Hint local Information

Miles Moore, an attorney In Leavenworth
City, but for several years a citizen of W eston, Mo., kindly
furnished the Committee information as to the r> -"Idence of
persons voting at the elections, and In some cases examined
witii* sses belore us. lie was arrested on the streets of 'hat
town by an armed band of about thirty men, headed by W. 1).
Wilkes, without any color of authority, confined, with other
cilUous. under a military guard for twenty-four hours, auil
then notllied to leave the Territory. Ills testimony was re¬
garded us important, and upon his sworn statement that it
Would endanger his person to give It openly, the majority of
your Committee deemed It proper lo examine him ex parte,
aud did so.
Hy reason of these occurrences, the contestant, and the party

with and for whom he acted, were unrepresented before us
during a gleater portion ol the time, and your Committee
were required to ascertain the truth In the best m.iuuer they
could.
Your committee report the following facts and conclusions

as established by ihe testimony
First.That each election lu the Territory held tinder the or¬

ganic or alleged Territorial law has been carried by organized
invasions trom the State of Missouri, by w hich the people ol the
Territory have been prevented from exercising the rights
secured to them by Ihe organic, law.
