But
what does an omnium aaiherum of people from all
the countries ol' Kurojfc, the annual discharge of den«e
cities, heated atmospheres and fhmlshing soils.what
does a restless emigrant eollurie*.what does a group of
mushroom States, that wore formed ye-terday, care
about Washington aud federalism f You might as well
talk to tbrm about Cato, or Arutides, or any other an
clent of unexceptionable virtue and soundest republican-
ism. You must have some new idea and watchword
to bind these promiscuous multitudes together, and pre¬
vent tlio whole from dissolving Into cnaos, and that idea
is empire. The instant the idea of power arises In a
population.the notion that they tnu.-t be a great
people, spread, expand in territory and Influence,
cover a large space on the surface of the earth, and
be, in short, an empire that idea become.* at once a
strong boud of union, for union i3 a neccssary means for
realizing it. This, then, is the Amrrican democrat's
watchword, and to this he sac rifle es every comideration-
ilc does aot like slavery, but he allies himself with the
slaveowner, because "we muit koep together and be a
great people." It does not do to be scrupulous. When
people are tcuder ofconscience they dilfer.and when they
diller they quarrel and break up. The democratic party in
the United States thus fuses all differences and all scan¬
dals in a necessary national unity, and makes every
question give way to the one idea of American great¬
ness. l.et "nigger worshippers" and fanatics divide and
destroy.he is for unity and strength at any cost. Thus
the watchwords of "America (Or the Americans," and
the "squatter sovereignty" and "manifest destiny," are
tbe engines of the democrat. He is for pleasing every¬
body, whoever he is, and letting him have his own way
sl*\ e owner, squatter, and everybody else, so long as
they will keep together, and make America a great and
united people, l et Ui forestall, then, tf we can, the
reign of a new democratic President, and settle our Cen¬
tral American di-pute betimes.
