An Affair of Honor In New York.

For some time past there Lave been rumors ot a

duel about to take place between John Morrissey
and Ilarvey Young, growing out of a fracas which
occurred between the parties at a faro table in a

hout-e in Broadway, near Canal street, last Friday
evening.

It is stated that on the occasion referred to a dis-
put arose between the parties, which fiualy led to
blows, and Morrlssey being much the larger mau,
severely beat hi* opponent.
Young, smarting under a sense of his injuries, has

since been negotiating to have the affair settled by
exchanging shots with Worrianey at Hobokeu, and
the difficulty soon became ao public that the p 'lice
got wind of it, and have kept a sharp look out to
prevtnt a hostile meetiug.

Yesterday morning tbe most exciting rumors
were in circulation in the lower part of the city. It
was btated that the parties had met at Ho
boken, in the rear of tbe Elysian Fitlds, near
Mitchell's, and that on the fir<t fire Morrissey
fell mortally wounded, by being shit turongh
the head, and Young was wounded in the right
a.m. The ueww of course created great ex¬
citement among the >ancy, but, unfortunately, was
not true, as Mr. Morrit>sey made his appearance at
the Miyor's office ative and well, during the <lay.Ca;»taiu Carpenter, of the Fifth ward police, w is
notified that a duel was about to take
place on Sunday , and informed tbe Chief of Police
of the fact on Monday morning. On the evening ot'
Monouy he overheard two men conversing, and
fr»m the purport of their conversation he was saois-
iied that if the police did not interfere a
most bloody fight would ensue, as the partiesexhibited the most veugeful feelings Strict
watch was kept on Monday night, and on Tues¬
day moruing I'aptaiuCarpeuter called on the M iy.»r
and mode an affidavit that to thei* t of his knowledge
and tieliet John Morriswy ana Harvey Young were
about to fight a duel, and break the public peace.
