There might be those who would say that when the
war with Rus»,a bad ended happily the power* who were
represented at Parts, having agreed to the terms of peace,
ought not to have raised any new question. but ought to
have been satisfied w ith the work whicn had been done.

Count Waiewsai introduced the subject
to the C ogress by observing that the pontifical States
were .n an abnormal state. and that the necessity for not
leavlrg the country to anarchy had decided France, as
well as A stria, to comply with the demand of the HolySee by causing Rome to be occupied by her troops, while
the Austr.an troops occupied tbe legations. The Brst
French plenipotentiary also mad* gome reference to the
state of Naples, and li* was followed by lord Clarendon.
Hi whose declaration tbo people of this country were
more deeply interested, inasmuch as he was the repre-
(M't tative of her Ma jesty at the cotlerence. Lord Cla¬
rendon stated tlist it was roost desirable that all
tcreigu troops should be removed from Roma
and tbe Roman States, and theu wet.t on to
abserve that for the well being of the ponti Heal States,
as also ft r the interests ol the sovereign authorityof the Pope, it w ould be advantageous to recommend
th< ivuiar/.ation of the government an l the orgaai
ia'.i n of an administrative system iu harmony with the
spirit of the age, and having far iU object the happ.ueia
oi the pf op<e. He admitted that this reform might pur-
haps oiler in Rome ;t«elf, at the present moment, certain
rtiO: ulties but he thought that it might be easily accom-
pushed in the legations He also observed that for the
<a»t ght years Bo.ogna hai be 'U ui a state of seige. and
that the rural districts were harassed by brigands. It
might >e hoped th u by establishing in tni* pat of tbe
Hom^n -tales an adn mstrattve and judicial system at
osre stc-..ar and disliuot. and by orgamziug there a na
tior.al armed force, security and confidence would rapid¬
ly be restored, and tbe Austrian troops might ibortly
withdraw, without having to apprehend the return of
fresh troubles. It was at ieast an experiment which, in
his (Lord Clarendon's) opinion, ougfit to be attempt¬
ed; and this remedy, proposed for Indisputable evils,
cught to be submitted by the Congress to tbe serious
consideration of the Pope.'' With respect to the Neapo¬
litan government, lord Clarendon stated that " he was
desirous of .m.tating the example given mm by Count
Walewski, by passing over la silence acts which have
cbta.sed such grievous notoriety.

ftatc The noble lord has also referred to an opiniou of m
lutetmperor Napoleon, that A istrian domination w u no
bated in Italy because it ruled with the sti> K, not With tlio
sword. He (l.ord J. Rueaeil) believed this wm ihe true
secret of Austrian p.iwer in Italy; and it would be easy to
compel Austria to withdraw ber troops by a firm i ecUra
tion on the part of France and Knsland. He had bftard a
surmise that trance would not assist this couutry in tins
matter: but he could not believe that au ally who bait be¬
haved no loyally and gallantly 'luring the war would da-
Mi t us after her own minuter bad bro >rht 'he qu<stion
forward in the congress at Paris. He was glad that the
French Kmperor bad bimself taken this step. It was not
for him to suggest wbat stepe thouId be taken by her
Majesty's government in this matter; but he trusted that
they would communicate with the government of the
Kmperor of the trench, and see wbat could be effected un
behalf of ltalv. lu conclu»ion, Uut noble lord strong1y
appealed to the government to male a declaration of theur
opinions. and of the conrue they intended to pursue.
LordsP ai_mmo>to.n said he could not be surprised that

his noble friend had considered that it was his duty to
draw the attention of the House, and through it the Atten¬
tion of the country, to the interesting and important mat¬
ters which he ba>l just brought under their notice It
wan imi*»sible to overrate the importance of these mat
ters in the prrseut condition 01 Kurope. They had jus;

w .messed the termination of one of the greatest, although
one of the shortest, wars m which this country had ever
been engaged. That war had been happily terminated
and, although the questions which gave rise to it bad
threatened to result in coiisevieuces most calamitous to
Kurope, they had now been settled in a manner which, be
trusted, would effectually remove any apprehension from
that source for a long time to <-ora<\ A Congress had as¬
sembled at Tails 10 discuss the conditions j' the peace,
and it was only natural hat the represent*",ves of the
great Powers of Europe should not separate without
having directed their attention to other matters of Eu
ropean interest be} cut the immediate ebjocts for whioh
they bad been called together. It would ha\e been a re¬
proach to the representative# of the great Powers if,
wh«n they had been called together for the great purpose

of European pacification. they had shut their eyes to cir
cumstances which nujht bring about future eomplica
t.one. is dang' r> us to the peace of Europe as those which
it bad been their gratifying duty to put an end to. The
aftslr» of Italy therefore, naturally attracted their atten¬
tion His noble frtend had well remarked, that occu¬
pations of independent States by foreign troops was
sii( h a departure from the ordinary course of affairs
that the; were only to be justified by an Immediate and
pressing necessity, and tnat they ought not to he con¬

tinued alter the nece- ity wLicb give occasion for them
iiad been removed. If they were, ihe power which con
unued tin m t>ey< nd that i>eriod became deeply responsi¬
ble. and wiu< bound to show the reasons upon which it
acted. The occupation then of several of the Italian
Mates by foreign tro<ps, naturally attracted the attention
ef the Congre-s of Paris: and no one was more titling
than the representative of the Kmperor of the Freuoh.
whose troops participated in these occupations, to bring
the subject under the notice of that Congress. It was
mo^t h< not able Ui the Kmperor of the French, that ho
should have Instructed his representative to take this
course, and by to doing signify his desire to put an end
to this state ot things, it he could obtain the concur¬
rence of Austria. The discussion, however, did not
lead to any result. The representative of Austria held
oct no hopes that bis government would take any
steps in this direction; and he professed to be without
instructions on the subject. His noble friend (Ijord J.
Russell therefore wished to know what were the Inten¬
tions ot her Majesty's government: whether they meant
to let the matter drop altogether, or whether they felt It to
be their duty to coi.tinue to precis the matter on, aud what

It is also enacted by these amendments that u
alien who has been convicted and sentenced in J
country from which such alien came, for th« crio
of murder, arson, rape, burglary, forger;, potju:
or larceny, slmll be incapable of being naturaliz
as a citizen of the United States, and the Datura
zation of sti( h bv the courts is forbidden.

It is rendered unlawful for any of th» com
designated in the act to hear or grant appucatiofor < it'zenship within thirty uays immediately ptctding federal or State elections.
