The month of June shows an improvement on the
receipts from coa! tonnage of the corresponding
month of last year, and is about equally satisfactory
in the reduction of the remewal fund.

The business In the dry goods trade has exhibited
some more animation the present week tham it did
the last. Merchants from the South and Southwest
bave appeared in considerable force, and houses cn-
goged in the trade in that direction are doing a fair
business. Some merchants have also appeared from
the Western States and from the western part of
New York.

The wholesale clothing establishments have been
selling the present week quite fresly supplies of
goods sultable to the fall and winter trade ot the
Bouth and West. Many of these hiouses have found
themselves with an oversiock of summer clothing,
and, as fashions change, it becomes unsafe to hold
them over to another season: hence they have for
two or three weoeks past been working them off at
very redaced prices. The manufacture and saic of
clothing in New York has been every year on the
increase, and many eountry merchanta—and espe-
clally ot the =outh—supply themselves with ready
made clothing of the better descriptions, instead of
parchasing cioths to the same extent as formerly, to
be made op la the interior. The event of the week
was the lsige anction sale, held to-day, of French
Merino eloths, cachemire do , grosse and bombazines,
of the importation of Messrs. Beakard & Hutton, by
Messra. Wilmerding & Monnt, snd at eight months
credit. 1t was the first saie of the kiod this scison,
and earlier than vsual. The liberal credit, with the
kind of goods offered. drew together o gool and
#plrited company for the season of the year; and it
wis soid that prices were well sustained and quite
stisfactory, while but few packages were passeld.
We olserve the auction Losiness has besn re-opened
in carpets, and reveral sales are advertised, inclod-
ing those of Haggerty, Jones & Co. The late in-
telligence from Manchester represents trade
to be good and prices generally firm. A4
vises from Franee. also. represented the
prices of staple French goods to be well main-
tained, with few American orders in hand for exe
cution at Lyons. Letters from France, also, gene.
