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TERRIBLE BOILER EXPLOSION AT GOWANUS.

Partial Destruction of Wilder's Safe
Factory*

FIFE PERSONS MILLED AND FIFTEEN
WOUNDED.

FOUR BODIES STILL UNDER THE RUINS.

About half-past 4 o'clock yesterday aft* rnoon, a

melan choly disaster occurred in the iron safe manu¬

factory of (Messrs. B. G. Wilier & Co., Bituated
on the corner of Third avenue and Thirteenth streot,
Brooklyn, the boiler of which exploded, destroying
that portion of the building in which it wa- situated, aud
burying Ave persons under the ruins. The building was
four stores high, built of brick, about two hundred foot
deep, aud having an extent in front of fifty feet. It was
used as a manufactory for Wild* r's patent iron safes. The
boiler and machinery were placed in the back" part of the
building, which was separated from the extreme rear

portion of the establishment by a partition woll of Brie*.
The explosion of the boiler demolished one half of tho
main building, the southerly portion of the wall and the
roof tailing inward, and leaving about two thirds of the
btfding standing, buryirg beneath its ruins, as we have
Mated, five persons and injuring a number or others. The
fiortion of the building destroyed was used for tho finish-
lug Of the safes, and contained about seventy-five heavy
safes, nearly completed. Ibe explosion was heard at a
great distance, and shook the entire building to Its foun
datlon. The falling of tho walls was almost simulta¬
neous, birely giving timo for those who were so fortunate
as to escape to do so at the immiuent risk of
their lives, many jumping from the windows of the build¬
ing to the ground.
The fart of the disaster was communicated to the Third

' district police station, aud aa alarm of fire sounded, which
was repeated Uirou|hout the city, and the fire
and police departments were soon at the seen?
«f the d saner Their eflorts were in.mediately
directed to the assistance of the wounded and the re-

-eorery of the dead bodies t.-om the ruin?. It was not
-deemed safe to proceed to the removal ot the ruins until
the northerly wall of the building was removed, which
-was at "length ejected, aud the work was proceeded
With vigorously. One body, that of obadiali Walling, Jr.,
was taken from the ruins and conveyed to his father s

residence la Seventeenth street, near Filth avenue. Two
bodies were seen buried amid a mas? of beams which
had fallen so as to leave portions of them exposed but
it was Impossible to recover them without much labor.
The work wn conducted vigorously: but at the time our

reporter lea none but that of Walling had been extri
cated.
Many persous were injured by jumping out of the win¬

dows aui by the falling of rafters and rubbish
upon them. Many were also dreadfully injured by scald¬
ing. Tho following is a list of the killed and wounded .

Isaac Ilicks, colored, employed as a driver, was crush¬
ed by the Calling of the roof. His groans were distinctly
'heard for some moments, but the efforts to relieve him
were unava:;:u^. He is supposed to be dead as all
sounds had ceasod after he had been half an hour under
Che ru.n.!.

The workmen might be seen making their escape from
the tottering building by jumping out of th«
windows and climbing down the lightning rods which
were attached to the warehouse Several of the mea
were hanging to the window frames, and were only res

cued from death by the prompt arrival of a large ladder.
Many were the hairbreadth escapes, aud many wonder¬
ful stories are told of the remarkable manner in wh.ch
some of the fortunate ones escaped with thoir lives.
Now we will turn the attention of the reader to the in

terior of the building, whero the groans of the dying and
wounded, mingled with the loud crashing of the timbers,
as now and then tke weight of a heavy sale broke
through the rubbish to find a more substantial founda¬
tion beneath, sent a thrill of horror into the souls or the
most callous. L
The cries of those who were not killed outright were

painful indeed but the citizens who (locked to the spot
were not unmindful of their condition; for, fearless of the
tottering walls, the most noble attempts were made to
save the wounded and recover the bodies of those
who had already died of their wounds. The work wa<

performed with such a good will, that In Icbs than half
an|hour some fifteen of the wounded were dug out of the
ruins. Some of the unfortunate men were scalded severe¬

ly, while others had their legs and arms broken. The
sufferers were promptly conveyed to their respective re¬

sidences, where medical trertmcnt was afforded them.
For several minutes after the explosion, the voice of

the colored man, Isaac Hicks, and John Heaney, could be
distinctly heard calling for help. One of the rescued work
men says that he saw the latter some distanco from him,
and that he was caught underneath one of the beams,
which pressed heavily upon his body. At that time he
was crying for help, but aid did not reach him for Boiue

hours.afterwards, when he was found to be dead-
Tlio foreman of the establishment, Mr. Brockett, is. it

is feared, fatally injured.
John McCutchln received severe scalds, and will not

survive h.s injuries.
Mr. Wood, the engineer, was bkwn out of the first

story window and was picked up in tho yard badly
scalded.
A man named Contrell will, it is supposed, die from

the eilects of scalds.
Richard Moore jumped out of the fourth story window,

aud landed on the ground In comparative safety.
Three boys made their escape down the lghtuing rod

without receiviug ucy Injury.
J. Mehegan, a locksmith, was at work upon the third

floor when the cra.-h took place. He luckily enough
paesed the window sill, anu when tbe flooring gave way
got up on the sill, and woe subsequently rescue! by
means of a ladder.
One ol the workmen bad a most miraculous escape- 1°

tlie explosion the boiler came within a foot of his person,
and from the concussion alone he was prostrated. He
received no injury, however, but was dreadrully fright
CMd.
The firemen were upon the ground soon after the

alarm had been sent to the City Ha11, and last cven.ug
did excellent service in removing the broken mas.; of
timber, machinery, and safes from the inside of the
building. The Side wails of the building were pulled
d"wn by the book and ladder companies so as to enable
tbe men to continue their task of rescuing the sufferers
without their lives betug exposed to danger.

