take mp arms to resist these bocns.  Whatever
wight bethe consequences of abwlition upon the
slaveholler, it certainly could not hact the man
who owns no slaves and whose only connection
or contact with the system of slavery is heing
undereold by flave labor, and .cutvoted by the
owners of slave property. Bz, the Sounthern
editors are toosensible to believe anything of the
kind. The extracts we bave made from the South
(hreline Times and the Rickmond Eaquires show
very plainly that, at bottom, these Southern men
know perfeclly well that the mon-slaveholders
wouki pot fight, or put themselves to any incon-
vepience either to maintain slavery or to pro-
mete disunion—simply because they would have
no interest in. doing either, and. & lurge interest
in not doing the latter,

What, then, is the key to these anomalies !
Simply this: When we hear Sowthern speeches,
or read Southern journals, we hear and read poli-
ticians ondy, who are not the Sowth. or any res
peciable or influential part of it. Great slave-
owners will no more stoop to the devices required
of politicians in the South than rich and good
men will here : in both seetions of the conntry
the trade of politics is left to the aost insignifl-
cant if not the most worthless clase in the com-
wunity. These Southern politicians ride the
hobby of slavery, and try to aronse the hase pas-
siong of the Southern people—ihmr jealonsy,
their gpite. their sectional hatreds—by abusing
the North apd villifying it, just as swaoy of our
politicians keep alive a bitter feeling Lere against
the South by misrepresentations of s people, its
society and its morals.  In both cases the ohject
is the same—<mere personal aggrandizement,
Nelther the ultys Southerners nor the ultyn North-
erpers believe what they say. Knowisg human
natare, and how casy it is to awnken the meaner
passions in .the buman breast, they wade on
them, in order {0 secure their individae! aims
avd promote their political advavcement. For
a time, it is patural they should succesl. Fo
long ns the North and South are kept atarm's
length they may batk at cach other a long time
without doing wuch barm ; and the mosses in
bath sections, enjoying the diversion, will let the
politicians bave their way. But let the two par-
tiew once approsch within resch—Ilet the wild
schimes of disunion asd civil war onee draw near
a practical realization—and the prople will drew
back and the politieal leaders will find themee]ves
brovght suddenly 1o a stand.  If such men as Mr,
Toc mbe and Mr. Fillmore ever have the misfortune
torench this point in the political history of their
country their tate will be a warning to political
speenlators for ever aftorward.

Here the express declaration that “Mr. Bu-
chanan is cqually sound on the Kansas-Nebraska
bill,” undoubtedly refers to the nigger question,
and if not to the price of niggers we have mie-
takn ite application. To support this applica-
tion we may refor Lo other portions of the specch,
in which the Governor says of Mr. Buchaonan (hat
“he has been expecially faithful on the sulject of
slavery,” and that “when the lse of annexation
of Texas arose, he contented not himself by go-
ing for a mepsure \vhich would admit a State
swith or without slave vy about her,” lmt he went
wndividedly and unepet” for @ measure which
admitted a State, o new Ptate, not with er with-
out, bat with slavery aleesdy estallished aa hor
‘peculinr lnetitntion.” ™
Wesee, too, in the foregoing extract on Kan-
sas, that Mr. Wise sccepte Mr., Bucbansn ar ogen-
pring a platform “excluding Ibe idea of squntter

be the true “neaning of Mr, Wise's remark that
Mr. Buche,nan is a8 sound upon the Kansas ques-
tion 28 v pon the Missour] compromise. i
We have no objection to the admission of Kan-
sas a8 o slave State. On the other hand, we
mairtain that ber admission in this character
would be the heet policy for the future peace of
the Union; and that there can be no peace short
of some such concession to the South, from
time to time, by way of a self-sus-
taining ‘balance of power in the United
States Sepate. DBut in  this controversy
with Mr. Wise, we also maintain that his
remarks upon the great increase in the price of
niggers, from the extension of slave territory on
the south side of the Miseouri line, will apply to
the Southern acquisition of the immense territory
of Kaneas on the north side of that line. Major
Buford, the active South Carolina pioneer in
Kaneas, says that the Territory is admirably
adapted to elave labor. And why not? It lies
just behind Missouri, in the same latitudes, and
with the same eoil and products, as the wealthy
slave holding Missouri counties on the Kansas

1 border. Hemp, corn and tobacco are the great

staples of [those Missourl slave holding border
counties; and actual experiments show that these
articles thrive better in the same soil, of a fresher
and richer quality, across the line in Kansas,

