New Orikaah, Aug. 16, 1853.
It is now believed that the number of Uvea lost by the

dreadful storn of Sunday and Monday wi'.l reach full two
hundred and Ally, Including men, womea and children,
but mostly the former.
At IArt Island alone, on* hundred and ninety dead bo-

die* have been found, the sight of which was terrible.
The total loss of property by the sudden and un ooked-

for calamity Is computed at $500,000, while some place
it at a still higher figure.
The pusenger* by the steamer Star Are believed to

have been all rescued. Bad the storm overtaken them
in the tight, however, the entire nun-bjr (over two hun¬
dred) must have perished.

Tbe session of the Senate 1mt night had but one Inter

esttng feature in It, and that wai the voting on the hill
increasing the pay of member* of C tagrot*. Tbe House
bill not only provided lor a salary of $4,000 for each Con
gr«aa, but aUo applied the increased pay to the preaont
Coogrcae. Tbe reanlt of thu bill would be to give cach
number of Congress back rations to the amount of near
.2, COO, and $'.,000 p« r mouth during the uxi Congress,
or $2,000 for a three mot tba' session. Mr. Benjamin was
astonished that the Senate would entertain anoh a pro
position. In this view be was sustained by Senator*
Baj ar.', Houston, l'ugh and others; but the scent was
«ra> m, and the game was not to be so easily lost, and tho
courtry ha* presented tht spectacle of a Cougres*
voting tbcmneive» back pay, a pay they were no
uiore entitled to than the last Congreaa woeld be >r any
other previous Congress.
