<bi* city, into the aggravating detail* of which we will
not ester:.

.In lbJ3. owing to the enhanced price* of provwlon*,
rents, &c , the printer* ot the city atvanced their *oaie
of price* to a just and equiiuble standard, and nearly all
tbe proprietors in whose offices the printer*' scale hal
previously been recognised agreed to the advance. At
this time Erastu* Brooks, the present candidate for Gov
ernor, waa travelling abroad, and hi* brother and co¬
partner, in reply to the demands of the p'Inters then In
ibeir employ, stated that he could not consent to toein
In the absence of Era»tus, but that h* would be per
tonally responsible ror the a" v*ace until hi* reiurn. He
euggeuted t'jai the weekly bills migh'. be rendered. In
he mean time at the advanced price, but that the dl
etence (five cents per 1 < 00 ems) Between the old aod
the new price* might remain on the book* until the re
turn ot his brother. This was agreed to. On the return
of Krastu* he was consulted upon tbe matter by his bro
tner. when, ttDUing that 'he printers still is sidled upon
the advance, tb?y paid tbe mnney that bad oe«n ret%ia
ed, discharged tbe nands, and avowed their determins_
tion In luture to employ no man wbo was associated with
such an organization as that of the printer*.
