Seine ;ime since it was annoonced that the Vigi¬

lance Committee had disbanded. One familiar with
the word, as interpreted by Walker or Webster,
would say that they had disnol ?ed, broken up their
organization, had been released from pledgee and
oaths which men had taken when thej became
members of the Committee, and that all vestige and
trace of the whole concern, as an organized body,
had been obliterated and forgotten. But such is far
from the case. What is meant by "disbanded" in
the vocabulary of the Committee, is simply thi-:
That for want of material to work upon.from the
burden of expense entailed upon them daily during
its continuance.from some fear of consequences
(which they afreet somuch to despise,) by its prolong¬
ed exis'.en^, and from the apprehension of possible
difficulty with the chief and gwerning physical ele¬
ment in the constitution of the Committee
(the Uincans and Fr*n:h,) and also
frtm the absolute ruin, pecuniary and
otherwise, which threatened every interest
in the country if every department of the govern¬
ment were to be longer managed by a mob, no mat¬
ter how systematic its proceedings might be, it was
deemed best to suspend active operations, and to dis¬
pense with regular daily guards and wi h night pa¬
rrots. Hut as to any real disbandment, no such
thing has taken place; no such thing is contemplat¬
ed; and so their presses here openly avow and de
clare. They announce daily and hourly that their
organization is as efficient to-day as when they hung
Casey and Cora, and as when they arrested Terry;
and that a single tap of their bell will bring together
in the streets their armed legions, as powerful for
good or evil as ever. They go still further, and de¬
clare that they in'.end, if any occasion in their opi¬
nion requires it, to again assume the rule of the city,
and sit in judgment upon life, liberty and reputation,
as heretofore. They do not even stop at this. Th»y
assert their determination to superintend the coming
State and Presidential elections, and to sec that jus¬
tice is done. They do not, to be sore, intend to in¬
terfere with tne elective franchise, or to curtail the

independence of freemen. They abhor too much

any such restriction on the immunities of voters,
and will therefore abstain from infringing on their
rights. It is their desire to ha?e it understood,
however.to use an expressive phrase.they will ije

about on the day of election, and people m is: take
heed as to their acta oa that occasion.the most

-¦acred, and which ought to be the freest o: all extra¬

neous influences in the eyes of every intelligent, pi-
triotic and right-thinking American. This is the
Vigilance Committee of .-an Francisco, and, as they
claim, o." the State, as disbanded. It nny be said,
however, that the more reflecting portions of the
Committee, small though such may be, (and it pro¬
bably amounts to one in a hundred of the whole
body.) are sati-iied that their doings have inflicted
lading injury on California; and whatever may have
been the se-minc necessity Icr its existence, it has
thiown a 10:,-ht upon the character, reputation and

prosperity of the >tate, both .a the Atlantic States
and in Europe, which long year? will not effae, an l
therelore, if they have the least regard for the vital
interests ot the country, they will ba slow to give
another tap to their omiaom hell.

acter. The reasous why the English press has not
been stirred up, like the Indian press, 10 a sudden
burst of indignation at tie prospect of such a prodi¬
gal wasting or our resources, are.that it i9 probably
better acquainted with the merits at the question at
)*aue, witr the danger* that threaten us on the on"
side, and our means 01 averting them on the other;
above all, that the intelligence trom Bombay has not
taken the public in this country by surprise, but has
been practically expected ever Mince Air. Vernou
Smith towards the close ot the session, declared in
his place in Parliament that the Persians ould not
be allowed to occupy Herat in direct violation of
their engagement to the British government So
long, moreover, as there was a reasonable hope of a

pacific solution, it was the duty of the press to maiu-
tain silence, lest by prematurely touching upoo
tender pointa.it might increase the difficulties of the
situation. But matters would seem re sently to have
become really critical; we may be plunged in astual
war at any moment by the slightest indiscretion ou
the part of our commanders, or even by the natur.il
and necessary course of events; and it is bow, there¬
fore, equally the duty of the press to furnish the
public, as far as it is able, with a statement of the
grounds of quarrel, and of the important interests
at stake.

