difficulties between the New (Inwadian government
and Mr Griffitha, the British Hiuwtrr, in relation to
the payment of the Mcintosh claim, have been ami¬
cably adjusted, and that no steps will be taken to
tfleet a blockade of the ports of that republic by the
British fleet
The wbole difficulty between the parties aroee

from a difference of opir ion in regard to the proper
time of payment by the Mew Granadian government
of seme back du< e on this claim. The claim of Mr.
Mcintosh hid been adjusted some years since, and a
large portion of it paid. It was amnired at the
time of th« adjustment that tbe balance should be
paid in bondx, wbich were to be received at the
New Graosidian custom houses in the proportion of
ten per cent on the accruing duties. During the at¬
tempted revolution of Melo in 1854, the government
in stress of fuDda was ob'iged to delay the accept¬
ance of the Mcintosh bonds in payment of the stipu¬
lated ten per cent of the duties. Their reception
has since been resume, and it was the pay ment of
the back amounts that had been rejected during the
revolutionary crisis, that constituted the point in
dispute between the p irtiea.
The arrangement of this matter restores the good

feeling that had existed between the two govern¬
ments.
