les Hotel sends one hundred barrels of bread;
the Metropolitan Hetel, five thousand pounds of
hacon; and the gueste of several otber popular
bouses send in contributions of money. As the
purpose of the latter is not particularly stated,
we recommend that it be invested in shoee, ba-
cause we think that with bread, bacon and
shocs, the rascals can ges along pretty well in
that hot climate.

There ix anotber contribution that has rather
an ominous look: Oue thousand rifles, This,
too, directly in the face of poor Pierce’s orders
to the government officers here, to stop all ship-
ments of wen, wms and provisions to Walker.

Tue Jews.—We learn by our laet advices from
Auetria that the Minister of the Interior of that
country bae made general a prohibition bitherto
applicable only to certain provinees, by which the
Jews are prevented from wanufacturiog or trad-
ing in church vosce, crucifixes, and images of
saints, ‘This ie another of the results of the Con-
cordat. In Paris a similar business ie carried on,
even by the orthodox lsraelites, without hind-
rance or molestation, for in France the Catholie
Church is of very limited infiluence in the divec-
tion of public affairs.

Thie curious race of people, marked by charac-
teristic differences which bave not been effaced
since their overthrow as a nation, bave within
the last balf eentury greatly advanced in their
eocial position. The increasing liberality of the
age bas relieved them from many of the disabili-
tiee under wbich they have labored for agee
In England, a Jew isanother pereon from what
he waa in the time of Richard the Firet, or even
George the First. The Lord Mayor of Leo-
don is a Jew, and ko are some of the members of
Parlisment. In 1633, the first Jewish lawyer,
named Goldemid, was adinitted to the English bar,
and in New Yeork there ie quite o number in the
profession. The Rothschilde are professedly the
greatest etock gambiers in Europe, and the best
triends of Kingly borrowers. In Germany all
the bighest walke of literature and philoso-
pby are filled with Jewe, and in this couutry
we find them in our colleges and schools
of Jearving, aod in the Semate of the
United States. They excel in  many of
the fine arte, and =& composers, mugicians and
sctors they are remarkable for their excellence.
We need not Jook fartber than our own theatres
to cbeerve thelr predominant tastes. They tread
the stage as performers, or fill the boxes of the
Academy as patrons of the Jyric art. The greatest
actress in the world is a Jewess, Rachel; the
most popular ballad singer of the day is a Jew,
Rugeell. The composers of some of the most scien-
tific and classical operas are Jewe 1o business
nobe are more keen, though others may ke more
scrupulous.  They occupy whole streets in Earope;
they are beginniog to do so in this coustry. In
this city, and even in Albany, there are paris of
the town where they monopolize their peculiar
branches of trade. Many of them do not besitate
to keep their shops open on the Christian Sabbath,
as well a8 their own, and we bave heard this
cowpiained of by other tradesmen as a greal ad-
vantage taken of those who observe at least one
day in the week.

The peculiarities of the Jewish character are
thought to consist in the gingle mindedness with
which each individual follows his peculiar pro-
fession. A colemporary says of them, that “they
have the power ol seizing the strong points of
whatever they aitempt to to do, beyou! any
other nation, and developing them with uosur-
pessed energy snd enterprise.”  Nothing is al-
lowed to stand in the way of their projects, and
thus they appear selfish in everything they under-
take, Butthey arc devoted to each other, and
are capable of the most generous actions,

It is difficult to say, what at this time are the
real tenets of the Jews, The old distinetion of
Badducces and Pharisees ie pretty much gone -
the latter prevailing in the synagogues, and
everywhere in the ascendant, lo Adrica, it s
faid some of the former may yet be found, who
depy the resurrection of the body. Much ioti-
delity, according to thelr own Rabbie, prevails
among them everywhere, and the lower classos
are very ignoraut and poorly informed as to the
exact nature of their fulth. The more learned
are vay subtle and able la support of their
opinione, and are difficalt to be overcome i
argument, It is a common opinion amony these
that tie Bocinlans of moderu times assimilate
closely in their belief, and would become Jows if
It was not for the vite of ciroumcision !

TlLe syusgogues io this ity are numerous, and
