Tbla holiday has long been a favorite one with

(bristisns of all countries; yet strange to say, It was not
observed tor many hupdred years after the birth cT onr
Savior. Nor waa it the tirst which was observed in his
honor Kastcr Is the most ancient, and was dcameo of
tbe greatest Importance for on the fact of the actual re
surrectlon of the Savior tho whole truth and forco of his
doctrines reated. Bis birth would have been bat of little
cmsequence to mankind If he had not triumphantly
risen I in the grave. The feast of tbe Nativity, or
Cbilstmar. was only Introduced about the fourth century,
at the close of which the festival* and fasts of the
church began to assume some order, having reference
rather tr their origin and meaning thin to their chrono¬
logy. Ho the churchmen of those days arranged their
cycles of Christmas, of lister, and or Whitsuntide; be¬
ginning and ending at particular periods, and commemo¬
rative of Christ's mlnuterla! history and his asoenslon
lot" heaven.
But it Is a very curious fact that we are by no meana

certain on v hat day the nativity of the Savior actuallyoccurred. In the hiatern church It was !or hundreds of
Yiars celebrated on the sixth day or January; the
Western church regarded the twenty fifth or December
at' the correct date, sod observed It accordingly. Tbe
Utter opinion tioally prevailed, and tho Bishop of Jeruaa
I> m adopted tbe Roman cu»t >n ia the year 4CI. It cer¬
tainly was attended at tirst witboui any great devotional
teelirg. originating la tho judgment of some, with the
taste oi tie age for fia'lvals and holy days, by othera
at an oflset to tbe heathen Saturnalia wh'.t h attracted
too mveh the weaker brethren.

It certainly waa at once marked by merry making and
the Irterchsnge of prtsonts, wbtch are not mm. 1 upon
any oU>er Christian holiday. Very many carious tracts
and bocks have been written on this subject, some of
which are noticed by Brande In bis " Popular Antiqui¬ties," a text book in preat dcruinu by CarUltuas critics.
