The hthinui of Darien Canal.
TO TDK K1UTOK OP THE LONDON TIIISS.

The expedition sent oat by the governments of
England, France and the United States of America,
in Ltecember, 1863, to survey the proposed canal
route across tbe Isthmus of Darien from Caledonia
bay on the Atlantic coast to the Golf $f baa Miguel
on thnt of the Pacific, in generally supposed to nave
proved a complete failure, and, indeed, the circum¬
stance that none of the engineers eugaged in it have
made any leport would seem to justify that supposi¬
tion. It can, however, be easily Bhown that notwith¬
standing tbe deplorable mismanagement of the expe¬
dite n, and tbe very hasty and incomplete examina¬
tion made of theloountryJwith a tunnel or three miles
in length a canal between these two points is practi¬
cable. The only published accounts of the expedi¬
tion aie Commander 1'ievout's "official report, in
tbe Journal of tbe Royal Geographical Society for
lc65, ana a pamphlet by Dr. Cullen. entitled
t>.e Mismanaged Darien Expedition of 1854, pub¬
lished by Kffinham Wilson. Commander Provost s

report has no bearing on the question ot the practi¬
cability of the canal, as the course he took from the
Pacific side was three points of the compass we it-
ward of the proper route. Appended to it, however,
there is a section of the isthmus, and a very accu¬
rate map, compiled, I believe, by Captain Fitzroy
and Mr. Arrowsmith, in which the longitude of
each coast is corrected in accordance with the
suiveys of Commander Parsons and Captain Kcllett.
The rivers Sucubti and Chuquanaqua are in it laid
down from an accurate Kpau.sh survey found in
the archives of Bogota. The levels are those taken
by Mr. C.isborne and his assistants, Messrs, Ben¬
nett Armstrong, Devenish, aud Bond. From this
map and section the following tacts appear to be es¬
tablished:.

1. The harbors on both coasts are admirably
adapted for termini of a grand ship canal.

2. The Kavana river is quite free from obstruc-
tions and is navigable to the mouth of the l-ara.

3. From the junction of the Ura with the Savan*
to the Chuquanaqua, opposite the mouth of the
Sucubti, a distance of twelve miles, the country is
of such a character ns to present no engineering
difficulties, nor for that distance would any deep
cutting be required in the construction of a cinal.

4. Ti e next stage, from the Chuqnanaqua to the
confluence of the rivers Asnati and Sacubti, a dis-
tance of nine miles, the country is ot the same

6. Fiorn the confluence of the Asnati and Sacubti
for the next six miles, to tbe little Indian hamlet
of Sucubti. there Is no difficulty to be surmounted.

6. For the next three miles the land gradually
rises from 180 feet to an elevation of 420 fee*-

7. In tlie next three miles, in tbe direction of the
Atlantic, the ground rises into a peak !»30 feet higu,
m> that here a tunnel would be required.
K From the foot of this )>eak to the Atlantic sea¬

board. a distance of only two miles, the grouud is
verv lew. and presents no difficulty whatsoever.

«». The whole length ot the canal to be cut »oold
be 35 miles.

Such are the fkcts, and It should be borne in mind

that in the map and section which I have mentionedabove the existence ot a valley asroes the Cordillera
Is not taken iDto account, and I regret to aay no
search was made for it. I myself have repeatedly
and distinctly seen it trom Caledonia lay, and taken
the lieaiing of its entrance, which was nearly dne
west of lsla del Oro or Golden Wand. The moun¬
tain which, according to Mr. Giaborne, would re¬
quire tunrclling. Is southeast of it. Thia mountain,
Dr. Cullen says, is called Agla by the Indians.

Tlie country being overgrown by a dense forest
of tall trees and hign brushwood, and Mr. ».i»borne
having made only a very hurried examination ofit,
the valley remained unseen by him, and Its exis¬
tence was therefore ignored. It is, however, Terr
nlainlv marked on Commander Parsons snrvey of
Caledonia »>ay and Port Esomm, 1854, lately pub
llahed by the Hydrcgraphlc office
Again, I)r. Boss, who accompanied Commander

Prevost, In a conversation which 1 had with him a
few weeks ago, distinctly informed me that he de¬
scended into another valley transverse to the'tordil-
lera. several miles *> the northwest of that oppositeGolien Island. This would show that the mountain
running parallel to the shore of Caledonia bay in-
stead of being, as is generally supposed, part of au
unbroken range. Is really isolated.
Mr.Glaborne himself, In a letter to Commander

Hancock, dated Her Majesty's ship Kspiegle, Cale¬
donia Bay. April 4.1-54, says:-"! am quite aware
that in now concluding my snrveying operations
there is a great deal of Interesting informat ion still
wanting, and that the examination of the Isthmus
is not near so perfect as I had hoped to make it-
Commander Provost. in a despatch to Bear Ad¬

miral Fairfax Moresby, C &, atOallao, dated Her
Majesty's ship Virago. Savana river, Jan. 7, W
says .''Fording the river, (tbe Chnquanaqua.) we
began to ascend, entering, as we supposed, the Cor¬
dillera, and during our progress passed over sever.il
hills, the highest of which we esUmated
at seven and eight hundred feet in height.
From this and other summits we iwere able
to see though indistinctly, over the surrounding
country, which showed Uie ranges of nillsto broken,
assuming a sugar loaf form, apparently having nar¬
row passes or valleys at their bases, along which
aeveral rivers and mountain streams may And their
way into the Atlantic.

In fine. I think there are snfflcient grounds to Jus¬
tify her Majesty's government In sending a few ves¬
sels of war to C aledonia Bay and the Gulf of San
Miguel, whence parties of sailors, marines and engi¬
neers might lie landed to snrvey the four or five
miles of ground which separate the head waters of
the Aglaseniqnaand the Sucubti, and which are, 1
believe, traversed by a valley. I have the honor to
