A volume mipht be writtem sbout Mew Vear'a
day. Astronomically, historicslly, poetically, it is
full of intersst. Wo are nearer the sun by three
millions of milc: than we are during the bottest pe-
riod of commor; and yet it s cold weather. Ouwr
readers can donbtless ascertain the reason, if they do
ot already keow it, by inquiring of their children,
#who are parsuing their studws at school. Histori
cally, in curious customs, its religious chaacter—
keing the feast of the Clrenmeision—«nd it- ancieat
prestige, are topics of intsre k. Poetically, its ge-
piadity, friendly influencer, and its univer-ul welcome,
have long been celebratcd  The Romans, in the time
of Numas, dedicated the day to Janus, who presided
uver the new year, and they then sacriticed to the
double-faced god, who [0 ked back upon the past &
the samo time that he seanned the future. They of-
fored him o calic of -ifted meal, with incense, Falt
and wine, and it was also a costom among them,
roll who were engaged im art or irade, to do
womiething in their calling on this day, thut they
might secure pood fortnne for the rest of tho year.
Fven tho poets composed a few lings tor u rimilar
purpose.  All old grudges sod ill humor were laid
aside on thi: occnsion, and an angry word was not
allowed 1o pas thoir lipe. Modern Christian- might
Jollow this examwple, and be the better for it.

In our religions calemdar it isthe octave of the
Nativity, and come to be honored as such
M the fourth centary. At first, however, its ob-
wervance was attended with fasting and humilistion,
48 aa intended con'rast to the revelry and freedom
Wduiged im Ly the heathen, For seven centurios
e New YVear sermons of the Christian preaclers,
sy a good authority, were of a severe and peniten-
Nal oharacser, cud not till wfterwards did they as-
mume a more checrful aspect, nor did the octave
take its plsce with the regular holideys of the
Cbmrch.

Amoag the ~avons, the dsy was honored ut am
tarly penod witl great merrymsking, and the cus-
tom otill remeins with their descendants. The
Buglish antiguurians have preserved full accounts
of the mamner in which it has been obecrred in their
sountry; and thoy are curfons and omusing. Pre-
senls, masques, music and drinking marked the re-
tarm of the bLolidoy. Brand extracts from an old
sathor of 1570, & few lines which convey u correct
idea of the manuers prevaleut on New Year's dny at
that period:--
