On searching the house lasi night s sheet and a night
ahirt, bolh stalned with blood, were found ina room near
‘the garret, but great cantion will be required In affixing
the suspicion of having committed such a diabolical crime
-on any person. [lowever, ihe oificers should nol, and wo
hope will not, rest uatil the perpotrator or perpoirators
«of the deed are made amenable 10 justioe.

Here the cxamiuailon of the witness waa comcluded,
and the Coronor aonounced Lis Inlemilon of adjourning
the omse untll 23 o'clook tbis alternoou, The Jury were
then dlscharged for the evening,

Caplain Dilks, with & posse of thoe Fifesnth ward
police, were ordered to stop o the premises all night,
and bad e:pecial orders nol Lo allow any of the lamaies
to leave the bullding.

At tho coriclusion of Mrs, Burdell's leetimony she ex-
pressed a greal desire (o see the body of deceased, which
waa lylog ln the adjoining room; but ber friends deemedit
prudent to forbid her the privilage, tearing thal the scene
would produco %00 great a shook upon the msensitive
nerves of the bereaved wedow,

Marks of biood can be traoced from the room wherein
the murder was committed to the stalrway leading to the
hall; but here all farther e@orts at following the trail of
the murderer mre unavaliog,

Al present no correct theory can be raised as to who
the perpetrator of the horrid deed was. Certain pariies
are suspcoted, but these suspicions may be wilhout
apy foundation whatover, when the oase is properly
rified. Unlil the investigation Is comcluded It
would be lmproper [Or us (o give an opinlon one way or
the other In the mater. As the oase mow slands all is
enveloped In the most Lorrible mystery, and 1t will ro
quire » lengiby and sorulluoas investigailon erc any
light can be thrown upon the matter,

D, Burdeil was, wo understand, quite & wealthy man,
belng possesnod of $50,000 In slooks and roal osiaw.
He has been marrioa twice. Hie first wife has boen al-
vorced from him, while bis sccond one i= Lbe Iady ro-
ferrod 10 as ware. Cunnlogham by several of the wii-
neases.

From a post mortem examination of the body made by
Dr. Weltje and others, il appears thai the lungs ware
found highly inllated with air, whioh would go to show
that strangulation had boen used as & menns of destroy-
Ipg the li'e of the deceased. Hin tongue was also tound to bo
proiruding some distanoo from his mouth, which aiso
proved thai \he deceased had beon suffocnted. Lmthe heart
were [ound two wounds, oue in the vemiricle mad the
other ia tho auncle. The luogs were also oul; also the
carolid arlery and firet vertebra. Thers were fifieen’ 1o
clsed wounds upon tho body, all of which wero deop and
appeared to bave been made with & very narow biaded

on the bead. Around the neck lhere was a slight dis.
coloral'on of the akia, ac though the dei-asnd ha’ boes
seized by the throat witle the mwrderer was plangiog
the &nife with fatal dextorily into tho body of the victim.

Dr. Burdell was & fine looking man, about 48 years of
sge. He wan well proporiloned and was romarkably
yoothful in appearance; In fact one would nol iake him
to be more than 26 Jare old.

The room wherein the murder was commiitod was tho

receplion room and office of deceased. The dealh strug
glo appears o have laken piace o the corner of Lhe room
peareat ihe door, for here (he walls aro stainod wih
streaks and spols of blood. [ was hore, 100, thal the
jugular voln was severed, for there i & perfect siroam
of gore upon the wa | in this corner of the room.
Mre. Bordell says that her husband never kepl any
money |n the bhouse; that he always deposiied In the
bank, ®o there does Dot apnear to have been any lncin-
tive to robbery o the commission of this moel foul and
crugl murder. Moreover nose of the deceased's papers
ware disoo: ored to have been louched. Everything was
in order, wo ibat ibe presumption that be might have
been murdered by burglars is enlirely oul of ibhe
queatiin.

The horrid tragedy bas caused the most (ntenss ax-
oitemont 10 the ndlghborhood, and many oonjoctures are
made as 1o ibe probable perpelralor of (he murder; buat
sl present, as wo have sald before, there does nol appear
10 be the remotest proof of gulll agalost any parly.

For atrocity, the murde- of Dr. Bardell ls somowhat
similar to that of the Burke omss, which happencd in
Broad may some mcolbs ago, it resambles n &
great moasure the assassinstion of Dr. Lwtaer in more
wayn than one.

A Violent January Ruln Storm and Thaw—
Extenslve Freshets Expocted All Over the
Country—A Severe Raln Storm In New
York, and 1ty Effects upon the Strects—The
City Flood. d from Battery to Bult's Head—
Overflowing of the Cellars and Basementi—
Why are not the Culverts Opencd!—Butter-
milk Channel Clear, but the Rivers and
Bay Full of Floating Ice.

January bas been dolog lts utmost for three wooks
past Lo bo aa disagrecable, siormy and unpleasant as pos-
aihle; bul yesterday, the Isst of ita oxistence, 1t quite
surpassed itsel!, snd suoceeded In malag all
unforfunate New Yorkers, who bad business oul doors
imensely miserable and unoomtortable. This month wo
bave had ‘‘cold spaps’ {nnumerable, snowstorms with-
out pumbér, and other simospherio phenomens of a
most uspleasant character, but the storm of yestsrday
wan poeitively outrageous, and it Is difioult to find »
word I the English langusge, oopioun as It ia ia the
vocabulary of vituperation, 1o give it a fiting sppeliation.

It commenced early in the day Lo snow, and the ground
wad 8000 whitened, but presonuly It chabged 0 hall and
rain, with the wind blowing a perfect hurricane from the
noribeast. The ball stopped about tem o'olock (m Lhe
moining, bul duriog the day enormous (usstities of raln
fell, and the cily was deluged {rom river o river and
from Bull's Head to the Baltery.

Had our cily been kept in proper order, and the ord!-
nances enforoed, so that the culverts were kopt open and
the gutters clear of obstruclions, the rain slorm would
bave made sbort work of the remains of snow aod ice Io
the streels, snd ol the deliris that cumbers the thorough-
fares would bave been swept into the rivers, never to bo
secn agaln; bul soshamelully remiss are the actboritios,
and #0 Degleciful In enforolng the clty laws, that this
storm which would have boen a blessing has proved lo
be & most unmitigated evil, and has brought sothlog but
mischief to the inhabitants of our miserably governed
melropolis.

The ssow had been oul up by the
sleighe, and » curlous compound had taken ils place, It
was composed of mud, ice, ashes, water, horse drop-
pinys, dead cats and dogs, and other oven more delsota-
bio logredionts, all mized up and comminuled by the
borees, aleighs and wagons, unill ( formed a Lhick paste,
exiepding (rom curb sions io eorb wione, and covering
the pavemeni L the depih of elght lnctes, Uver
the gutker in the all: streets there weoro piled
ashes and loo lolormi<ed, and about two foel deep on an
average, while iwo thirds cf the culverisin the cily wore
closed up by frosen loe, snd, of course, It Was 0o ons's
buslness to see them kept open, It may oasily be ima-
gined what a violent rain storm wouid do with this atale
of things existing. There was mo oullel for the waler, se
it fllied up overy depreseion in the sireet, and formed
pools and miniature lakes all over the city. Tho cross.
Ings were particularly bad, as the pedesirians had beaten
down & pathway which the rivulels discharged them-
reives into, forming moet deceplive crossings, as they
were covered with ice, and i1he unfortunate truveilers did
know whal they were untll they bad plumped 1cto them
knee doep.
