be Immediately assaulted tin the SUh of August a body
cf the rebels whloh left Delhi, wtth the objetrt of Intercept
tog the siege train, was attaoked by Oea. Nicholson at
Nejafghar, dnd utterly defeated, with lots or all their gun*
Oa the 1st of Beptember Sea. Outram was at Allahabad

wllh ttiocg reinlbrcemeata, and expected to reach Carn-
pore oa the 0th of that month.
General flavelotk gained bis ninth victory on the 16th of

Angnit, driving tbe rebels from n strong position near

Bliboor, which they desperate y defended. After tbe battle
he retired to Oawnpore, where he awaited relnroraemeo<a
before advancing to the relief or Lucknow. The garriion
at Lucknow held b'avely out, and no doubt war entertained
o' tlielr being able to do ao until relief arrived, wnlcb wae
expected to bo about the middle or September Tbe gar
rlson bad made a teoond euooemtul sortie, In which two
gnne and a large quantity or pro-rixinna were captured.
