The PmrsidisT, in calling the meeting to order,

¦aid that the object wis the appointment ot a c om¬

mittee whicn should report on some future day in

regird t> nu altera '.ion in the time of credits.
Mr. Quinc»' then addressed the rnevtiog on the

subject of hanks and the system of long credits, as

follows;.

wsiruchin the laws of trade as in the planetary
s*«ttin; and the man who attempts to control the
cumiitsot trie ocean, or to reverse the course of
the lludscn river, will attempts no more difficult
ta-'h than to work contrary to the natural laws of
credit. Mans capacity does no*, admit of his fully
coinDrehendiDg the i*ws of mind or matter, nor all
tbemovea ems of the productions of ttie earth, their
quantity their loeitita, the npply ami demand.
The political economy of Europe ind America

has been a su'.iject o profound th lugbt of tne most
powerful miu is, and their results have b- en as wide
as the polcB: as w.de »s general prosperity and tue
adversity ot the present, Beyond a given depth
tlm human mind is posit vely incapable of graspmg
it, and what more feeling dcro nstraiou of this tact
thsu the financi I -o aition of our coan'ry at the
present times.

Batiks are uot created entirely for the merchants,
bat the sto "xbolders arc known to have pome inter¬
est in them, and there is no more reason why they
¦koala be so Pelt sacrificing as to loose ail their Capi¬
tol to a.oomraolste tbeir customers, tuan there is
that the merchant should l<x>se all 10 accammodub;
his customers. The merchant has had to (.-ire ex-
tension- to his customer*, and rhe barks have
docc the s -me. li the merchant lias not moans to
give required extensions and pay his own obliga¬
tions. hc must :-u«peud or fail. 'ne position ol trie

Vari ins attempt? have been mad'? to shorten credits
in ihi- <siDtry, b»t the result has been only partial
and temporary. 1' should be the result of individual
coovi tu n, and a determination to sell at leas profits
lhait uthe.* wlwi sell on logger time; and expenses
and other things lieiug equal, the greater sue. csu in
a series of y. sr? will fo low short credit#. Combo
nationi and agreements on such subjects aie
undc.-irible and art often evaded, aitti ugh mu¬
tual MBwritten understanding- may be de*traiile. If
oar systcx of credits could ire reduced one-third the
position of onr merchants and ot the banks would
he more pleasant and profitable than we have for
years ne< n them.

for one, he oontinued, am in favor of this questiongoing into the hands of the committee, no that it
shall be moat faithfully and diligently discussed,
and ao that not only reaointtona will be introduced oa
the subject, bat in reference to other matters ot in¬
terest to the trade, and bearing upon tM present
financial embarrassments. I am pleased to see and
know that other cities as well as oar own are can¬
vassing this question. The question of credits I do not
deaire at all to diactns, but I do desire that thia ques¬
tion shall go into the hands of an intelligent commit-
tee, and that efforts be made to seenre the aTendance
of a member from every house in the city, i know
we have a large mooting n NT, perhaps as ia-ge as
we ran pet, bnt M s'rras to me the business before
us Is too important to be disposed of hastily.
The resolution in regard to the appointment of a

committee was now put to ths meeting and adopted,
the power being given to the President to appoint.

Air. 11. LrvicGSTON hoped that toe c inmi tee
would carefully and favorably consider the proposi¬
tion to alter the time of credits from six to four
months.
Toe Prkridikt desired to make a few remarks at

this stage of the proceedings. He hi'd:.Tu rela ion
to the subject that has called us together it must bo
very clear that tuis matter should have careful con-
sidc.ation and matured deliberation. It involves
important interim's. . variety of interests Wo
have her* this afternoon representatives from abroad
who are supplying ns with goods; vc have also a
large representation here of gentlemen who are
jobbing merchants, ami it muse be confessed
that some of us have mads jobs by giving
very long credit. (Laugh .or.) Pet the dub
eultv is no* so much in the time we give them as in
ibe time they take by our tacit consent, and 1 turn*
we are to blame rather than the purchasers. 1 ven¬
ture to say yon will bear me cut in the remark that
more than half of our customers fail to p ly uponthe day they promise, and fail to give us notes when
they purchase our gunls. Here is whire the shoe
pinches, not about the nominal time that la given.
It would be bet'er tor every merchant to fix nine
moutos as the limit than six months, as it is at
present. Pour months is the tiuie of Englishc edit,
but they don't always get it because *e don't matte
enr customers pay at this. There's uot a sing'.c
agent of an English house but would get his pay
pri>mply in four mouths if the joobing merchants
held tia-ir customers to six months credit, but un¬
fortunately it is uot so. Now, nnicsd we act promptly
upon these resolutions we should not pass them,
.allusion has been made to the aathm of our otnks,
but 1 say let by gones be by-goncs. To use the
language of Scripture." heave toe things that
are behind and go forward.'' Our object
is to mend for the future. The community
want courage unused into them. It is a fact that a
cutnl v sis Das taken bold of the business commuuity.
Tbere is a want o; courage and enterprise. 1 'vili
not sayhje' it was brought about; but it exists,
and bus paralyzed almost every branch of trade and
commerce If wc can't infuse a spirit of ente-pri*-
int the business community, we will be a nation of
bankrupts. We want a confidence between ai in and
men ana between institutions, and if we don't have
it we shall foil. What will our pa.--.he resrlutious
lerd ttiU evening do, if we don't take some effec'ive
action on the subject that has called us together? If
we decide on selling at four months' credit only, who
will we sell to? To no one. Where are onr customers?
All gone, for a panic has stricken the business com¬
munity; tboy will buy nothing till they find that
confidence has revived among tic banks. I say tie?
great difficulty exists in the fact that we don't aci in
concert in relation to enforcing credit in payment
of goods. Why is every man arraid of his neigh-
bor'f We meet a man whom we nave known for
twenty-five or thirty years, and the moment
the matter of credits is mentioned we shrink back
fioni each orher. There were two gentlemen who
met in Wall street the other day who were abo it to
exchange securities, and it is a fact that they were
alraid to trust each other with their checks, and yet
these were gentlemen who bad ku >ivn
and done business with each other f ir
t wi nty years. They looked at one another, and on"
said, "ruy dear fellow, I am ashamed," and the
otbi- s-dd, ' I em s-hamed.take the check." Now,
this little incident illustrates the feeling throughout
tbe ouotry. I hope that at the next meeting Ui;re
will be a large* number, and that when wc meet
again we oh.ill meet as friends, that we shall give
each other the right hand of fellowship, an 1 that
when we make promises we shall fulfil them to tbe
i xtent of our ebility
