The obvious
wmesning of this is, that he shall have power to
veto all distinet mensures of legislation which
be dees not approve; and that when two, or ten,
or lweviy or & bundred such indepeudent and
dlstiret measurcs are comprised within one huge
emnihus bill he shall have tho right of vetoisg
such of them as he disapproves, and of giving
¢fiect to the bill as regards ali the rest. There
can be oo sound practical ohjection to that. It
is the fair ard legitimate way of restraining pro-
tigete legislation, Both houses, on the return of
#nch a biil, can vote separately on the disap-
provid pertions, ard overrule the vetolna regard
to such ea there may be the constitutional ma-
jority in favor of.

No ote can fail to see the nepcseity for such an
interpretation of the weto clause aa we advocate,
It the A\torney Grezeral be of opinion that this
drsirable construction camnot b2 put upon the
veto clanee In the constitution, a law should be
immediately pased to explain or amend itin
that sepee. That done, and with such a man as
Mr. Buchanan iz the Presidential chair, the cor-

which it is desirable shenld be everywhere main
taved.” The Barnacles at the head of the Colo-
niat Department eeem, like their kinsmen in the
Circumleeution Office, to have a sort of dual
theory ae to the pature of their official responsi-
bilitie.’” When no dapger tiveatens the im-
portant intarests confided to thefr care, they op-
press them by the weight of their protection and
worry them by the inoeseant vigilance of a petty
surveillance, extending to the most minute details
of ofticial routine. The colonies at such times
are treated like infants, whom an over-aaxious
and tender parent dreads to see walk alone, [t
would, of course, be mngenerous to insinuate that
the pairiotic officials belonging to the oae or two
noble fumilirs who have mansged to make

& pattimony of the Colonial Office for
the last quarter of a century, have
any direct interest maiontaining  the
eyetem of checks and nces by which the

colonial policy of Great Britain bas been tradi-
tionally bampered. We enly refer to that sys:
tem as being comewbat out of character with the
circular just issued. Eogland secma, in fact, at
the present moment, to be-disposed to treat her

colonies pretly much as a- step-mother would be

dispoeed to treat the incumbrances palmed apon

ber by a hasty and Indiscreet cholce. Waen her

own immediate troubles prees upon ber she gives

them o kick and a ehove, and roughly tells them

to go and provide for themsclver.

Weianrs axv Meastres —We see thal mect-
ings have been recently held by the milk
dealers of this city im roference to an increase
of freight prices on some of the railroads; and
reeclutions have boem adopted fixing the retail
price of that commodily at seven cents per
gquart, We think that a supplementary reso-
lation might with great advaulege have been
adopted to the effect that from and after the
second of November, when the new price is Lo go
into effect, all quart measnres shall hold a quart.
If such a reeolution were pasmed and were ob-
served, consumers would have the article, mot-
withstanding the nominal rise, fully twonty-five
per cent cheaper than they now have, for, unfor-
tunately, all the quart monsures now in use in that
bueinces do not hold ou the average theee fourths
of that quantiiy.

Bome shott time since a similar movement was
aleo made by the milk dealers The Harlem
Railroad Company increased its rates of freight
one oent per gallon; and ns & measure of self-

protection the milk doalers put up the price a
cent per quart, quadruple the increass of freight.
No matter where the milk came from, even
though it were from the up town distilleries, the
price was raised because the Harlem road ralsed
ite oharges for freight. Now the Edde Railroad
makes o move in the samna diroction, and, with
the pume logical propricty, all the milk eold in
the city mast be paid for at an additional in
crease of a oonl por quark  We do not know
whether the prime cost of the article docs not
vary a2 that of all other commodities does; but il
it does, the consumers never bear of & fall fo
that market,  The doulers have all the anlvan.

The Eoglish aystem in that
réapect might be followed with grest adrantage.
There is an inspector of welghts and measures
in each locality, whose daty it is to icspect at
shozt intervals the weights and measures uzed by
dealers, to ascertain that they come up tothe
regelar stahdard, and to place a slamp vpon
them a8 a cerlificate of their genuinensss, And
then there are severe penalties Inflieted for fal-
aifying these weights and measures after thay are
stamped, or for using any that are mostamped.
In this way the poor are protecled from dishonest
dealers o far, at least, as quantity is coucerned.

If we had a State Legislalure or a Comumon
Council that would frame sod Lave enforocd such
laws for the protection of the poor, there would
be a very consMerable saving in all households,
Ap it Is, there i# no sort of protection or guaran-
tee sgaivet frand. In the article of coal aloze it
is estimaled that the annual saviag to the con-
sume1s in this city which would be effxcted by a
salutary law ensuring full weight would be half
a milliow of dollars. This is the time for inag:
gurating such wholesomv messures. I % had
in such timea as theee to see the poor cheated on
all hands. As we cannot hope for all dealere to
agree to be honest, It is the disty of governments
to enforce headsty as much ms possible.
