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SHOCKING TRAGEDY ifl GREENWICH STREET.
RonlUc Outri'^ try Rowdies.An Aged Wo-
man VlolM'«l and then Mttwtfwd Arrest
and Escape of one of the Perpetrators
Coroner's Inquest Upon the Body of De_
tuMiil Verdict of the Jury.One of the
MwOrreri Caught, Ac.
Hie basement of No. 32 Greenwich street, on Friday

»«bt, was the scene of ono of the most fiendish acts of
violence ever perpetrated in a Christian community. A
respectable woman, well advanced in years, named Te-
rma Spitzlin, was ravished and then choked to death by a

party of four or five rowdies, who entered the premises
aa above stated against the will of the occupants and
then commenced a seres of violent act* hitherto unpa-
mileled in the annals of crime.

It appears that about 11 o'clock P. M. , when the occu¬

pants of tbc basement in question had all retired for the
Bight, a party of four rowdies, named Morris O'Connell
Junes Tool, William iiagun, and a boatman called '' Sailor
Dan," came to the basement door and demanded ad
mittance. Thu was denied them, when one of tho fel¬
lows threw a brick against the door, and pro
seeded to force it open, while the others wen'
around by the rear and tried to gain an entrauce
through the back door. It may be as well for us to state
here that tbc basement was occupied by a German named
Christian Martin, aa a lager bier saloon of very low re¬

pute. But, nevertheless, the woman Spitzlin was a ro

spectable and industrious female, as will be seen from
tie sequel, who lodged in the place during tho night time

* Mid worked out during the day.
O'Connell, who appeared to bo the ringleader of the

party, succeeded in forcing open the front basement door,
when he entered tho place, and running through to the
rear hallway, utAolted tlio backdoor there and allowed
his companions to enter. As soon as Martin found that the
place was in complete possession of the rowdies, he turned
off the gas, thinking that that would deter them from any
farther acts of violence. But the rtur failed most signally.
Finding that little or no opposition was made by tho pro
prietor of the saloon the ruffians proceeded to take im
proper liberties with his wife and sister in-law.
The deceased, who was lying asleep upon this
floor when tho rowdies entered the place,
here came forward and endeavored to protect
the other women. Being an aged wonrvn,
and one who could converse in English, she thought sho
sould manage to pacify the fellows by telling them to tako
.eats and behave themselves liko men. But they paid no

attention to her entreaties, and seemed bent on doing
something desperate. At this moment O'Counell and
Tool, as it is alleged, caught hold of the |>oor old creat'irc,
one by the legs and the other by the head, and dragged
fc'-r Into an adjoining bedroom for tlic purpose of violating
her person.
Deceased struggled hard with the ruffians, and scream 1

loudly for aid, but none could be a(lorded her, for the otiu e
two rcw*!u>s had complete possession of the premises. T<«'l
flrst violated dooowe I and then left her to tli" tender mer
eionoiOToi.m il. The latter, in perpetrating the assault,
found it necessary to choke the deceased in order to stifle
her cries tor help. Mor-t effectually did ho smother tho
.creams of tho unfortunate woman, for be choked her to
death.
Having accomplished their hellish desire they left the

premises and coolly walked off, as if nothing hsd occurred.
By this time the police had got wind of tho allair,and
open entering the basement and examining the body of
tho prostrate woman they found that life had bocomo
extinct.
They instantly went in pursuit of the fugitive*, and suc¬

ceeded, after a brief search, in finding O'Connell. Tho
pr* oner was taken to the sub-station bouse in Trinity
place, when be expressed a willingness to do all in hu
power to aid the officers in their search for the rest of tho
gang. He stated to the sergeant, then in command of the
station house, tliat if h«) was allowed he would go and show
the police the spot where the gang were coucealod.
.The sergeant was completely entrapped. Ut alhiasd

the pruunartujfomU in charge nf pulirrman OH/rather alone,
mad the pair proceeded down Rector to Greenwich street
together. While walking in Greenwich street, just as they
were withm a few yards of the Battery, O'Connell started
elf and left the officer standing in amazement on the side
walk. The fugitive was pursued, but he managed to makn
good his escape, and up to the present time bas eluded
Uh- \ Igilsnce of the police.
Yesterday morning the search for the fugitives was re

