The PosUBaater General visited the city a short time since
to see abou obtaining a suitable site for tho now Coat
Office. Tho result of his Inquiry was communicated to
the Common Council by the Mayor, and the present com

mittee were appointed by the Board* to couslder tho sub-
jocC
The Chairman of the Joint Committee sent the following

Bob. A. V. Baowv, Poet Master General, Washington. O.C.
Drab Hot.I take the liberty to address you, as Chairman

of a special cotnin Ittee appointed by the New York city
Board of Ootincllmen to consider, prepare and report such
moasnres aa will tend to the construction of a i'oet otflce
for the city, to giro with their public works employment to
the laboring classes. I mu aware of your having visited
the otty for the purpose of making an investigation as to a
proper site for a Post office ; but dj not know what con
elusion, if any , you com*1 to. I learn through the preenthat the general government have concluded not to pity
over $2£0,000 tor a site, and that it u understood by you
that the New York city government are opposed, or have
no right to deod or loaso any portion of its public land for
such a purpodo. I writo now to inform you that tho
committea of which i am chairman was unanimously ap

ted by our city Council to ascertain, first, whether you
entered into any negotiation as tea site, and if not, whe¬

ther toa would favorably consider a proposition to lease or
purchase a portion of tho Park for a site tor tho 1'ustoSice.
Second, te inform you that the Common Council are

fully autaorisod to negotiato with tho genoral govern
mrnt.by virtue of a law passed by our last legislature
authorizing the city to make by deed of grant or lease o<'
any portion of the Park to the government of tho United
States, for the erection thereon, at the expense of tile said
government, of such buildings tor tne purpose of a Post
Office, or accommodations for tho Courts of tho (Jnitod
States, held in said city, or the offices attached to -aid
courts, upon boing duly componsatod for tho same. (Chap.
770, sec. 3. Laws of 1857.) Will you please favor me
with SB early reply so that our committee may at once,
jj Hi nisisrj officially communicate with you upon the
subject THOMAS JONES, Jr., Chairman,

Thomas Jombh, Jr., H*j., Chairman, he.
I received yours of the 7th iust. and in reply have the

honor te slate that my late visit te New York whs to mako
. reoonnoiss&nce of tho city , and to determine in my

own Bind within what area 1 should be willing te locate
the Post Office, provided a satisfactory site could be pur¬
chased within the un guis put at my disposal by Congress.

I had aim* st relinquished the hope of being able te pro¬
cure a site in the Park. With all connected w ith my pro
position on that subject I suppose you to be iulormed as I
think it wn.« submitted hy tho Mayor te tho Cummim
Council. While in your city 1 received memoranda, maps
and informal proposals relative te private property which
they proposed te sell to goveriimtiit. 1 brought them
home for examination and arrangement, and iuiended to
refer them back te some trusty gentleman of tho highest
standing, to make any nogotintions within the area ap¬
proved, which he or they thought advisable; subject, how¬
ever, Dually either to my approval or rejection. On my
return, however, on consultation with the President and
members of the Cabiuet, 1 found the conclusion had been
iieai ly arrived at, th«t the New York Host Office, (tho site
not having been purchased, and of course tho building not
commenced ,) came properly within the line of tsjlicy re¬
cently adopted with reference te the financial » tiange of
the times, and that the whole project should be abandoned
for the present. I suggested that, having submitted a

proposition te tho city authorities (the second one) that 1
would divide the appropriation made hy Congress into two
equal parts, giving one half.being $260,000 for the
purchase of the site, and applying the other half te tho
erection of a jost office worthy of the great city of New
York and of the extensive pn tal business of tho United
States neuesarily carried on there; that If the city autho¬
rities should in a reasonable time accede te this proposi¬
tion. I must beg of the government to bo allowed to pro
ceea with the work forthwith. 1 had seen something of
the destitute and suffering condition to which the mecha¬
nics and laborers of New York would he exposed during
the coming winter, and wished that the government
should do all in its power te furnish employment, and
thereby afford them the means of subsistence. 1 still be¬
lieve that I can obtain permission te prosecute this
work, and close a contract for the erection of
the Post Office, if satisfactory terms as to site
And cost sf building can be agreed upon.
That the proposed offico may atlord every accommoda
tion and facility for the despatch of the immense busi¬
ness operations te he carried oti within it, t must have as
much as 260 feet front by 160 feet in width, on Chambers
street, between Broadway and tho present Court House.
In this proposition lor a site, I did not pretend to
estimate Its va(ue; but having no more te give, I could
offer n© more. My positive instructions, and my own de¬
termination is to keep within the appropriation If I had
offered a larger amount than $'.£0,000 it would only havo
been at the expense of the buildiug, making that only so
much the less appropriate to the city and te thu place
where it was to be located. After all, both the site and
Uie l*ost Office are for the use and the enjoymout of the

