The move¬
ment wa» made by a few owners of sunken lots on the
outskirts of the city. with a view to enhance the value of
their own grounds. He Was convinced that the proposed
change wan illegal and that there wan no necessity for it.
He admitted that the ferry bo.it managers were careless,

Section 1. Be it ordained by the Mayer, Aldermen and

wheaten, ryn or oaten hread, or of any rake, dough or

other manufactured breadtfuff intended for humui food,
otherwise than by aroirdupois weight, or for prices or

sums of money of the currency of the United 8titM>or
in loaves of the four several weights of not loss than ono

sixth of n pound, one. two and four pounds respectively,
Mid each loaf of bread shall have legibly Stamped or tin

pressed thereon in letters of not lesa than I >« inches in
length the initials of the manufacturer's name or ilrtn, and
the weight of the bread in figures 1, 3, or 4, according to

the weight thereof, and all parcels of bread usually design¬
ated a* rolls, being of the weight of one-sixth of a pound,
shall have stamped or impressed thereon in letters not
less Than one inch in length, the initials of the manufac-
turer's name or Arm.

Sec. 2. Be it ordained, fte., That it shall
be the duty of every baker or dealer in any
wheaten, rye or oaten bread to provide and keep
in his bakery, store, shop, stand or vehicle for the sale
or delivery of bread, proper and correct scales and
weights or balances, and to weigh all bread or cake sold
by him or her, in the presence of the purchaser, on de¬
livery thereof, when required to do so by such purchaser
or purchasers.

Sec 3. Be it ordained, ike. "Riat any person or persons
who shall violate any of the provisions of the foregoing
section, shall, upon conviction thereof, forfeit and pay for
every violation a tine of ten dollars.

Sec. 4. lie it ordained, kc. That it shall be lawful for
the City Inspector, or any duly authorized agent of his, to
weigh any bread offered for sale, and if it shall not be in
accordance with the requirements of this ordinance, the
same shall be forfeited and become the property of the
Common Council of the city of New York; and it shall bo
his duty to scire upon the same and deliver it to the Com¬
missioners of the Almshouse, to be by them appropriated
for the use. of their detriment.

Sec. 6. Be it ordained, &c., That all penalties for viola¬
tion of this ordinance shall be sued for before a Special
Sessions held by a police justice, and shall be recoverable
upon three days' notice to the party charged with such
violation of this ordinance, and thnt all penalties re¬
covered shall be awarded, one half to the iniormer of the
violation, and one half to the Commissioners of the Alms¬
house, lor the public service.

A Pro-Slavery Constitution Adopted.
TH CONVENTION RKFU8X8 TO SUBMIT IT TO A TOT*
OP TBI FI0F1*.TU OOM0T1TUT1OW TO JU 8XMT
TO C0K0KKS8.

[From the Chicago Tribune of Nov. 14. J
We have the proceeding* of the Kansas IYo Slavery

Convention, tn session to make a constitution, down to
laul Saturday night, November 7. Thursday , Friday and
Saturday were consumed in a fierce debate aa to the beat
method of forcing slavery upon the people of Kansas.
There were two propositions before the Convention. 1st.
To HUtrnit to the people only the slave clause, In thiii
shape:.1"Constitution with slavery," "Constitution with¬
out slavery " 2d. Tn send up the constitution to Congress
without submitting it at all. The former is called the
majority report, the latter the minority report. Calhoun,

of Springiield, Illinois, stands chief sponsor tor the former,
and .lenkina, of Westport, Mo. , a native of South Carolina,
is put forward as a leader of the extremists.
The Foughts wing of the Convention wanted to submit

Uic slave clause to the people, but not the body of the
conrtitution. The plan is to force the people to vote for
the instrument itself, whether they are for it iyr against it
This constitution legalizes all the laws passed by the bogus
legislature, including the black code, which punishes with

j death those who oppose slavery.
John Ramhuj'h » blunt, outspoken pro-slavery delo-

I gate, representing Atchison county, in the course of de-
[ bate on Friday, said that he was in favor of the minority

report, because he considered the plan of the majority
| (Calhoun's) a swindle. He was opposed, from principle,

