Tho inquest id the case of Francis Vincent, the man who

wh* so bruUlly murdered on bin own pr*miMfi, No. 16
North William street, on the night of the 17th Inst., was
ret--umed on Saturday by Coroner Connery, at the Coro.
uer's office, No. 6 Centre slrt-et.
Coroner Connery announced that thcro were no further

witnesses for examination, and that it would be proper to

bring tbe case to a close. He thon proceeded to charge
Itie Jury upon the ovidenco as elicited beforo them, and
elated that there were but three points to which he
would call their attention. First. To the testimony
of the man who wont into the saloon to

purchase a segar a few minutes previous to the murder.
Second. To tho non recognition of tho prisoners by Hilton.
Third. To the general testimony of the witness Hilton,
which in itself was rather extraordinary, from the fact
that he was unable to identify the prisoners, notwithstand,
ing he sat beside them at the table for an hour or more

previous to the murder It was very unfortunate that
Hilton was not able to give the jury and the pub¬
lic a more satisfactory account of the transaction.

They had the testimony before them in all its copious
details, and it was unnecessary for him to refer any fur
ther to it. He concluded his remarks by drawing their
attention to tbe alarming increase of crime in our midst,
and thought that under the existing circumstances the
jury were bound to give the matter a full and carefUl ex

animation, and render a verdict upon' the evidence as ad¬
duced before them, without regard to tbe consequences
which might follow.
The jury then retired for deliberation, and after an ab¬

sence of an hour and a half they returned and announced
that they had agreed upon the following

vwirier.

We, tho Jury duly sworn and charged to inquire, on be¬
half of the people of tbe SUte of New York, how and in
what manner Francis Vincent camo to his death, do upon
our ouftis and affirmations say that tho said Francis Vin¬
cent came to his death by stabs inflicted by some sharp
instrument in tbe hands of Michael de Lorenzo, and other
l>arties to the jury unknown, on the 17th day of Novem¬
ber, 1857, in the store No. 15 North William street, be¬
tween the hours of 10 and 11 o'clock I*. M. After a most
scrutinizing view of tho evidence, we find that Joseph
White had no participation in the murder of Francis Vin
cent; he is, therefore, entirely exonerated. And we also
hold Mark Cohen as accessory after the fact. And
the jury are of opinion that the Coroner shouM hold
William Hilton as principal witness in the case. And
we cunnot let this opi>ortiini»y KM VilhMt *>«i

grutulating the citizens of New York in having as
Coroner K. I). Connery, Esq a persevoring, faithful itud
gentlemanly officer, having used the most unremitting
eBcrts to ferret out all individuals who were at the scene
of the murder and must ha\e participated therein.

The Flying Cloud left Chicago last Wednesday for Cleve¬

land, with a cargo of 10,000 bushels of wheat.
She had proceeded down the lake some tlfty miles,

v ith a fair wind, and was near Racine when she an
uouutered a violent gale, accompanied with snow, her
sails split, and small boat swept away, and she was ren¬
dered completely unmanatri-able.
Suddenly (he w :ud changed to tbe northwest, and the

vessel was headed for Chicago. Tho weather was in¬

tensely cold , and the sea made clean breaches over the
vessel. She was driven at the mercy of the w »ves back
toward the head of tbe lake during the night of Wednes¬
day.
About ten o'clock on Thursday a blinding snow storm

set In. and abont two o'clock in the aflenxxni, tbe most
bitter cold day of the season, she struck on the rocks at a

place called Grand Calumet, a wild, bleak coast, co¬
vered with snow, and no friendly hands to render assis¬
tance.
The csptnln Md crew IraoiMMlly took to tbe rigging.
