The Chamber of Representatives gave yesterday their
sanction to the decree of the executive, dated from l»ec.
1 7 last year by which a medal of honor has been awarded
to General II Autemno Taboada and the valuuit men who
arcommpanied him in hia expedition on tho Rio Salado
from the province or Santiago to Santa Fe.

This Just and political act on the part of the national
government has been unanimously supported by tho
(Aamber, and it could not be otherwise, since it waa the
first time that in our country well merited recompenses
nave been voted to the civil and military valor of a hand¬
ful of men who threw themselves in the midst of an un
known desert, only inhabited by wild beasts anjJ savage
tribes, of whose number and rerooity extraordinary re-

porta had been spread by vulgar prejudice.
This expedition, undertaken only by a desire

to procure a material benefit to his province
and Uie nation in general, with the elevated aim
to open a fluvial passage from Santiago del frtero
by putting that province in a direct and easy communica¬
tion with the seacoaat oT the republic, and, ao to say, with
the foreign countries, has been the first expedition of this
kind undertaken by native citixena since the epoch of our
political emancipation.
General Taboada did not venture upon »>>»» expedi¬

tion with scientific pretenstona so as to declare an unex
plored river navigable. No; neither hia career Justified
such a pretension, nor waa he in poseonsiuu oT the ele
menta indispensable ror a scientific study or such mas

A distinguished member of the North American navy
Captain l'age, member or the Observatory or the t'nitesi
States, and celebrated by the dtacoveriee he made in
science and navigation, had undertaken this work, and
declared the Rio .Salado navigable to its greater extent
particularly during a certain season of the year.

The an«wer denies that the p'ni?itiffn
have any lawful claim, because the making such
surveys and giving sudb certificates beloug exclusive¬
ly to the Port Wardens and that such acts and ser¬

vices rendered by the plaintiffs are contrary to the
Port Wardens' act. To this answer the plain-
tlflb demur, on the grounds, that it shows no

defence ; that the making of the surveys and
certificates does not belong exclusively to the
Port Wardens ; that the said surveys and cer¬

tificates were not made contrary to the statute, aud
that the Port Wardens' act is unconstitutional.
There arc several serious objections to the validity of
the statute, which have been raised by the counsel.

1 am not, however, prepared to nay that any of them
are sufficient to warrant the Court in declaring the
whole act to be unconstitutional. 80 far as the mi
is construed as making the surveys compulsory. It
would interfere with the provisions ofthe .Nth section
of article V. of the constitution of the State, which
abolished all offices for the inspection, Ac., of anv
merchandise , and prohibited the creation of any such
omcc in future. That it contravened this provision
of the constitution is more apparent when we call to
mind that at that time there was an officer entitled
Inspector of Damaged Goods in existence, which
office fell with the adoption of the constitution, and
has not been revived, except in the present statute
so far as I am aware of. Bnt it is not necessary for
the purpose of this action to discuss any further the
(Constitutionality of this statute. That statute which
organizes the Port Wardens' office (laws of 1857 ch.
405) does not make it obligatory on persons
own"iff vessels or cargoes to submit to
such examinations by the Port Wiirdens. The
fort Wardens arc not required by the act to do
anything until they are notified and requested bv a

Ijarty in interest. So far as duties are imposed on
them when vessels are condemned and the cargoes
are to be sold, it is unnecessary now to inquire, as

the plaintiffs claims do not relate to tliat branch of
the Port Wardens luniiiiess. The questions under
consideration may be briefly slated in the inquiry
whether there is in the stutute anything which pre¬
vent# the owners of a vessel or cargo coming into

jsirt in a damaged state from employing any one

they think proper to examine into the condition of
such vessel and cargo, and reporting t » them the
condition thereof. The lith section of the act is re¬
lied upon by the defendunts' counsel as creatine
such a prohibition. This section forbid* any person
from assuming to a«t as Port Warden, or to undertake
the performance of any of the duties prescribed in
the act pertaining to the office of Port Warden
it also prohibits any person from employ¬
ing any other than a warden to perform
such duties, and forbids the giving of a certificate
of surveys of goods or vessels. I do not understand
this section as prohibiting any person from actiuir
nnlcss he assumes to act as Port Warden, or to do th«
duties pertaining to a Port Warden. The provisions
of the section are intended to prevent any other per¬
son from acting as a Port Warden; not to prohibit
a"J k Aer pcrwn fm,n makinK th.- examinations
which the owner may think n«>c4»ssary for his own
safety or information. The right of the Port Warden
to act at all depends upon a request from the party
interested.until so reqnested, he cannot interfere.
and the prohibition is only to the same extent viz
rrom assuming to act as Port Warden, or to do the
duties pertaining to the Port Warden. If the partis
interested elect to refer the amount of damage to
another, or to send their own clerk or friend to
ascertain the damage or condition of the vewel and
cargo, and report to them the result of the examina
tiou, I see nothing in the act which prohibit* such
examination. It is not doing the duty of a Port
Warden when such examination is made unless
the person making it professes to act in the charac¬
ter or Port Warden. Any other construction of the
statute would deprive a party ofmaking such exami
nations for his own protection as to low or insur
ance, or from procuring any witnesses to testify on
these matters if litigation should ensue. If the
party in interest may have such examination* made
for the purpose of testimony, then he may select
such persons as he pleases to be such witnesses and
the same would form no violation of the statute un¬
der consideration. The views exploited bv tl.e
Judges of"toe Superior Court io the Port Wardens.
Si i^ < Sanfonl, n. 236, are applica-
ble to this statute, vl*.:. That toe statute is restric¬
tive of the common law right of every man to re¬
pair his own vessel in his own way. or through his

*nd is of a geaaaU character. It ought
not, therefore, to be extended beyond Its letter I
may add that it is more especially to be confined in
its operations to the strict letter of the statute
where some parts of it ajipear to bo In
violation of the constitution, or at least to
be Intended as an evasion of its provisions,
in wich a case the proper construction to be given to
the sixth section is that the acts therein prohibited
are acts done by a person aaauning to act as a Port
warden, and not to acts done in any other capacity
If the statute is to be construed as intended to nr£
hibit any inspection of a vessel or cargo by any other
persoa than a Port Warden, then it Ls a statute pro
riding for a compulsory inspection of merchandise
and falls directly within the provisions of the consti-
tetion above referred to. It is said that giving the
certificate as stated in the complaint is expn-ssly for
bidden by the statute. The sixth section only for
bub. the giving of such certificate with the intent to
defeat the provisions or the act. It does not appear
from the complant or answer that the certificate was

In the opening by tho counsel for tho plain¬
tiff ho alluded to tbe high standing, to the inllu
ential position and the personal and political relation Bo
keo sustained towards the President and tbe members of
government.
