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IMPORTANT FROM THE UTAH EXPEDITION.

Movements of the Troops—Arrival of Col.
Joanston at Col. Alexander’s Camp—Cap=
ture of Mormon Officers—The Army to
March Direct to Salt Lake City.

Wasninaron, Dee, 24, 1857,
The Secretary of War this afterncon received a
telegraphic despatch from Lientenant General Soott
from New York, in which he says he has good news
from the Utah expedition. Colonels Johnston and

Bmith and the trains were up with Col. Alexander,

who was marching upon Fort Bridger, which was

only sixteen miles off, on November 7. The troops
were in high spirite. Just encugh snow had fallen

OUR EXFEDITIONARY CORRESPONDENCE,
Canr on Haw's Foug, Oot. 18, 1857,

In a letter which 1 wrote on the 4th inst. 1 inclosed
for the HErALD a copyof & document emanating
from the Mormon chief, (Brigham Young,) and ad-
dressed to the citizens of the United States within
the Territory of Utah, calling apon them to arm and
hold themselves ready to march at a moment's notice
%0 repel the “armed mob™ sent out by the
President of the United States for the purpose
of assassinating the Latter Day Saints. This highly
inflammatory and diabolical missive was thrown out
among his people with the manifest object of exas-
perating them against the general government and
the army; and to give it character it was dignified
with the appellation of a proclamation from the
Mormen potentate, as Governor of Utah,

It is reported that several of our expresses have
been captured by our marauding neighbors, and
it is not improbable that my letter may have
fallen into their hands. If so, 1 hope they
have been edified with its  permsal.  Since
the date of the letter referred to, the different
detachments of our little agmy have been concen-
trated, and are now moving slowly on with o cum-
brous stfply train towards the grand local focus of
the Bainte, who are exerting their utmost efforts to
impede our progress by firing the grass and burn-
ing our isaipe. They hover around us on all sides,
mounted on their fleet and hardy mountain hopses;
and as we were sent out on this service without a
single cavalry soldier, we are continonlly exposed to
their cowardly depredations and insults, without the
means 1o check or resent them,

Yesterday & party mounted on wagon mules,
which was sent out for the purpose of examining a
mew route, met with a number of the mauraders, and
captured a Major and an Adjutant, Several doco-
ments were foand in their pessession, giving impor-
tant information relative to their designs and move-
ments. Among them was an order from their com-
manding General, to the following effect: —

This order was dated Headynarters Eastern Expe-
dition, carap near Cashe Cave, Oct. 4, 1857, and ad-
dressed to Major Joseph Taylor. 1t directs bim to
proceed with al! poseible despateh, without injuring
his animals, to the Oregon road, near the Lend of
Bear river, (where they supposed we were obliged to
pass.) He is ordered to take close and correct
observations of the country along his roate; to send
soouts ahead when he approached the road, to ascer-
tain if the invading troops had passed that way,
and if they bad passed, to take a concealed ronte
and get ahead of them ; to send an express to Col,
Burton, who was then on that road, and in the vi-
einity of the troops, and to effect & junction with him,
#0 A8 to operate in concert.  Ou ascertaining the lo-
cality or route of the troops, he was directed to pro-
ceed at once to annoy them in every possible way,
psing every exertion to stampede their animals and
set fire to their trains, burniog the whole country be-
fore them and on their lanks, and keeping them from
sleeping by night surprises; also blockading the
road by falling trees or destroying fords where
it is practicable. He was also directed to watch for
opportunities to #et fire 10 the grass on onr wind-
ward, s0as if possible to envelope our traine, and
to leave no grass before us that could be burned; also
1o keep his men concealed as much as pos
gible, and guard against sarprises; to keep sconts
out at all times, and commuanication open with Col.
Burton, Major McAlister and 0. P'. Rockwell, who
who were operating in the =same way; to keep him
(the General) advised dally of his movements, and
every step the troops (our  army)  take
and in what direction. At the and of this
document was the following :—' God bless you and
give you success.  Your brother in Christ,

Daxn H, Weipe"

Then follows a postseript in these words . If
the troops have not passed, or have tarned in thie di-
rection, follow them, and continne to annuy them,
burning any trains and stampeding or driving off
their animals at every opportunity.”

The foregoing loyal mandate comes from the
man whom Brigham Young has appointed to
Jead his subjects against the United States
troops, and, taken in connection with the pro-
clamation, constitutes & strong link in the
massive chain of evidence already acoumulated
agninst the instigators of this rebelliona movement,
establishing incontruvertibly the fact of their traitor-
ous designs and hostile purposes, and showing clear-
ly that they desire, if possible, to destroy ns by star-
vation; bot in the event of their not succeeding in
thix, there is no doubt they intend to resort to open
warfare.

