When General Walker made hia appearance the Captain

The General returned hia greeting o his usual quiet
way, raying that he was glad to see (aptain, nt the
sama time banding him the letter from o Pacld
ing, which we have given above. He then took a seat,
and awaited the reading of the communication. The anly
persons in the offico at the time were thoee whose names
have been alroady given, the officials, and two or thres
members of the press. There waa cerlainly nothing in
the scene which would give a stranger any ldea of tha
pature of the proceedings. No one ignorant of the facts
would have supposed that tne modest looking little man
{n the light brown overcost was the same individoal who
had caured such a commotion among some of the diplo-
matists at Vaghington; mor wonld they haye foond
anything n  bia  personal appoarance to  justify
them in the bellef that he was oue of the most dariog,
pergevering and determined militury ndventurers of the
age. Thoro b+ nothing of the soldier in his looks, aor in bis
figire; but a fow mimates conversation with him eatielles
you that you are talling (o no erdinury eommon pluos
character, Benosth the quiot, resoryed demeasor, the on-
nssuming warner which somo might call retiring, there s
an expression of indomitable will and wutiinehing topacity
of purpoge.  General Walker, whatever may be sald about
his conlness and self-posgezaion, Is & man of strong pad-
wiune, with groal powor of sell control. He s essoutially
& man with one purpose, opo great nim; and uo matter
bow people may diiler v regurd to tho coursa he hae pruran-
#d, evory one agrees that bie hao exhibited thronghont the
whole of hig carver & resolution that no reveras of forwune,
no obetacles can subdue. His friends may claim that he s
setnated by the ono pure and disinterested motive of ex-
tending  republican iostitutions, of Americanising Contral
America; winle hig opponents may contend that he is alm-
ing atthe establishment of a military dictatorship, and
that his overruling feeling is an ipordinate ambition that
will sacrifice anything and everything that stands in the
way. Yet all must graot that whatever other qualities
they may deny him, that be posscsses the sharacteristios
of which we have epoken in an eminent degree. If thesa
of themselves coustitute o great man, then General
Walker is one.

However all this may be, his personal appearance, to a
casunl observer, would never, as we have said, give any
idea of the character or carcer of the man. While the
Marshal wae reading the letter, he gat there more like an
indifferent. spectator than the most inlerested person pre-
sent.  When Captain Rynders had mado himself sequaint.
ed with the contents= of the communication, he retired
with the General and his counsel to & private office, where,
as we subsequently learned, it was decided (hat the Gene-
ral shonld' go on to Washington. While here, the Marshal
eaid that he had no writ of authoriy for arresting him,
bt that he thought the best way woald ba for him wpro-
ceed 10 Washinglon this evening or to-morrow (this)
morning, a8 might suit his convenicnoe best; and, added
the Marshal, * 1 will most probably go with you myself.”
