FATAL RB8CLT0F A FI6HT.AH El-POLTCEK AN TUB
VICTTIL

Michael Sheehan, an ex policeman, re*>dmg at No. 7
Rector street, died on Thursday from the effect* of a se

vcre beating received on the night of the 22d uH., at the
hands ef some rowdies In the porter bouse corner of Pearl
and Dover streets. It was at first supposed that deceased
had died from natural causes, and a certificate ef death to
that effect was given by the physician who attended deceased,hut the friends and relatives of Sheehan were apprisedof the manner in which deceased received his injuriesin time to stop the funeral and notify the Coroner in

relation to the occurrence. Ooroner Connery took charge
ef the ease on Friday morning, and proceeded to invoeti
gate the matter. Upon examining some witnesses it was
shown that on the night of the tight, deceased, in company
with three others,was in the drinking saloon corner of Pearl
and Dover streets; that deceased asked the party to drink,
and in payment for the liquors purchased he tendered
ihffi hitrkphnur & ivn dnlUr bill on Iho &hoo anil Tgutlh«r
Rank. The barkeeper refused to take the hill, on the
ground that it wee a counterfeit, when Sbeehan told him
that it was uot. A war of words then ensued between
Chechen, the barkeeper, and a man named Murray,
which finally resulted in a general row. Deceased was
beaten and kicked severely. He stayed in the porter
house all night, and in the morning be was conveyed to
his home in Rector street, where hie was obliged to keep
hie bed aab) 8 o'clock on Thanday morning, when he
died. The Coroner ordered a peel mortem examination
of the body, which was performed by Drt Ftnnel and
Van Lier, who gave their testimony in relation to the
condition of the body, as follows:.

Iirs. Ftnnel and Van Lier, being duly sworn, depose an 1
say.We have made a poet mortem examination of the
body of Michael Hheehan, at No. 7 Rector street. Prom
the history of the case, together with the appearance of
the body, we are of opinion that deceaaed came to hie
death from violence received on the night of the £td of
December, 7867.
The inquest will be continued to-day, when it is expected

the case wdl be concluded. Warrants have been issued
for the arrest of the accused parties; and the Coroner, it
is said, will examine cloeely into the cenduct of the physicianwho tried to hush the matter up by giving an impropercertificate of death.
Fatal Accidknt to a PnuMAff..Coroner Gamble held an

inquest yesterday, at the New York Hospital, upon the
body of a fireman, named Maurice Griffiths, who died from
the effects of injuries received some three weeks ago, by
being run over by Engine No. 4, whhe running down
Broadway to a fire in the Fifth district. Deceased, it appeared,hid hold of the engine rope, wheu be slipped and
fell to the ground. The wheels passed over his legs and
fractured both of them. Verdict. " accidental death."
Iieccascd was a married man, and had two children.

THE CELEBRATION EN THE METROPOLIS.

Before ten o'clock, New Year's Day, there wm a rery

general march from ail parte of New York to the City
Hail. It was announced the day preceding that the new

Mayor would be a the Governor's room from that boor
till two P. M., in order to nee and be seen by tus friende.
At ten o'clock, therefore, the porcbee, stairs, lobbies and

galleries were throngel by people of all classes, whose
buinnuig and tramping fully eiprcseed the desire
of seeing and speaking with their new chief
magistrate. The minutes passed swsy, the crowds
increased, but still the Mayor had not made his
appearance at half past ten. In the meantime our reporterbad with some difficulty made his way to tho
door of the Governor's room, where, after some
hMiiAimn ha was admitted to the rojm and to the society

of a few privileged individuals Five minutes more and
there was a sudden increase of the din eutside, and eriee

of" Here he is," "Now be uomes," "A happy new year,"
"Make way there" amidst which the maasive door suddenlyilew open, and discovered to the quiet few inside
tye ronrn the faces ef the hundreds in the lobby, as th< y
strain.:d their eyes looking towards the door; and his
Honor the Mayor, who, dreeepd in a plain suit of fine
black cloth, and accompanied by the Deputy Superintend
ent of Itolice and Mr. Phillips, President of the Board of
Councilman, entered the magnificent and comfortable
apartment. By the advice of the Deputy Superintendent,
and after Mr. Tleunann had cordially shaken hands with all
in the room, and received and returned the usual
New Year congratulations,be retired to an ante-room on

the left side of the larger apartment. The arrangements
were made in a few moments, and wore these:.

the sitixeUH were to be admitted by the door where he bad
entered, and from thence pass along the large room into
the ante room, where they were to )>e seen and apoken to

The police now took their stands at the differententrance** and tUon the lino wb<-re the

popnlace were to paee. and all thing* being now ready
the door* were opened. Notwithstanding all the effort*
of the police at the entrance to the large room to
keep thinge regular, the enthusiastic multitude buret
m like a flood nnd not only tilled the large apartment but
preened the guards at the second doorway so hard that it
wae only by the most strenuous efforts on the part of the

5dice they could be restrained from f.U.ng the ante room.
ut the closing of the tlrst door ant the motion of the line
f men past the Mayor and out of the third door soon
made matters all right, and perfect order now prevailed.
From this ttme. which wan twenty four minutes to eleven,
one continuous stream of men flowed past Mr. Tiemann
till two'o'clock, tho time for closing tho doors, arrived.
K;*ch one as he passed along shook tho hand of the new
Mayor, which was continually kept in motion by this
means, and then wished him a happy new year and added
any lurthor remark if time permitted and ho felt ao dm
pi ted. Some jocular incidents occurred as the people
passed his Honor. Some lover* of art would be so deeply

at an early day. The treaty is to continue in force five
years, but proposes the copy right to run tea years, though
on this point his lordship would say seven, or even v«
years, if the administration should objset to a greater
length of time. The subjsct of the international copyright
in ouo which engaged much of the attention of the diplomatistsof King an<t and America, and without any practicalresult. The American public now enjoy an unre
stneted license of publishing, selling, baying and reading
any and all foreign books they plraee Any change of e*imngtows would ho to abridge this license, which bi repugnantto the American actions of liberty. The people
would he yielding a positive advantage, which ia perceptibleto all, for a possible equivalent which but the few
appreciate or understand. Vnder these circus stances I
approhond^lxird Napier will find it difficult to psss an tnbrnatiouaf copy right treaty through the Sonata, though
the Executive licpartmcnt of the government should approveIt, which wtll likely be the case.
