ENGLAND.
Operations were resumed upon the Leviathan on the

16th, but with the uioet tremendous pressure the vessel
was only moved about three feet, when the work was suspendedsine die; no less than three hydraulic rams, one

powerful arab or windlass, and the doublo chains which
drag the vessel towards the river, having been all burs1
and broken. The Times thinks that hair the hydraulic
presses will be required to overcome the difficulties.

Bra
bant was in an interesting condition.

A moderate course

of action is expected from the victorious liberals.

SARDINIA.
