ri\ed in the channel opposite Plymouth between 10
anil 11 o'clock on the night of the 22d, but wan unableto enter till the following morning, on account of
the difficulty of procuring a pilot. Hhe experienced
verv heavy weather during the greater part of the
parage, and never did Hhe display her splendid
qualities to better ship. Prom the Oth inst, to the
16th it was unpleasantly rough, and on the 111th,
Hill and 15tli it blew a perfect gale. There is no
doubt that this was the equinoctial, and it did frill
justice to itself so lar as heavy blowing is concerned.
Those who have crossed the Atlantic in the montlis
of March ami Septendier can form some idea of the
nature of equinoctial gales and of the terrilk force
with which they sweep over that ocean. Under the
heaviest stress of weather, however, the Niagara
behaved magnificently, and went through the storm
at the rate of ten and eleven knots an hour, and
this, too, while other ships were hove-to. Her
quickest day's run was 304 miles, and there is no
doubt that she would hare accoruplislied the passage
in ten days but for the bead wiuds which prevailed
from the 17th to Ibe 22d. During the gale she had
the wind from the south and southeast, from which
it changed to the east and stuck there with the most
dogged obstinacy. While blowing from this
quarter we had, however, no complaints to
make in regard to the quality of the weather.which, with one exception, was as fine
as could he desired. But there was another diffi-
cnlty besides the head wind which it would be unjustto the vessel not to mention. For the last two
or three days the Engineer was obliged, by an order
from the Chief Naval Constructor, to burn some

seventy five tons of coal \vbieh the ship hud brought
with her froin England on her return home last November.This was not the coal which had been procuredfor her, but was a portion of the stuff that
hud been shipped to and re shipped from the Crimeaduring the siege of Sebastopol, and was taken
simply Lecanse no better could Ik* procured at the
time of her departure. The kind that was intended
for her. and which was best adapted to her furnaces
from its resemblance to tire American anthracite,
whs tlx1 Welsh coal, several hundred tons of which
had been purchased for her consumption. Unfortunately,however, the vessel which was employed
to convey this coal to Plymouth foundered at sea.
and so, as has been stated, the Crimean stuff had to
><e used in lieu of anything bettor at the time. New
this coal was ordered to be put on board the ship at
the Brooklyn Navy Yard, altboagn I understand it
had been condemned by the engineers some time
before. The result of all this was a marked diminutionin the speed of the ship, which never exceededlive miles an hour, or about one half the distance
accomplished by burning the anthracite. Had it not
Ihuii for what, under other circumstances, might
have been a commendable spirit of economy, there
is no doubt that the ship would have reached her
destination at least a day and a half sooner.
A rather melancholy circumstance occurred while

the ship was three days out from port. A sailor,
named William Wilson, fell from the maintop and
was instantly killed. It is .supitosed that he was

struck on the head with a boom, and was thus thrown
from the yard. He was engaged at the time In
clewing the yard down. And a death took place
later in the passage, but it was from a protracted
si' kness. The name of the deceased was Samuel
K.'int,ler stiil the dbease o! which In1 died tileurisv.

They wore both buried in a feamin'i grave, and had
the funeral service road over their remain*.
Poor fellow*, whatever pleasing prospects
they mny have had when they entered on this
special service wore doomed to a fearful disappointment.One man fell over the foretopsail yard, but
foitunately was caught by another who was on the
same yard, and held there till he was relieved from
his perilous position.
The Niagara, as 1 have said, arrived in 'he channel

opposite Plymouth on the night of the U2d inst., and
entered the Sound the following morning. Hardly
had -lie anchoied before a number of the officials of
the place made their appearance on board, and
among those, strange to say, two revenue officers.
NVhat their object could have been in thus thrusting
themselves on a national vessel of another country
and outraging the rules of international courtesy it
i* impossible to say. but it is to be presumed that
their conduct in this instance is attributable
to ignorance.certainly the only reasonable exptanati>n that can la* given for such a breach
of all the rules of international etiquette.
.\ftcr making their abwde on the ship
for slxmt two days they took their departure,
and that is the lad that ha* been seen of them. The
Niagara lay in the Hound till the '.'4th inst.. when
she weighed anchor and proceeded up the harbor,
preparatory t" going Into dock for th" reception of
the cable. Since her arrival the numerous friends
which the officers made during their stay here Itst
year paid a welcome visit, and again tendered their
hospitalities. Invitations have already been tenderedby nearly all the regiments stationed at this
port to the officers of the Niagara asking them to
dinner, and if tin y a cojit one-half of them they
a ill have < notigli on their hands for the next tw > or
three wt ek'. 1 should state lu re that as an evidence
of the friendly leelitig* which have Ireeti manifested
towards them since their arrival, all, or nearly all,
the vessels lying ;n tin- harbor cheered them as the
hip passed up to her anchorage. The riggingof the Impregnable and other vessels

The coiling of the cable on the Agamemnon has

eotnineni ed, and about one hundred miles of it have
already been placed on lioard ofth.it ship. They have
abandoned the idea of putting the wiiole 1,450 miles
w hit h are to ronstitute her half of the deep sea line
in one roil, and for food reasons. On the la-t expedition1 .I'd miles were placed ill one part of the
hold, nnd this weight, although it did not seriously
injure the ship, strained her so that it was feared at
one time she would he hogged. and some apprehensionsw» re entertained in regard to her sea worthiness.The division of the rahle into three roils this
time will prevent the itossihllity of any accident
arming from such a cause. ami will make*the vessel
moch -tcadier in a »eaway than »hc was before. The
importance of steadiness >n the laying of the cable
can hardly lie overestimated, and the change in this
mm t will go far to Mcure the mm cess of the under
taking. It is not known who will lie appointed to the
command of the Agamemnon, in plaoo of m.i«tcr
(VnnmanderWotldaU.who went on the last expedition,
and who it is to he regretted has not bee1: detailed
for the same work this year. Rumor say* that Lieut.

when laid. Considering these points, the public attentionwill he more earnestly enlisted in the success
ot the next expedition than it was in that of the last.
Everything that human for^hight can provide for
has been done to secure the accomplishment of the
great work, and Dever were the prospects of a
triumphant accomplishment more cheering and
premising, Both the Agamemnon and Niagara will
make a trial of the machinery in the Channel !>efore
their linal departure for mid ocean, which will not
probably take place previous to the first week iu
June next. The whole length of wire to be coiled
on hoard both ships is about twenty-nine hundred
miles, which will allow a surplus of between twelve
and thirteen hundred over and above the actual distancelietwo'cn the two points of connection.that is
between Trinity Hay, Newfoundland, and Valencia
Bay, Ireland. This will not only be sufficient for the
piiTpose, but w'll leave a large excess after the completionof the work, and I should not be surprised if
there were some seven or eight hundred miles moro
than the actual length requires. This, however, is a
matter that can only be settled by trial, and it must
therefore remain undetermined till the close of the
next expedition.
The coiling of the cable will be commenced In the

Niagara next Monday, the 2!>th inst., aud will occupyaltogether live or six weeks. Everything is in
readiness for its reception.the circles are ready,
and nothing remains to be done but tc. place it on
board at once. There will be six circus this time,
on account of the increased length «»' the cable, of
which there will be'two hundred miles more on board
of each ship. It is not yet decided which end of
the line the Niagara is to take, but there is some
