We lake from the Monittur dt V Annfe the fol¬
lowing 'etter fmm Kmir Abd-el Kadir, in reply to
one from General Dauma*, directed to hira, asking
information concerning the genealogy of the horses
,of Sahara, or at least that which is attributed to
them by the Arabs:.
A thousand praises to the only God !
To Hun alio always remains unalterable in the

midst of the revolutions of this world.
To our friend General D.tuin.i*. health and mercy,

and the blessing of God be with you, a* the author
of this letter wishes it, his mother, his sons, the
mother of these, as many persons as compose this
family, and all their friends and companions.

1 Imve read your <iue*lious, and I direct unto you
mv replies.
You usk of me information concerning the origin

of Arabian horses, and you llud uie as a Assure of
the earth dried by the sun, and whicli the rain can¬
not satisfy hy the abundsnoc which falls upon it.

Nevertheless, to satisfy, if it is possible, your
thirst upon this subject. I proceed now to remount
to the source whence the water Is always most pure.
Know. then, that it U a thlAg admitted among us

that God crested the horse with the wiud, as Adam
with the earth.
This is indisputable, and many prophets (health

to them!) have proclaimed the following:-.
When God wished to ovate the horse, lie said to

the south wiud,"I wish to form a creature out of
thee.be tuou coudinacd;" and the wind was con¬
densed.
Afterwards cam* the angel Gabriel snd took a

handful of that matter.aud predated it to God, who
formed of it a light brown or sorrel colored born.

believe tbe proof of this to be that the male is more
noble tli in the female, and besides, more vigorous
and enduring. Kvcn when Die two may be of one
specie*.the one Is more iinrmssionatethan the other;
and it is the custom of the Divinity to create that
which to strongest flr*t. That whu.li the horse de¬
sire* most to the oomhat and the race; for this rca
son it h preferable for war, because it is fleeter and
more inured to fatigue than the row. and because
it partakes of all the feelings of hate and ten¬
derness of its rider. Tbe same iuing does not happen
in the case of the rngre. Happose a horse and a
mare with similar wounds, mi h a* ought to produce
death: tbe horse will resist nntil it conducts its mas¬
ter oat of the field of battle: the mare, on the con¬
trary. will fall at th* n unent on the same spot in
which II was w« anded. There Is no donhi whatever
as to this, for It to a fact demonstrated by the Arabs;
I have frrunently witnessed these ewes in our com¬
bats. and ! bate myself experienced it.

Admitting tlito. we pass to another thing. Did
God create the Arab horses before foreign one* (her-
rnrtme), or these before the Arabs ?

abundant hunt. Go, and may <i >d give yon his pro¬
tection."
The Arabs set forth upoa their journey, and did

in their Arst necessity whatsoever Solomon had in
Ntructed them, ami neither zebras, nor gazelles, nor
ostriches could escape them. Knlightened, then,
concerning the value of that aninul -Mio present
from the M>n of David.an I being already in tti -ir
country, they devoted 'hem-elves to their reproduc¬
tion, guarding their matches, and thus they oh
tamed this race, to which m gratitude they gave the
name of zad tl rakeb.
This is the race whose fame was afterwai'Js spread

throughout the whole circumference of the world.
In fact, it was propagated in the blast and West

with the Arabs, who at a later time penetrated into
the extremities of the West and of the blast Isrng
before Islamism, Harrnia Ahen Melok and his de¬
scendants reigned in the fclisc during a hundred
years, founding that Medina aud SakhucheJ.ulTlbeu
Aad, and possessing themselves of all the country
unto tiie Moglireb, where they built cities
aud harbor, Afrikes, win gave Ins name
to Atrica, conquered unto Tandj i (Can
giers), while his eon Charnir posse-sed from
the Fast unto China, entering the city of Kad,
which he destroyed.

After the birth of the religion of Islam* .the new
invasions of the Mnsselmen extended even more the
reputation of the Arab horses in Daly, Spain, and
also in France, in which without doubt, they left
some of their blood. But that which above all
caused Africa to he tilled with Arab horses, was the
invasion of Sidi-Okba, and afterwards the deed J of
the tilth and sixth centurms of the Hegira. With
Bidi Okhu, the Arabs had not done anything more

than to encamp in Africa; while in the llfth and
sixth centuries tiny came as colonies to instil them¬
selves with their wives and their chiidrcu, with their
hoi. es and their mures. It was in these last inva¬
sions that the Arsb tribes established thei^>iv&f on
the soil of Algeria, esoecially the Meluui, llUtljendel,
Oalad Muhadi, the Donaondg, hi., Ac., wtio were
scattered over all pftrts, constituting the true
nobility of thq CCmntry. These same invasions trans¬
planted the 4 rah hor-e unto Soudan; aud we can

»8jr with reason tnat the Arab race is oue in Algeria
as iu the Mast.
Thus, then, ihc history of tho Arab horses can be

divided into four epochs:.
P. From Adam to Ishmael.
2. From Ishmael to Solomon.
3. From Solomon to Mahomet.
4. From Mahomet to ourselves.
It is conceived, nevertheless, that the race of the

Erin lpul epoch having been divided into many
ranches, lias necessarily suffered modifications, in

conseipienee of ttie climate, food, at'd more or less
care .in the same mauuer as those of the human
snories have suffered.

This horse will esteem its master and will scarcely

ever permit any oue to mount it except him.
It will not urinate while it is travelling.
It will not cat the leavings of any other horse.
It will not disturb the clearness of the water with

it* front legs when it passes over It.
By its hearing, by its sight, and by it* smell, it will

know how to preserve it* master from the thouiwnd
accidents which often take place in the chase and in
war.
And, in abort, sharing the sensations of wrmw

ami of pleasure of it* ruler, it will aid him in the
fight, struggling with him in all parte, and will al¬
ways make common ranee with biia (ikatrlma Ru
kttyhvn.)
