He am to have ascended from the fair grounds at Oo-

traJia on Friday, the 17fh tnatant, but dotting himself un
well, accepted the offer of another icronaut, Mr. Wilson,
who volunteered to take his place in the bullooo. Mr.
Wilson effected a beautiful utaenl at 5 t.' I'. M.. do «t.«l
westward and tbr" southeastward, rising two mid a half
miles, and at abdM P. M. descended, sixteen miles
southeastward of the starting point. H« was caught bv a
tree about forty Ave rods froth the farm house of Mr, fli-u
jainin Harvey. The spot u some two miles and a half
from Home, Jefferson county, Mr. liatrvev and his family
and others gaSbered, and disewlangled Mm air ship. They
then pulled tho ear to the ground, and some U»y held tho
ropes as tho voyager alighted, and while he was drawn

At this instant, through the unwatchfuloess of tho per¬
sons at the cords, the balloon suddenly and very swiftly
went up. Tho anchor struck in a rail fonce, but toro it
away, while a cry of horror burst from tho agonised
group. The children scrcatncd with horror, and the
piteous ap|ieal, " Pull uio down, father," as it instantly
grew fainter and fainter, rendered the parents, and in¬
deed all present, for the time perfectly frantic. It was
now past seven o'clock, was becoming dark, and the bal
loon was soon lost sight of. A in-riod of more intense
wretchedness to the parelnal heart cau scarcely bo
imagined.
As there was little wind, the balloon bad gone almost

directly upward, till its disappearance in a southeasterly
course. Messengers wore despatched through tho region
in every direction, itnd tho alarm spread rapidly, creating
e\ cry where the futbnseat excitement. In all quarters tho
iiifti and Isiys rallied in parties to scour the country and
search the woods, iu the expectatiotj that the victims
would somewhere dMaend uud lie subjected to Mm perils
at drowning, or else of starving undiscovered.

At Centralis the intelligence caused un indescribable
sensation.
