LATKR FROM THR PIKE'S PEAK OOhD MINES.UNFA¬
VORABLE ACCOUNTS.T1IK OOLD SCARCE AND UAKD
TO UKT M IN Kits KETURN1NO TO THK STATES.
A gentiumau who reached this city on Saturday evening,

having left Leavenworth City on Tuesday evening, the
SlHt, brings us the latest news from Kansas and the gold
mines. He says on the aay he left Leavenworth, a num
lu r of the gold seekers had roturnod to Leavenworth and
lawreuee, who relate that the reports about the gold at
Pike's Teak are not sear so favor able as have been pub¬
lished. <Hir Informant saw hut one of the returned mi¬
ners, and he says that he did uot got any gold at all,
though he believes there Is gold there, but it will not pay
to dig for it. It can only be readied by the best machin¬
ery. According to his statement, a number of the
comiianies at the mines wero about disbanding and
coming home. He says those who winter there will
have a hard time uf it, as tho climate is very change-
utile, and tho extremes very severe. He instances
the 4th day of August last, when ioc formed at
night the thickness of the glass of a tumbler,
and in the daytime the sun was excessively hot. Other
accounts, says our informant, were very discouraging,and
the con>]>any about to start from Leavenworth have given
up their intention of going until they hear more favorable
news.
Wo received bv mail yesterday tho Kansas City Journal

again, communicated by Captain Southard, of the Mmnie
R< lie, who got his news in I.awrence on the first of tho
week trom a Mr. Cadwell, who had just arrived. Tho
news obtained by our inform nut, us above narrated, is

probably later than that brought by Cad well, and we ad
\ ir-e the feverish gold seekers of our city to wait a little
longer before making the venture. It 3 p ..ai'ile that all
previous accounts from the border are exaggerations got
up i'or sp-rculative purposes by cunning traders. On the
other hand, it may bo that tho unfavorable news we pub
lish tb s morning are the misrepresentations of persons
sent out by greedy min»rs to discourage emigrul.ou and
prevent Increasing competition at the mines.
The following is the news by Cadweli:.
Capt. Southard was in lAWrencs the first of the week,

ami heard the report of Mr. Cbdwell, who luu. just ar
rived at lawrence, on his way to tics city, for the pur¬
chase of his winter's supplies.
The whole town of latwrence wis listening to htareports

concerning tho gold regions of the Arkansas, and also con¬
cerning the success of the gold limiting ,'arty that left
Lawrence in June last for those placers.

Mi. Cadweli left the Lawrence pm ty at work en Cherry
creek, provid'id with a very poor outfit of min ug unpin
ments. but with plenty of provisions to do them till their
winter s supply arrived.
When Mr. Cadweli left this party was making from $10

to $30 each day per man. They had previously been dig¬
ging and xplortng in other localiti s, but hai not male
more than from five to eight dollars tier day each, and
whew they arrived at Cherry creek they were on their
way t the settlements of New Mexico for 'no purpose of
»;rterinp.

Finding, however, that Mr QndwoD mnd party were do
ir.g so wed, they concluded to remain ujion Cherry creek
during tin winter. They accordingly pitch--d their tents
and went to work, making, as we have said above, from
ten to thirty dollars a day per man.

Mr. Cae.wed further reports that he has every confi-
d- i ce ,n the richness of these gold regions, and believes
that the gold will be found as plentifully deposited among
the guishra und in the streams of the Rocky Mounta.us, as
it. p.raii.tr kxa itienamong the raiucs of Caiilorma.
Mr Cndweil is now engaged in attending to some busi

The fair of the AmeiV»u iMtitute, uow ojien at lh«

Crystal Palace, is receiving iU iuu.il amount of popular
patronage. Tho lout erutemblr inside of the Palace in very
line, though there in no particular feature about it, nor

any one article on exhibition that is unusually grand or

peculiarly impressive. Many of the heavy nrt.cles, osne-

ciagy piocce of statuary, have been in tho building for

years, and still stand there in their accustomed places.
On entering the Palace, tho tlrst that attracts one are the
tables of buautifut llovvore and Cue fruit on thu right, aur

rounded by a seat, cloao fcuco of young evorgroon trues.
A large, long table Is occupied almost exclusively by dif¬
ferent \ariotics of dahlias. Soveral other tables are

covered with specimens of grapes, plums, quinces,
oranges, peaches, pears and apples, oowo of these fruits
are superb and very tempting to the crowds who daily
look upon them longingly- There is also quite an assort
mout of garden vegetables, such as boots, turnips, car¬
rots, cabbages, pumpkins, squashes, tomatoes, Ac., (to.
A variety of sugar beets, and also seme imuigelwirzles,
are of huge dimeusious, and could never be cooked whole
unless a largo furnace was prepared for their accommoda¬
tion. There are In the same enclosure some gloss boxes,
giving piscatorial representations. Trout*, eels, turtle
and other aquatic denizens were sporting along over arti¬
ficial rocks.

Passing from this enclosure to the right you
enter a storehouse of farming Implements. Plough'', mow¬
ing machines, sawing machine.?, indeed every article ever
used in cultivating the soil is there presented, not in one

variety alone, but in overy form and shape that human
genius can devise. This section of the exhibition must be
very interesting to husbandmen.
At the farther end of the Palace considerable machinery

Is at work: several kinds of steam engines are in oforation
to show the peculiarities of their construction and move¬
ment. Then there are other machines driven by steam;
s smart looking young man at one place Is knitting hose
by steam. Near him is an institution for manufacturing
chairs. Tho party attending it takes a solid block 01 pine
and in a few seconds presents in its stead quite a respect¬
able looking chair, which being sawed out of a solid block,
oi wood bas neither seam nor joint.
On tho oast side of tho Palace there is a large collection

of miscellaneous articles, such as stoves, mantel pieces,
statuary, sleighs, wagons, tire engines and the Itko. Some
of the mantel pieces are very beautifully wrought, while
but few persons in these times could afford to ride in such
carriage*.
The galleries have a little of everything in them. A

moderate number of pianofortes are on exhibition, some
of which arc finely toned and beautifully wrought, lie is,
chairs, tables, dressing esses, are well represented in to
numbers, and as to quality they are good, bad and indif¬
ferent. Models of schooners, yacht*, ships, steamers and
every kind of sea-going craft are represented in great
numbers. The Great Eastern too is there and very well
worth inspection.
So far as the paintings are concerned, there aro some

very lino views, but this department of the exhibition is
badly filled up and must be classed below par. In the
picture gallery there is one case of wax work which has
been wrought with great skill and taste; it Is placed in a

prominent position, and none should visit the fair without
enjoying a good look at it.

Perhaps no little thing elicits more regard from tho
public than some card board models of houses; they havo
been very neatly and skilfully got tip and are, Indeed,
quite a curiosity. Trinity church, w ith ail its pride and
pomp, is there presented in card board. Though this fair
of the American Institute is not equal to some of its pre¬
vious onus, still it will well pay a curious visiter or one
interested in tho arts or husltandry for his entree.
