gone out without any other object than to get their outfit
and salaries, and return home as soon as they had serafx-d
together enough to silence their creditors. No wonder
that .? such hands our diplomacy has gone wrong, both
in Central and South America, and no wonder that the

cunning and observing Dictator of Paraguay has consider¬
ed himself in no possible danger from American diploma
lists, or American arms. Ilut. fortunately for the country,
we have a President who is determined to maintain its

honor and vindicate its rights, and thus u formidable
squadron will soon make its appearance in the waters of
Paraguay, with reclamations on the one baud and Paix-
hans on the other. These contemptible South American

countries, which have so long trespassed on our good
nature, arc about to be taught a lesson by which they
will be able to regulate their future intercourse with the

United states.
Our government lias for many years attempted to rx-

lend its commercial relations with the Uilfercut nations of
South America, proffering them the advantages of a re¬

ciprocal and lucrative trade. The Plata and the Amazon
have been the scenes of the most benevolent and advan¬

tageous explorations, conducted at our exiien-e. snd mer

cantHe associations have been formed through piivutu
enterprise to bring these elforls to a happy ami p.otiuble
conclusion. Paraguay was particularly select, d as a coun¬

try with which the most bene ticml relations might be mu¬

tually established.

bacco is used was regarded in llio purchase of appropriate
machinery. As the rice or the country was abundant and

only required proper treatment to become an active article
of trade, machinery for hulling and cleaning it were

shipped.
Mr. Brent, in his journal of au early visit to Paraguay,

slated that a rice huller would not only make the for
tunc of tho.proprletor, but do a lasting service to tne poo
pie, who still ate their rice with a portion of the husk,
Houghs, harrows, drills, shovels, spades, cotton gins
steam engines, printing pres.-es, jewelry, saddles, horse
equipments, firearms, cannon, an organ for the cathedral,
books, writing |>uper, map, articles in Ivory, hots, boots,
cotton cloths.in short, everything the Paraguayans
w anted for comfort or progress was sent out by the com¬
pany, and in pretty large amounts. By the -ingle
exehango of this merchandise alone, according to the
prices current, payable in the produce of the country, the
company was sure of a profit of four and five hundred per
rent, and no doubt their reclamation will tic something to
this extent. In addition to these Investments, costly
presents were sent out to Lopez and his family.
A splendid coach, elegantly emblazoned with tho
arms of Paraguay, a large silk tlug for the Palace,
a couple of howitzers, a gold watch Ret in diamonds lor
the wife of the President, and silver mounted garden
tools for his daughters, were also forwarded. In short, in

all respects, it was tho best chosen, best fitted out and
most valuable cargo ever sent out by any company for
such a purpose. It arrived safely. Not so the steamer
K1 Paraguay. This vessel was disabled iu a storm off the
coast of Brazil; ran into Maranham, was examined, con

demnod and sold. Her freight and passengers wore re

shipped, and liuully arrived safely at Asuncieu. On
the arrival of tho party, the agent andronsul, Mr. Hop¬
kins, was received with the greatest cordiality.indeed,
with distinguished honors. 1-npcz ap|x>arcd in full uni¬

form, wearing his famous cocked hat, which recently so

offended Mr. Chrystic. the British Minister, that he called
for his passports, and returned to Buenos Ayrts in disgust.
He made a s|ieech. in which lie eulogized the Consul und
the American nation for recognizing the independence of
his country, and he there solemnly pledged himself to
assist the company by every means in his power,
and to aid the commercial relations of the
two countries to the utmost of his ab.litirs.
He even up|ioiutcU the New York agent and director of
the company, Mr. lfloodgood, his Consul Heneral
in the United .States. But the mask was soon thrown
off. Lo|>ez saw at once that the spirit of progress
would endanger his own usurpations. Arouse the energies
of the awakened people, and abeve all, endanger his own
private mnno|<i!ies and speculations. The new segar fac¬
tory drove his own imperfect fabrics out of market. The
crooked sticks with which they stirred up the earth gave
place to American ploughs and harrows, hoes and spades;
wooden mortars yielded to grist mills, pit sawed lumber
was abandoned for smooth boards, and stvaiu superseded
hand nnd mule machinery. In short, a revolution in all
the arts of industry had commenced, and with it cantc a
healthy grow th of inquiry and a desire for further facili¬
ties. This struck, of course, at the root of his power and
Influenee, and endangered Ins operations.

up by his exactions, and they had to appeal to their own

government for redress, with what success we have
not learned. He sent his eldest son to England