At 9 o'clock la-t ui.'ht the work of digging out the
bodies of the vUtims was renewed with increased zeal,
aud up to tbe hour of midnight the firemen continued m
their laudable eCorts.
The police of the Kigbth district were also In attendance,

an t did < fBcient service in maintaining order.
Tbe most exaggerated accounts of the accident were

spread all over the city lait evening, and rumors that
some fifty or si.\ty persons had been killed
were quite rife. Happily the loss of l.ffc
in tiiia case has been small. Indeed, it

is surprl-iug that not double or quadruple tho number 04

HEALTH OF THE CITY.
Yellow Fever at Quarantine.

THX EXCITEMENT ON THB ISLAND.B1*111CADS OF
the aoariTAL a atk.

There continues to be great apparent excitement and
(oar amocg the inhabitants at ftaten Inland as to th«
spread of yellow fever over the island. At Castletoo.
the immediate locality of tbc Quarantine Marine Hospital.
the apprehension is the greatest of impending danger.
As previously announced through the Ukkild,
there has been two or three special meetings
of the Roard of Health of this place, and pre
liminary action taken to adopt measure* to pre¬
vent the spread of the contagious disease beyond the
Quarantine grounds. Ab the result of these meetings,
the following rules and regulations have been prepared,
and were yesterday placarded in largo handbills in the

No person shall throw overboard from any Infectious or
quarantined vessel within wild town, any beds, bedding orrefuse articles of any description, without the same are im¬
mediately burned or sunk. nud no person or persons shall Dick
up. collect or draw from the water, beach or shore within
said town any sr.ch beds, bedding or refuse articles, nor
shall the MM lie brought into or pass through said town
from w nhiu the quarantine enclosure or from any other place
« hatever.

No person shall pass from within the quarantine enclosure

into any other part ol said town, nor ui>on th<- sai 1 ferry boata,
nor shall any biiffff. frgWI, lll«|l|S (IT other an ides be
brought from within said enclosure Tnlo any other part of said
town, or carried upon said ferry boats within said towu.

VI.
Neither the Health Officer, Deputy or acting Deputy Health

Officer, Physician of the Marine Hospital, uor any person intheir or cither ol their employments within the quarantineenclosure, or in visiting infectious or quarantined vessels, nor
tbe 1'nltcd States Hoarding Officer, shall come into any partof said town outside of such enclosure, and no person goinginto such enclosure shall be permitted to come out until the
further a< tton of this Hoard. Nor shall there be any com¬
munication or Intercourse with such enclosure without the

w ritten permission of the Health Officer of the said town,
sts'ing that in hl> opinion it w ill not endanger the public health
so to do.

Tit.
It shall tie the duty of all persons having knowledge of

the violation* of any of these regulations to reiKirt the same"forthwith to the Health Officer or to this Board, and It shall
be the duty of the Health Officer, and of each member of
this Board, to Institute a criminal prosecution, pusutiaut to
s'atute. ngEiinst every otlcnder violating any of these regula
uons, of whom they shall have knowledge or information.

VIII.
The powers and duties of the Health Officer of this Board

shall be.
1. To provide a safe and suitable pi iee to which all per-onswithin the town, outside of ibe quarantine enclosure, ha fine

any infectious oi contagious disorder, may be removed and
treated.

2. To take the custody and treatment of all such persons.3. To make all nccessiu y rules and regulations lor the
preservation of the health and the avolda'iae of contagious or
infectious diseases In said loun and fortnwlth to publish and
post the same in his discretion.

4. To siop all intercourse between the Inside and out¬
side of the quarantine ruclosure. and if uecessary for tlmt
purpose, to employ persons to fasten up, guard and keepwatch over all tie places of entrance to and exit from su<-h en¬
closure.

B. To m«k« complaint before some magistrate of the town
of all violations of th 'se regulations ol which he shall have
know ledge or Information, and also to communicate the sause
to the Board.
Every peison who shall wilfully violate the foregoing regu¬

lations or either of them, are by law deemed guilty ot a mis-
demeanor. and on conviction thereof are subject to fine and
imprisonment, or both, at the d-seretion of the Court, such tine
not to exceed one thousand dollars nor such imprisonment

Hie attention of the public is respectfully called to the fore

floinr regulations, and the observance ol the same ia earnest
V enjoined and required by all law abiding persons, and no

ttee is hereby given that every violation thereof will be imme
dlateiy prosecuted with the utmost rigor of the law.

And I
aupi-rt that if any cases of infectious diseases have oc¬
curred on either shore, the origin of which can be traced
to these vessels, they have been thj: direct result of a
wlJfcl Infraction ol quarantine laws and regulations, either
by persons under quarantine or those on snore, lor which
tho ktatuK has provided heavy penalties and pouisli-
meat -. Ic every instance where a violation of the health
!aw»has ft tec under my observation or come to my no¬
tice, 1 have caused a complaint to be entered before tho
proper authorities.