It is folly, then, for Mr. Wise to deny the soft
impeachment that the price of niggers is an im-
portant Virginia item in the Kansas question.
Admit Kaneas as a slave State, and the demand
there for niggers will soen raise the price of that
staple, even in Accomac and the remotest re-
ceeges of the Dismal Swamp. In his ratification
spcech, Mr, Wise did not say this in so many
words: but doubtless his Virginia audience went
away from fhat mecting with © sound slaves,”
“Missouri Compromise,” * California,” * three
thousand dollars,” *golden five thousand,” “Kan-
sag,” “Buchanan gold mines,” “State rights,”
“Eound on Kavsse as on Missouri compromise,”
~2ound niggers,” *“Three thousand dollars,” < Five
thousand,” “Kepsas and non-intervention,” ull
mixed up together. Tf we have been led astray,
from similar tsrocintions of idens, it is becanse
they were suggested by Mr. Wise in his grand
notions of ukzgers and slave territory before the
dclighted Vieginia democracy.

We cannot accept the declaration to Mr. Batts,
of Rochiceter, that the admission of Kansas as
o slave State “will not affect the price of slaves
in Virginia at all.” This opinion is for New
York consumption, and Mr. Wise knows, or ought
to know, letter than to believe it himself. Kan-
sas is capable of offering profitable ficld work
for uiggers in the culture of hemp, corn and
tobacco, to the number of perhaps full two huu-
dred thousend slaves, This would be equivaleat
10 & market for the whole surplus product of Vir-
ginia. of twenty thousand niggers a year. for ten
yeare to come.  This, too, is what we suppose (o
he the true interpretation of Mr. Wise's opinion
of the soundness of Mr, Buchanan on the Kansas
question. It is Kansas as o slave State. Weo
have no oljection to this; we are in favor of it in
o constitutional view; but why should our demo-
cratic leaders attempt to dodge the question?
Cannot democracy at Richmond and democracy
at Rochester ride together on the same horse?
We should like to know.

Tur Srasisn Dnovines.—One gread eause
of the constant political distractions which pro-
duce #0 much misery in Spain, is the family
quarrel which bas so long divided the reigning
family. Both domestic and foreign wars have
grown out of this circumstance, and the end is
not yet. The present Queen holds her sceptre
illegally in theopinion of the Spanish absolutists.
Until 1714 the Spanish crown descended to the
next inberitor, male or female, but the Salic
law was iotrodoced in the reign of Philip V.,
who was of French descent, and the States of the
kingdom eeftled the succession in his wmale
descendants, in preference to the females, thongh
they might be nearer in blood. And this coa-
tinued to be the case until the reign of Ferdi-
nand VIL, the father of the present Queen,
This mouarch bad four wives, the last being
Christing, doughter of Francis I, King of Na-
ples. By lier, he bad a daughter born in 1830,
who reecived the name of Maria Isabella. The
same year he abolished the Salie law, and in
order to ensure the succession to the daughter of
his young wife, he named her as his succeseor in
his will, and appointed her mother as the regent
(in case of his death), untii Tesabella arvived at
the nge of 18 years,

In 1533, bowever, when the King was supposod
to be at the point of death, his Ministers, to gaio
the favor of the heir-presumptive, the King's
brother, Charles Maria Isidore, better known os
Den Carloe, obtained from the sick man, in a
moment of unconsciousness, a restoration of the
Salic law.  Unfortunately for them he recovered,
dismisscd his ministry, and repadiated their
mensures, He dicd in 1833, The Queen Dow-
ager apumed the regency, the Cortes unani.
monuely sided with her. and passed a bill excludiog
Don Carlos from the throne, From that moment
o fleree oivil war broke out, known as the war
of the Clhiristinos and Carlists, one of the bloodiest
and moet cruel ever known in Spain. 11 lasted
mony years, and so sadly beaten were the
Queen’s {roops for a time, that a legionary force
of 5000 men wae raited in England for her
wsletance, and sent over under the command of
Gen, De Lacy Evans. 1t was not till 1839, by the
wite and modernte policy of Eepartero, as well
05 hie good generalship, that quiet was restored
and the Queen's authority established. Don
Carlos retired to France, subscquently to BEag-
and, and s since dead.

Axsoon as the Queen Regent felt hersell sooure,
she began to discover her dislike of liberalism,
and having an accldental majority in the Cortes,
she destroyed at a blow some of the deavest and
most ancient rights of the municipal corpora-
tione. This led to o revolt, a declaration against
the law by Eepartero, the dismissl of her minis
try, and the dissolution of the Cories, She soon
alterwards resigned her authority and retired to
Marseilles,

In 1841 #lie attempled to regain her position,
and the notorions O’ Donnell soized on Pampeluna
in her pume. The insurrection was put down,
and the payment of her ponsion suspended.  Hhe
is now in Paris, and Is eid to be constantly in-
triguing to hring about her relurn fo Madrid,