It is then, at the outset, a matter of sincere con¬
gratulation that for the present we are quit of the
miserable Mrs. Hashem a Sal/. Mr. Murray may
have had a right, according to usage, to depute
Mr. Hashem as ihe Minister's agent to Shiran,
though the appointment is not provided for by
treaty; he may have also had Ihe right, accord¬
ing to usage, to insifc: on the release of lirs, Hashem
from imprisonment, as .he wife of a jrottet of the
mission, though the lady was 0.' the llood royal of
Persia, and sister to a wJc cf the shah; but fev
will be hardy enough to maintain that the negation
of such rights by the Persian government required
to be avenged by a declaration of war. If it h id
been judged necessary to resent the discorteous con¬
duct of tne Shah in these points, and to repel the
imputation of improper motives to our representative
for his interest in the Princess's behalf, the with¬
drawal oi our mission from the court, and the sus¬

pension of all diplomat!; relation-- would have a-nply
testified to our offended dignity. No British Minis¬
ter could have come down to the house and announced
that, on such a pretext, he had sent an army to in¬
vade Persia, regardless of the financial distress to
which such a step must lead in India, and of Un¬
political complications which it might entail in

Out present quarrel rests on no such flinty
froundb. We are preparing for war because Per>:a
as violated an express engagement, into wht :h she

entered with us in the year 185J, and because tb it
violation is held to inflict on an a very serious po¬
litical injury. The value of Herat, considered as the
key of India, which, in the event of a war, will be
the tuminc point of all argument on the subject, is
a separate question, that may be conveniently re¬
served for discussion on a future occasion, Suffics
it, for the moment, to say that the paramount im¬
portance of Herat is a standard article of faith wltn
ail Eastern diplcmaH-ts. From its geographiral
position, as the half-way house between Russia and
India.from the extraordinary productiveness of the
valley in which the town is sttuat* d.from the faci¬
lities which the local features afford for converting
the p'.aoe into a stronghold as fjrmidable to our
northwest froLtier as Sebastopol was to Const*n
tinoi le.it his been judged of the first nece vsity t.)
preserve the indeDtD'lencfc of t^e l'nncipa»jty.toprevent it, at any rate, from falling under the r
of Persia, and being thus liab'.}, in oue course, t>
be transferred to Russian occupancy.

It was to r-arry out this nrevent ve policy-Herat
being at that time besiege t by the Shah.that the
army of the Indus was assemnled in 1*3#, and ttau.,
at the Fame time, we occupied the Island ot Karas,
in the Persian 'iulf; and after a three rears su-
ptn.-ion of iela'ions, it was ooiy when Persia hid
evacuated Ghorian, and had witujirawn her la*
man from the Hera' territory, thai, in 1H41, we at
length consented to replace ou* mi-sion at tie Court
of tfie Shah. So 1 >ng as Yar Mat; >med ruled in ii'
rat, though he coquetted vigorously with Persia,
there wus lo occasion on our part for iij^ furwMsiinterference; bat it was diflertnt when the old \ uicr
died in lk£2, and left the govei nmeat iu the hinds
of hits di.«*>lnte and incapab'.e son. This un worthy
prime, Paid Mahomed Khan by name, aoailed by
treason within the walla and repeatedly threatened
by the Candabur J'oieea from withmt, voluntari.y
threw himself into the arms of Persia, and offered
to place the Shah in possession of the town. Under
such cirennjstances, to save Herat, in spite of ttaelf,
seemed ali but hopeleae; still howeverjtoe attempt
was made, and although Said Mahomed a offer had
been accepted under the pressure of the threatened
rupture of the IJritish alliance, the Shah, at the 1la.>t
moment, contented to sign a convention with Colo¬
nel Shiel. Hnding Perna not to send any military
forces to Heiat unless the place were direotly at-
t«ti ked by foreign enemies and assistance were de¬
manded from Teheran. It is this convention which
is so often spoken of as the treaty oi 1853. Tb.
terms were not altogether satisfactory to us, bu.
they were the liest we were able to obtain at the
tine and they furnish a sufficient justification for
the expedition we are now organizing.