ecuim-noed, but with no better result. Hnilor Dan ma

naged lo get on board of a brig bound lo Mobile, and is

au« on bit- way to that port. O'Connell is supuaaed lo be
secreted somewhere in the neighborhood of the snot
where the tragedy was < BSCted, but the police arc unuMo
to And any clue to his hiding place. tool wu seen ye*
lerdsy morning, but it is believed that he is now m.tuymiles* from New York Hagan's whereabouts has not
been ascertained, but the police think he is coucealod
ftotrx'Where in Washington street
The occupants oi the saloon, including the proprietor, a

Bwn named Wickle. and two women. Were all arretted
and conveyed to the station ln>use aa witnesses, to await
the action of the Cor"Uer in the matter. The female pri
soners evinced much sympathy for the prior woman who
had sacriticed her own life while endeavoring to protect
their ix-raobg I'rom violence.

the bovs forced the girl.

Christian Martin, of No. 32 Greenwich street, deposed,
that h« was the husband of the first witness; I am a tailor
by trade, but keep a lager beer saloon at the above ntim
her; I keep prostitutes at my place; about half post eight
o'clock lust night some one knockcd at the door and askod
to be admitted 1 refused to admit them, when they threw
bricks at tho door; they then went around to tho back
door, when mv wife told me to open the door for them
one of them forced open the door in front; the others, who
were in the yard, were then let in by tho back basement
door; there were three or four men then in the basement;
one of them attacked my wife, when she told them thai
she was married then the deceased interfered, and told
the men that they should sit down and k<'op quiet
then they took hold of deceased and carried her
into a little hall; one of them took her by the
legs and the other by the head and laid her on
a bed in the bedroom; one of tho two who carried her
in was Morris; I saw Morris throw deceased on
the bed and there have connection with her: I lojked for
ii club but could not find any; tho deceased was scream
ing and struggling at the time; i saw no ono else having
connection with deceased beside Morris; my wite went out
alter the police while I staid in the basement; I hoard
Blackburn tell the men to go out of the place; I dou't
know how many persons there were in tho basement ; I
was so much confused I could not tell; ono of the men
tried to have connection with my wife, but she got away
from him; they also tried to have connection with my
wife's sister, bnt failed in the attempt; they had no con
ncctiou with any one in the basement, except deceased.

Coroner Connery then proceeded to address the Jury,

reviewing the evidence that had been adduced, and call
ing upon the jury to render such a verdict aw would i -uU
to bring the perpetrators of this mint Ucnduh outrage
within the pale of the law.
The jury then retired for deliberation, and after an ab¬

sence of fifteen minutes returned with the following
vnmor.

We find that the deceased, Teresa Spitzlin. came to her
death from violence received at tho liands of Morris
O'ConneH and James Toole, and that Sailor I»an and Wil
linni Ha:an were accessories before the fact. Further,
that Morris O'Connell and James Toole had criminal inter
course with the deceased by means of force and violence
We request and hope that in the present alarming state of
crime in thm city the Mayor aivd every guod citir. -n will
.at only offer a reward for the apprehension of the of¬
fenders. but that the police will be instructed to use every
mentis U> have them arretted.
rpon the rendition of the above verdict warrants wpr«

issued for the apprehension of the accused parties, and
the same were placed In the hands of officer Shangle, of
the Coroners" office, for execution.

The meeting was ojiened by Hon. Luther llrudish, the

President of the Society, and prayer said by Rev. Dr. De
Witt. The President, after calling the meoting to order,
made the following appropriate address:.
We are at length assembled for the ttrst timo under our

own roof. The New York Historical Society ban parsed
its nomadic state, and has at last found a tixed and per¬
manent home. From wandering for half a conttiry, the
tenants at will of others, we .omo thin evening to take
possession, as our own, of thin beautiful temple, with all
its ample accommodations, and to dedicate them to the
cause of history and of art.of history tn its broadest
sense, and of art in its illustrations of history. Hero, for
the beti-tit of the present and future generations, will his
tory garner up its treasures. Here will each succoedmg
age, for the instruction of those to come after it, bring its
record of the current events of timo. Ami here, too, in the
future, will the (ienius of History, from tlieso accumulated
treasures, construct its variegated but harmonious narra
tive.showing the relations and dependencies of apparent