C>ple of New York, and when half a million dollars shall
its bees expended by the government, the use of the

property will not have been lost bv them, but enhancad
greatly by the transaction. But 1 do not pro¬
pose te submit any argument in favor of tho
arrangement I do not desire to bo considered
sb importunate on the subject, much less te
be regarded aa wishing te drive a bargain for the
government. I am only anxious te fulfll a public duty
devolved Upon me in a maimer acceptable te Congress
promotn e of the comfort and convenience of the people
of New York, aud advantageous te the j<o»tal service of
the country. AARON V. BROWN.
Kvery member of tho committee yesterday strenuously

advocated the lower part of City Itall Park as tho proper
Bite for the new Post Office. They were all willing to sell

it lo the general government for $260,000. It wait finally
agreed that a portion of the committee should go te Wash

ington and urge the purchase of the lower end of the
Park for Post Office puri>oses and the commencement of
tne building immediately Workmen oould be got cheaper
now than usual, at the same tune It would afford a great
relief to the poor of the city.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.
MONEY MARKET.

Fkidav, Not. 13 6 P. M.
The arrival of the steamship A ruin* at this port

from Liverpool, with seven day* later advice*, at an

early hour this morning, gave quite an impetus to
the stock market. The movement was unusually ac¬

tive , and in almost every instance an important im¬
provement in price# wax realised. The bulla appear
to be in fine feather just now, but we fear they will
not realice much of the advance in market value.

8 mail holder* of stock* outside the street may take
advantage of thia inflation, and aell their auppliea, but
the large holders In the street cannot do this. They
being the rcgulaton of the market must hold on, and
buy more to sustain prices, and in this way they are

likely to get fl'Ied up with stock* at high prices.
At present, however, things look bright for the

bulla, and they operate with a great deal of spirit. At
the first board to-day Missouri 6'a advanced I per
cent; California 7's, 1875, Erie 3d mortgage
bonds, Harlem 1st mortgage bonds, 1*, Michigan
Huuthcni sinking fund, 2; Illinois Central Railroad.

It la a mont extraordinary feature of
the market that so large a portion of the tran«ac-
tious m for cash. This show* great abundance of
money, aud it also show* that very few outsider* are
among the operators.
We are informed that so nuuiy of th«j stock and

bondholders o( the Delaware, Lttckawana and
Wentern Railroad Company, with the creditors, are

holding Istck, (hoping that what in needed will be
done by others.) as to endanger the completion or
the plan for relieving the company from difficulty.

It was reported in the street to-day that a new
iasue of bond* by the Cleveland and PitUburg Rail¬
road Company had just been discovered or acknow¬
ledged. This issue is said to amount to two million*
of dollar*. These bonds were iwuod in December
and January last, but no mention was mode of it
in the report of the following April. The. issue was
intended for the construction of the road from Brigh¬
ton to Pittsburg. Not a dollar having been applied
to that purpose, it is now stated that the proceed*
of the bonds sold were u»ed for the liquidation of the
floating debt. We do not see how this can be, when
the floating debt ha* not been at all reduced. The
reported large earnings of thi* road aud the proceeds
of this new Lisuc of bond* have all been disjstsed of
and the company £« left r ith a floating debt ait large
as it ever was, and with previous issues of bond* and
stocks amounting to ten millions of dollars. A. full,

fair and honest report from this company is anxiously
looked for by all parties interested.

better accounts. The rapid improvement in our

flnanccs must have a very powc rful influence on the
other side, and restore the operations of liiiance to
their natural channels.
The steamship Arabia, at this port from Liverpool,

gives us seveu days later news from all porta of the
Old World. Her adviees are politically, financially
and commercially highly important, and much more

fawnrable than anticipated. The news of our bank
suspensions did not create the panic in the finan¬
cial circles of London that was generally antici¬
pated. The cause of this we attribute to
the fact that our suspension was construed favorable
in a specie point of view. The supposition prevailed
that an extension in discounts would at once follow,
and that the shipments of specie would soon com¬

mence again. They will find the result very differ¬
ent from their calculations, and we have yet to see

the eflect of a steady dralu for gold upon the Bank
of Knglaud for this country. The advance tn the
English funds, and the absence of any movement on

the part of the bank, are natural enough under the
circumstances; but the favorable accounts from India
probably had as much to do with the improvement
in Consols and the confidence of the bank managers
as anything trom this side of the Atlantic. The la*t
bank returns show but a moderate decrease in bul¬
lion. Quite a number of failures are reported in
Liverpool, Manchester and Gla*gow. The failures in
Liverpool are rejstrted to be principally connected
with the British American provinces. The most im¬
portant event is the failure of the Romugh Bank of
Liverpool. There was a very active demand for
money in London, but ttie rate of interest remains
unchanged