I to letting the abolitionists and black republicans vote down
their constitution, as they would do if they had a chae.ce.
What he did he wanted to do openly; he was opposed to
stabbing in the dark.
Ho was followed by lloBurv, of Riley county, who

pitched into both reports. Ho denounced the propostion
of the majority as a base atempt to swindle the people,
and the minority report as a high handed outrage. He
said the Ilouglasltes wanted to slip poison into the free
Boilers' cup, while the Atchlsonites were for blowing out
their brains openly, and that was all the difference be¬
tween them on the slavery question. He then offered a
substitute, proposing to submit the whole constitution to
all the legal voters, with a proviso requiring every voter
to swear to support this constitution, if it should he rati¬
fied, the Nebraska bill and the Fugitive Slave law. Hia
substitute was tabled by a large majority.

Col. Jskkins, fugleman for the ultraisis, next spoke.
He took the broad Southern democratic ground, aud
claimed that the Convention held the sovereignty and
should decide not to submit the constitution, or any part
of it, to the people. He said the public good aad tho pro¬
per equilibrium between the free and slave States required
'hat Kansas should come into the Union as a slave State.
He knew it would be received if a sluve constitution was
sunt up to Washington. He said that ho had read a letter
from 1"resident Buchanan to a prominent member of the
pro slavery party In Kansas, to the effect that "the con¬
stitution would be received In the form as seat up by tho
Convention.'1
Next followed Welis, of Douglas county, who was op¬

posed to both reports.
lien. Ouioi n, oi Springfield, 111., made a long speech

in favor of the majority report and of only submitting
the slavery clause to the people. Ho was opposed to
giving the "Tripekaites" a chance to "vote down our de¬
mocratic constitution." The majority report would com¬

pel the abolitionists to vole for the constitution while
they were voting down the slave clause, no matter
how repugnant it might be to them. "In this way we
have got tliem tight," said he, "and they can't help them¬
selves.'' There are several provisions in tho hotly of the
instrument which sufficiently protect slave property,
which, witli the Dred Scott decision, is .ill that Southern
gentlemen should ask. By this means Kansas will come
into the t'nion as a democratic State, like Illinois.
A down other speeches were made.
The regular majority report was voted down by 05 to

17. A vote was then taken on the minority report, which
provides for sending up the constitution to Congress with
its pro-slavery clause, without submitting it to the people
at all which was lost.ayes 23, nays 26.
The Southern meml>ers then stormed and raged, and

swore ihey would leave the Hall, never to comeback
The Douglasitcs became alarmed. A motion to reconsider
prevailed 1>y ayes 28, nays 20. A motion was next made
to table the minority report, which was lost on a tie vote

. ayes 24, nays 24. The Southern members again stormed.
The final vote was then taken on the adoption of tho pro-
slavery minority report and resulted, eyes 90, nays tt.
Carried. The ultras thru followed up their victory by at¬
tempting to put the whole Constitution upon Its final pas
sage After a ftarce contest, the Convention adjourned at

a lute hour to meet at 0 A. M. Monday morning, Novem¬
ber ». .
As the matter stood at adjournment the Are eaters had

achieved a signal triumph. A clause hod b«en adopted in
the constitution making Kansas forever a slave State, and
this constitution was ordered to be sent to Congress with¬
out submission to the people in any shape, not oven In the
swindling form proposed by the Douglasites. We await
«ur next news from that quarter with impetiencc. Tho
people of Kansas are in a ferment. An explosion may
take place at any moment. An extra session of the I.egn-
lature is talked of, and also a general convention of the
free Stat party, to decide upon the best policy to pursue

in reference to the bogus pro-slavery constitution. The
affairs of Kansas are yet far from settled.

THE MORMON ATTACK.
Additional Intelligence from the Troops.How

(he Wagon Trains were Captured.
Wo have heretofore given account* of the destruction af

the government trains by the llormons. Below we give
particulars of these affairs, and describing the condition
of the United States troops. The intelligence comos from
the "Army of Utah" direct:.

[Correspondence of the Cincinnati Enquirer ]
Camp on Swtkt Watkr, Oct. 13, 1857.