In all their harangues to the masses there isa
manifest effort to make it appear that the army
has been sent to Utah for no other purpose but
to prosecute an sindiscriminate war of exter
mination opon the Mormon community on
account of their religion, and they desire
us to take the initistive hy firing the first shot, so
a8 to verify their prophecies, and therely enable
them to lead the passions of their blind and eredo-
lous followers to that giddy piteh of exasperation so
necessary for the consummation of their desperate
purioses,

Up to thi= time they have, to* our knowledge,
taken no lives; they have, however, burnt and de-
stroyed three large trains of valuable government
supplies, stolen and driven off many public and pri-
vate animals, set fire to the grass all around us, and
are doing the troops all the harm in their power.

Thus far they have escaped & well merited punish-
ment. 1 believe, however, that the time ls near at
hand when they will have to render a strict account
of theirmisdeeds. Our officers and men are highly in.
censed at the unprovoked outrages that have been
perpetrated upon them by these freehooters, and
there is a oniversal and ardent desire to be led
against them.

Ocrongn 21, 1857,

Our saintly friends continne to favor us with
their presence, but are careful not to come
within rangeof our Minie rifles. Two
were peen by our own pickets this afternoon, and
one of our wagon masters, who was a short distance
in the rear of the tral, was taken prisoner by them.
This evening they sent him back, with a note ad-
dressed to Col. Wade (Waite), stating that they had
taken the bearer prisoner, bat concluded to release
him, hoping the Colonel would do as much for them
by setting at liberty Major Taylor, who, it seems,
they are very anxions to get back. 1 am under the
impression, however, that these cavaliers will not be
treated with the sume courtesy as prisoners taken
in honorable warfare with civilized nations, and that
the Colanel will beg leave very respectfally to de
cline the negotintion.

The army for Utah was ordered omt from Fort
Leavenworth at & time when the season for travelling
in this barren and ighospitable country bad so far

advanced that it is now very doubtful if it reaches

its destination this winter. Beveral severe snow
storms have already been encountered, our animals

have become jaded, poor and weak, and many
bave died from starvation, and unless we soon
reach a wintering place we shall lose the
greater part of them. The troops now find them-
selves reduced to a scanty allowance of bacon, and
and must depend almost exclusvely upon starved
oxen for the meat component of the ration during
the next eight monthe, and as, by some stupid
oversight, the troops are almost destitute of
falt, they will, 1 am thinking, find this rather bard
fare.

In my judgment o more efficient body of troops,
for ite numbers, never took the field than the little
army for Utah. The officers and enlisted men all
perform their arduous duties with wonderful cheer
fulness and alacrity, and great enthusiasm i+
everywhere maniferted for the success of the
expedition and the reputation of the service
They say, however, (and I think very justly,) that as
they are deprived of vegetables and all otber loxn
ries of civilized life, they should be provided with the
complete rations prescribed by law. They also hint
that it can hardly be expected the army will silently
endure extremes of unnecessary suffering and priva-
tion brought about by the culpable negligence of
men who eeldom, if ever, participate in the rough
knocks incident to frontier service; and 1
have also heard it whispered that, notwith
standing the newspaper encomiums which have been
80 lavisldy beaped upon certain individuals, they
need have no fears that their meritorious services
.will be passed over in silence by the army, for T can
assure these gentlemen they will not be forgotten.
Their cases will be attended to in due time, and they
will receive ample justice before the army for Utab
has done with them,

Ocroeer 23, 1857,

We learn to-day that onr polygamous neighbors have
destroyed all the boildings at Forts Bupplyand Bridg-
er, and they now threaten to burn down Salt Lake
City, if, peradventure, we effect an entrance into the
valley: and to judge from what we have already
seen, we are prepared to believe they will not hesi-
tate to make any sacrifice to prevent usfrom coming
in contact with their people. The Mormon leaders
are perfectly aware of the fact that what they have
already done implicates them as deeply as it is pos-
#ible, and they have, without doubt, fully resolved
to hazard everything upon the issue.

It is supposed by many that the Mormons are pre-
paring to leave our territory for Mexico, or some
other country, in the spring, and this scems highly
probable, as they must know they cannot hereafter
remain together as a distine! community within the
limits of our possessions,

A few days since an exceedingly racy despatch
was received In our camp from Brigham Young, in
which he says= Le is quite sorry for the army, as it is
possible there may be some respectable men in it;
and as he possesses paturally o large share of the
wilk of human kindness, he will, from pure motives
of humanity, permit the troops to winter at Fort
Hall, in Oregon, but that they must not think of
coming néar Salt Lake City, or they would
certainly be “wiped oot He, bowever, is de-

cidedly of the opinion that it would be
far better for the officers to resign their
commissions and _go home than to stay

bere and serve a tyrant. 1 have no doubt the offi-
cers will give this disinterested advice mature con-
sideration. As yet, however, | have heard of no re-
signations,

The same express bronght severa! numbers of the
Deseret News, from which I extract the following
delicate bon moreeau from Brother Heber Kimball:—
“ In relation to those soldiers coming here, they never
can come #0 long as God Almighty gives us strength
to resist them. And that is not all—there is no wan
that can rule over this people but Brigham Young.”
The congregation shouted ' Amen.”.