ROMAN CATHOLIC CKLEBRATION.
PKD1CATION OK A CKMBTKKY KKRMON UV TIIK VICAH

GKNKIiAL.
The Mortuary church, st Calvary Cemetery, watt yon

terday dedicated to tho RIckhciI Virgin at tialf |mbt ten
o'clock. The attcnilam e ol the faithful, in despite of the
threatening appearance of the weather, was very encour

aging, and long before the sacred services commenced the
littlo church was as full at. it could conveniently be. The
distance of the cemetery from the city was a great obata
<.!« to the increase of visiters, but. all the hindrances con

sidered, the church was very well idled.
Calvary Cemetery church has been erected mainly

through the instrumentality of M. J. O'Donnell. Ksq.. pri
vato secretary to his grace th« Archbishop. The style it

entirely gothic. The plan of its construction is cruciform
having a tower and spire oil one angle and the vsstrie.
hack of the transepts. Its length is eighty feet, and it
width forty feet, with transepts of twenty feet each. 1
has a clear story root and side aisles.the height
of eueh story roof being thirty five feet.opened
ami 8up|>orted by a cluster of io: .mns. The whole of the
wood work of the interior of tiie building bus beeu ixnut
ed and stained to resemble black walnut, and varnished
The church la lighted by twelve stained glass windows in
the side aisles, and the U ut en.'-niWc is interesting in the
extreme.
The altar is of gothic design, being lighted from an aper¬

ture in the roof. The spire of the altar is elaborately
beautiful, being composed of frosted silver, relieved by
burnished nickel and gold. The altar table Is beautifully
decorated and lighted from the roof. It is also of gothic
construction, and the whole cost amc^itits to $7,000. The
altar table is of beautifully polished wood, and the deco*
rations were very artistically arranged.
The church, which is capable of holding about 1.000

persons, stands on an eminence at the northwest corner
of the cemetery, and lias just been completed under the
direction of tin- resident chaplain, Kev. Mr. Henessy. In
accordance with the assurance of St. Paul that it is '. a
holy and wholesome thought to pray for tho dead, that
they may be loosed from their sins," it is customary
with Catholics to hnve the burial service read by a cler
gyman at the grate before the remains are deposited iu
the earth. Previously this ceremony had to be performed
at Calvary iu the open air, but henceforth the dead w II
be placed in a catafalque in front of the altar of the mor¬

tuary church, where the burial service will be performed.
It is unnecessary to add that the dedication of a church to
the service of God, according to the Catholic ritual, is one
of the most solemn uinl important of all the rites of that
faith.
Calvary Cemetery is the great d"poeitoryofthe Catholic

dead of nil nations iu the vicinity of New York. It eon
tains within the limits now enclosed and m use about fifty
two acres, hut its entire dimensions cover 119 acres
It was opened for burial in 1K4M, and within the ten years
w hich have since elapsed 100.000 persona have been inter
red there. The average burials are at about the rate of
10.000 a year, one fourth of which number are buried free
of charge. These, of course, come from the walks of the
poor, wiio cannot afford to purchase the few feet of earth
destined for their Inst resting place.
The trustees of the cemetery also take charge of the re¬

mains of those Catholics who die in our hospitals und pub¬
lic institutions w ithout friends, and pay the expenses of
interment in Calvary.
The ceremony of dedication began shortly before 11

o'clock. the very Rev. Father Starrs, Vicar General, the
pn-tor of the . hurch, nnd another priest assisting.
The reverend geutfcmea having nut on their robes, en

tered at the south door, immediately in front of the altar,
ehaunting as they approached, the beautiful psalm:.

"Introiho ad altare Isimme "

Tlie teolvtes. bearing tapers, und ilicense, arriving at the
iiltar ttiev knelt, the whole congregation joining in the a< t
of devotion, und the prayers ordinarily said ou ther e occa
sions w ere repeated by the officiating priest.

Tlie ceremonies after Ihia were of a very Interesting
nature, and tie congregation most fervently joined in the
prayers which were ofiered to the throne of grace lor the
living and the dead.
The dedicatory service and prayer being concluded, a

solemn ma-s was performed by the Rev. Mr. Hennessey,
the worthy minister of the Mortuary church.
The Rev. Father fkrMM, Vicar General, then delivered

a stirring and logical discourse from Ihe Third Book, of
Kings (Iluoay Bible), eighth chapter and thirteenth
verse 1 have built Thee a house for Thy dwelling, to be
Thy most firm throne forever and over. ' Tho rev-rend
gentleman ni<*t eloquently entered into comparisons
between the ancientJewish and Hie present Christian tem
plot; and he showed, with an abundance of correlative
scriptural pmots, that if the Jews had reason to bo proud
of the dedication of their temple, which wan hut the sign
and shallow of the greater twniple to come, tho holy
Christian must have much morevo comfort and to commie
him. Tb" promises of Hod to th< Jews were only contiB-
gem.tinv were to be fully ratified under that
new co.enani. which is the glory of the new
dispensation lie called upon the people.in imitation nf
the Jews of old an tl»« completion of the Temple, which
was filled bv a cloud, the visible presence of Uie Deity.to
unite in prayers to God. uod to show forth their thoughts
and feelings by their deeds. The dedication of a Christian
b inple, ami more es|»eci*l|y a temple in which prayers
and sucrificcR were to be offered for the living ami the
dead, was of more im|Mirtance than the temple of Solo
tnon, or any other temple that ever was erected. It was
the doty of the christian to rejoice on these occasions, for
If the Jews of old could rejoice in the glories of ty |m>- and
figures, what exaltation inust Is* felt by the chiklrcn of
the Divine Sty lour in Hie fulfilment of those types, and
tlie full blare of that heavenly light wlneb had been radi
ated to the Jews*
The reverend gentleman then entered Into a learned

and erit eal exposition of the doctrine of the r»wl
presence in the sacrament, drawing innumerable texts
from the writings of the Apostles, the tioly fathers, and
the primitive Cbrtstiai s, in support o( his argument. He
raid that, however difficult to reason might be the d'<c