Events followed each other in rapid succession.

plained the Herat movement as an expedition un¬
dertaken at the urgent entreaty of Shahzada Yus-
sonf, in order to save the place from the threatened
attack of Dost Mahomed's forces from the eastward
The object of this manifesto, which beirs strong
marks of European manipulation, was, of course
to bring the immediate operation in wtiicb the
l ersian troops were engaged within the range
of Colonel Sheila' reserved condition; and it is
not improbable, as the intention was simultane¬
ously announced of despatching another body of
20,(/00 men to Candahar, to reinstate Kohendil
Khans son.in the government, that the Persians,
with their fatal fondness for verbal quibbles, miy
have also supposed the .mission of the name of Can¬
dahar in the convention of 1853 to preclude the
British government irom interfering on behalf of
Dost Mahomed.
As to the subsequent march of events we have no

very certain intelligence. Shahzada Yuasonf, pre¬
ferring the Kujurs to his blooi enemies, the Baruck-
zves is supposed to have rather favored the
Persian cause. Sano Klian, at any rate, who com¬
manded an advanced detachment, was, by consent
of the Gowsrnor, admitted into the town; bnt when
.Saltan Murad Mirza, at the head of the reserved
army of the Persians, approached, the Heratees de¬
termined on resistance. Sano Khan was ejected;
Shahzada Ynsaouf was deposed and murdered (?),
and Esau Khan, an Alekozje chief of some note
though not immediately connected with Yar Maho¬
med s family, was elected in his place. The siege
has been continned for the last four or five months
with vairing success. The Aflghans who went out
to meet the Persians were cut up at Ghorian, but
they subsequently repulsed the besiegers in several
attempts at assault,and even made successful sorties
blowing up the Persian magazines, and destroying
their supplies. According to the last accounts, the
Heratees were in great distress for want of ammu¬
nition and provisions. They have made unsuccess¬
ful appeals for reliel both to Dost Mahomed Khan,
at Candahar, and to the British Chief Commissioner
in Strode; and it is probable that, ere this, they
have capitulated. Nothing, indeed, but the dissen¬
sions between Sultan Murad Mirza and Sano Khan,
which have paralysed the Persian movements, could
have k.d to the siege being already so protracted;
and if the place be nltimately saved, it will be the
most miraculous escape in history.
The British government cannot be accused of

precipitancy in dealing with the Persian difficulty.
Although the manifesto above alluded to was pub-
-lshed in Teheran in February, it was not until Ju¬
ly, after negotiations had been carried on for seve*

?
nwntos through Constantinople, that Ministers

took up the question In earnest. An ultimatum, it
is understood, was then sen' to the Shah, requiring
torn, whatever might have happened in the interim,
to withdraw his forces from Herat and retire within
the Persian frontier, or to prepare for war with
England; and instructions, it is shown by the recent
overland advices, must have been at the same time
forwarded to India to organize a powerful expedi¬
tion and hold it ready for .service in the Persian
Jjulf as soon as the monsoon was o»er and the erea'
heats of the Gulf had moderated. The Shah s an¬
swer to the ultimatim, which has htely arrived, is
said to be conceived in the same spirit as the mini-
festo.He will withdraw his forces from Herat if
we will undertake to compel Dost Mahomed Kh .n
to retire to Cab^oJ, leaving Candahar in the posses¬
sion of Kohcndu s iamily; and as an ansiver of th;s
evaaive natoie is equivalent to a refusal, we should
U authorized to declare war at once; but there is
stiL a chancel jpen for negotiation.