ly isolated events, and exhibiting the great truth that the
histories of seemingly detached periods, instead of form
ing integral .subjects complete in themselves, are hut parts
of the universal system of that Providence which, in iati
nite intelligence nnd wisdom, governs the world. Here,
too, in thin titling temple, will art lend tho light and the
fascination of its illustrations to the great truths
of history. The genius which inspired the imagiti ition
and guided tho pencil of Raphael, of Michael
Angelo, of Rubens, and of Mnrillo, will hereafter cover
thee walls with its beautiful creations illustrative of tho
men, the manners, and the events of the timo; and prove
to mankind that in art tho present is not inferior to the
past, or the New World to the Old. Sculpture, too, whose
mugic power can call from the inert and shapeless m:wss
the Ideal semblance of animated and intellectual life, even
in its sublimest forms; which can givo to marble In its
chisel traces, the graceful lineaments of female form and
loveliness, tho combined expression of tho shrinking
delicacy of female modesty and the force and dignity of
conscious Virtue; which, in its magical transformations,
can exhibit, in the quarried block, the tlrst dawn of civili
zation. and the tlrst springing Of celestial hope in the bo
com of a graceful daughter of the forest; or can in marble
symbolize ttw ether lal spirit's flight from darkness into
light, and from time to eternity this noble art will hero
after adorn these galleries with the productions of Its

100k the incipient steps for the erection of a new
fire proof edifice for the reception and preservation of that
library and those collection?, and for the general aocom
Btodation of the society. This enterprise, under tho cir¬
cumstances, might well, as it did, to tbo timid and even
prudent, seem hardy. It was indeed bold. For tho socic

ty resolved upon all undertaking of greatmagnitude anil im
|>ortance, involving a large expenditure of money, without
having in its treasury asingle dollar for Its achievement.
But the society relied upon the intelligence and known
liberality of New York, iu the confident belief that her
public spirit would not permit an object of such coucedod
merit and of ho creat public concernment to fail for want
ol the necessary tneuns for its accomplishment. It wis,
therefore, determined that an appeal, accompanied by a
statement of facta, should ^)fl made U> the public general
ly, and to the friend* of historical literature in particular,
for aid in the accomplishment of this great object of
general intercut.

America
claims a share of the honors dun to (inaucer, and hiilcigh,
and ,*hak --pore the English literature that preceded the
first planting of Virginia. The glory of the Dutch republic
is peculiarly our inheritance. The republican liberty of
tlie Netbcr'ands, which was vindicated by a uontout longer
and more trying than that of Athens with Persia, in to he
found only hero. It is ours, all ours. The banks of the
Hudson arc its asylum, where it renews its perennial
youth like the eagle. Tho gift Oi this building has ano¬
ther significance; it is one of many prooft that the busiest
city is the most genial home for literature. Where there
is the most action there there must be the moat thought.
Tho world of tho scholar and the world ol tho man
nt" affairs are all one. Tho widest connection* tur
nish the greatest op|>ortunity Of concentrating know
ledge, and the readiest means for its diffusion. In
such a community there is no (xtssibdity of a dead
culm, of a stagnation of mind. Tlie ever-moving
winds of controversy winnow opinions, and the flro of
truth is kept alive and fed by contributions from all
climes. And what city is bound by more associations and
ties to all part# of the world than our Now York. At ono
moment, one of its sons discovers the Antarctic continent
at another, a ship from our wharves is planted by a m uiof
heroic mould, illustrious in his youth.the immortal Kano