An express has just reached us from Grand river bring¬
ing news to us as unexpected as it is important; and I
avail myself of a halt to give you a succinct statement
for the public. The Mormon problem is solved at last.
They have seized upon the very tirst opportunity afforded
them of perpetrating an act of war. On the nir'ht of the
6th inst. , about ten o'clock, they seired and destroyed
seventy eight heavily laden wagons, containing govern¬
ment supplies for the army. The wagons and teams
were the projierty of Messrs. Russell ft Waddle, contract¬
ors. The trains were some forty miles distant from each
other. This proves that there were more than one corn-

!>any of Mormons. My informant says that the notorious
'.Destroying Angel." Bill llickman, commanded one, and

l/icksmith the other party, of about eighty men
each. One train of twenty six wagons was destroyed
sixty-one miles west of us, and the other, of flt'ty-two
wagons was taken near Green river, thirty miles west of
Colonel Alexander's train. There were no soldiers with
these trains, and the teamster off«red no resilience. For
their docility in this respect, the Mormons gave them one

wagon and some, provisions, with which to make their
way back to the States, and burnt the residue. They pro¬
fess to have between the Devil's Galeon this river, and the
Mormon Ford on Green river, seven hundred men under
arms.
On hearing of the loss of the troins, Colonel Alexander,

who was encamped on Ham's Fork, sent Captain Marcy
with four hundred men back to Green river, aud enabled
the teamsters to collect their cattle and take them on to
In. adquarters. He also sent on a Frenchman to us. On
the ncxtday 111 ay ordered a Mr. Ficklin, of Captain Mac
draw's party, to return and not advance, and assured
him that they had two men of McGraw's party prisoners.
These were men gent by McGraw on to Salt l<ako to buy
flour for his puaty.
Our express brought in his mocassin an order from

Captain Marcy, which I have been permitted to read, or¬

dering the train to halt until Colonel Smith came up. We
have three or four trains, of twenty six wagons oachjup
with Colonel Alexander.one a few miles in advance of
us and two behind us, and the road is lined with mer¬
chants' and sutlers' goods for one hundred miles in onr
rear.

Col. Alexander has broken tip his camp on Ham's Fork
and changed his course for the Bear river route, and wo

are expected to collect and guard these trains to his camp
I near Soda Springs, There is yet plenty of provisions for

us until spring, except forage. We have no corn, hay or

oats for our animals, and must rely ujion grass. This the
devil saint*, may burn, unless the snow presents it, and
then our mules can profit little by it. Our force, rank
and tile, is about sixty-live men; but 1 am informed tho
teamsters will be armed to morrow with rifles, and made
to stand guard over tneir train by night. Our expressman
belie \ es we shall haw to tight for our trains in a day or

two more, and it may bo so. If attacked. Col. Smith will
tight to the last. There will be no surrender. Cbl. Chap¬
man. an old veteran in war, lieutenant Klwood and Kiuacl
and Judge Eckels, and Brown and Mr. McCormick, are
with us. and will all use the rilie, if necessary. We shall
do our duty. Will the people ot the Stales do theirs? I
believe they will send us men and supplies soon. Call
frrnia could give, us so'.dies even in winter.

I think the Mormons will attempt to emigrate in the
spring to the Sandwich Islands or Vancouver. Let a close
look out t»e kept lor them.

This Is no camp news. It is reliable, I believj. I re¬
gret I cannot write more particularly.

No civil ap|K>intee except Morel, l'ostmnster. and Judge
Eckels of Indiana, have come on thus far, as yet. When
Geti. Harney and Gov. Cummmgn will come, no one
knows. We shall go on tomorrow, come what may: and
with or without orders, if any party attacks Col. Smith,
you will hear a good report of him and his gallant little
band He will tight.

A letter from Fort laramie. Oct 22. saym^-
Brigham Young informed Col. Alexander, by express,

that he must not advance further into the Territory. Col
Johnson Is collecting the trains all together at the South
pass to escort them in. The 2nd dragoons will be here
tomorrow.

The St- Louis Brpubliran of the 11th has the following .
Col. Johnson was last hears from two hundred and thir¬

ty miles beyond Fort larainie. and snow was seven inches
deep one hundred miles this side of w here tlio express
had left him Owing to the slim supply of corn and the
entire abr-ence of grass the teams of the entire command
and the horses of the l!d dragoons were faillug rapidly.
News had reached IVaramie that the Mormons had burnt

three government trains (seventy live wagons) near tireat