Octoben 25, 1857,

I understand that an order has been received this
evening from Colonel Johnston, dated at the South
Pase. He assumes command of the army for
Utah, and directs it to meet him at the confluence
of Ham's Fork and Black's Fork. We secordingly
take up our line of march to-morrow, in three divi-
sions, commanded by Colopels Waite and Cauby and
Capt. Marcy.

What is to be our destination we have not yet
learned, but hope Salt Lake City, by the most direct

te.

m:\: strange as it may appear, we haye not, reccived
o mail vince we left Fort Loavenworth, and we are
utterly in the dark s to what ig going on in the
world, Furthermore, the commanding officer (as 1
have heard) has not received a single word of instrue-
tions during the same period, and he, it scems, is as
ignorant as curselves of the object of this expedition.
We begin 1o think yon bave all forgotten us, or per-
haps you may think we have joined the Mormons. The
troops have not yet been inducted into the mysteries
of that saintly order, but they expect soon to be
copsidered worthy to approach within gun shot
ange.

Novesnen 2, 1657,

lnformation reached bere this evening that Col.
Johnston is at Green river, and will probably join
the army to-morrow. He brings with him two com-
panies of the Tenth Infantry and & squadron of the
Becond Dragoons, and all the supply and suttier
traing that have been detained in our rear awaiting
convoym.

The Colonel has with his usnal promptoess
made & rapid march from Fort Leavenworth, but
was ordered out st so very late a season of
the year that, notwithstanding hie well known
energy and firmness of purpose, he may
find it impossible to enter Balt Lake valley
this winter. The autuamn has thus far been un-
usually mild and pleasant ; bot it is now the
weason when the canons through the mountains sur-
rounding the Great Basin of Utah are generally
blocked up with =snow and impassable.

Two bundred Mormon cavalry were #een on our
flanks to-day, and a party of them escorted in from
Salt Lake City a lady whose husband (a Gentile)
has been with us from Fort Laramie. It appears
that some time Jast summer this man  was
given to understand hie presence among the
Bainte would not for the future be agreeable,
and  perfectly  comprehending the import of
she compliment, be forthwith took his departare,
leaving quite an amount of property, which those
Godlike people have since most piously appropriated
for the church. He, however, seems well satisfied
at the recovery of his wife.

The agent of the Utah Indians (Dr. Hurt), who
is represented as being o most worthy gentleman
baving conferred important benefits upon the tribe
by teaching them the rdiments of agricolture and
civilization, was also of f(he opinion that the
“ Avenging Angels” had their eyes on him, and he
secretly made hus exit under the escort of twenty of
his “ red children,”” who by an anfrequented route
delivered him safe into the hands of the troops, and
it Is snid all the remaining Gentiles have received
their passports, and are on their way to California,
80 that by thds time the followers of Joseph the Pro-
phet have exclusive possession of the valley,

Several parties of armed Mormons have been fired
at within the past few dage, but none killed, They
Are now more cantions about approaching us, but
keep an eye upon our movements at a respectable
distance.

Mr. DisragL! said—It seems to me that the argn-
ment of the Chancellor of the Exchequer rests on
rather an inconsistent basiv, The right honorable
gentleman rose, and he acknowledged, without any
qualification, that it was his opinion that the pre-
sent commereial distress originated in a disturbance
of capital and credit. ** Why” then says the right
honorable genllem. “is our attention attracted to
the sabject of currency?”' Why, sir, one wonld
mB{ suppose that theright honorable gentleman
had forgotton for the moment the cirenmstances un-
der which Parliament had assembled, and the reason
for mmlng:t this inconvenient time of the year.
Consitder what bas ocourred in the commercial world
during the last year.

But in this crisis it is not
limited to this conntry, You have suspension in the
United States—yon have a commercial republic
which bases all ite operations on metallic currency in
a state of bankruptey. M evary country in Europe
there s disturbance of credil; in many eredit s
prostrate. The whole of the Baltic trade is pros-
trate. It extends even to Spain, the south of Germa-
ny, the centre of Europe, and the consequences are in-
definitely greater in England than elsewhere. Iy 1847