. among the iccbeTgs of (iroeiiland, aa the Imperishable
monument thnt of all the flags in the world the stars and
stripes have approached nearest to the pole. But if we
would sec the intimate connection of our city with every
part of the globe and the many nations of the earth, we
have only to look about us, not at the magazines of our
merchants, where, indeed, everything is gathered toge¬
ther from ocean and from land for tho support, the com
fort aud the grace of life, but at tlie men moving in our
streets, represi nttng as tliey do u«t our own country only,
not England and Holland only, but every nation ol Kurop«,
from Cadis to Warsaw, from Ireland to the Isles of (Jrcoco;
so that by necessity the civilization of all those lands is In
tertwined with oars. The seers who look into futurity
abound in their eulogies of the coming commercial great
news of New York, when Its proportion of the mercantile
marine shall lie still greater than it is now, ami it shall lie
the centre of the exchanges of the world; when Its |s»pu
lution shall till this island, and, liko a branching vine,
cover nil the lands around. But this superiority In mate
rial resources is not enough; fhe crowning glory of New
York must be its advancement in intelligence. Here mus t
flourish unsurpassed colleges of that science of
which the blessed skill removes disea.se, or charms
away its pains. Hero we must have schools
of jurisprudence to teach it aa a science, resting on
immutable principles of justice, to interpret interna¬
tional and constitutional law on a system that shall be at
once cosmopolitan ami natioual, breathing union among
ourselves and good will to all the peoples of the earth.
Here, where the crowded streets show the most of that
favored being who alone was created in the image of his
maker, the truths that lift m.in above tho vicissitudes of
time and connect him with things thnt are eternal, must
slime out in their purest lustre. Here divine art must
make visible to the senses the forms of beauty that re
pOM> in the capacious recesses of creative genius. Hero
universities must gather together all the fountains of truth
and send the living waters through the land. Let the
comprehensive and liberul spirit of our merehunts and tho
vivifying intelligence of scholars join together to promote
the fuller devclopemciit of every capacity for good. Tins
edifice is an earnest of that Co-operation.

Whether an the cause or tho consequent e of tins appoint
ment of tho Receiver, since ho has entered upon hi
duties the fact has been disclosed that Mr. Geo A. ('lark,
the assistant Cashier and Paying Teller, is a defaulter to
the amount of ai»out IHH.OOO. At the time of the suspen-
«ion, the Directors suspected from the state of atT.nrs that
there *n.i some other causo besides the hard times, but
had no positive clue. At the stated monthly examination
the balance wheel of the assistant Cashier has been ro

peatcdly made to corres|s>nd with the deposit account
the entries being properly footed up. By means of falso
entries and certified checks it now appears that Mr.
ClArk has niade his balances correspond with tho
general balance sheet at the beginning el' every month,his entire charge of the books in Ins department afford¬
ing him every facility. At present he apis-ars to havo
been carrying on lus operations but for ci^htoen months,though it is possible he might have been pursuing tho
same plan since his Urst connection with tho bank in IH51,
more thau si* years since. About ten dayw since, Mr.
Clark obtained leave of alwenco in the country, ou tho
plea of needing rest from the exciting labor of the postfew weeks, ana it was not until after Ins departure that Um
defalcation was made known. It is said that he has gwio
to New Jersey, uod that the officers of the law have acluo
to his whereabouts. The impers have already been
placed in the hands of the District Attorney for his action.

Mr. Clark is the son of Kx- Mayor Aaron Clark, and a
young man not over 37 years of age. He w.is formerly »
clerk in the North Kiver Hank and left there at the for¬
mation of the Grocers' Bank, being offered a
more remunerative position. He was always con¬
sidered an exceedingly smart, energetic business man,ami his account ¦< have always before been found correct.
Ih- left a uote to the Directors, stating tliat be had been
deceived by a friend, and it is -t.ited ulHii.t $.rS),000 wortli
of notes and checks of a personal friend of Ills, whi< U
provid to be worthless, were also left. If tho latter
statement is lrue.it may account in a measure for tho
disposition of the money , as It is not supposed that he has a
large amount wuh him. The amount <>l projierty standingin his name is not ascertained, though doubtless there iri
not enough u> aw the liauk from los«. His Isiudsmen
are sureties lor $10,000, which is considered good.

Mr. Clark had a rather showy wile and throe or four
children, and has within a year mov< dfrom a small houso
in Pat illt; street, Brooklyn, to a large and splendid browi*

The reportthat he was deeply in debt to Mr. Gurney is untrue, as ho
only owed him a few hundred dollars. The defalcation
must hasten tho cloning up of the business of the bank.
