Twenty-two More Lives Saved by the

Ship Catarina, at Quebec.

STATEMENT OE THE PASSENGERS.

Qcxnir, Oct. 4,1868.
Hie Norwegian ship Catarina, Captain Funnemark, from

Fowey, forty three days out, arrived yesterday. On the
14th of September, at 2 o'clock A. M., in longitude 44 dog.
40 nun., latitude 41 deg. 39 ruin., the Catarina fell In with
the unfortunate steamship Austria, and took from the
wreck twenty-two persons in all.sixteen passengers and
fix of the crew. In the number is included a girl about
fourteen years of age. On their arrival in Quebec Messrs.
Falkcnburg and McBlain took them under their care, and
will see to their wants.

We have ascertained the following further particulars

from the rescued passengers:.
The pump on board the ill fated vessel, in connection

with the rtre engine, was not in working order. Some at¬
tempt was made to render It available, but the progress of
the flames was too rapid. The life boats were hanging
amidships, consequently It was irnpossible to gtt at all of
them, tine was lowered crowded with people, but being
seized by those already in the water,capsized and swamp¬
ed. Another was so long being lowered that the people in
It sprang into the sea to escape tho flames. Near thefore-
costle ropes were made fast to chains outside, and to these
numbers clung, but as the flames progressed, one by
one gave way. and found a watery grave. On the
bowsprit the passengers were laid out tier upon tier,
piled one on top of the other, sometimes fOHr deep. This
was a Inst resource, and from this they were finally dri¬
ven till <«!y one man remained seated on the extreme
end. Eighteen pertuns got hold of the chaiu forming the
bowsprit stay, and clung to it till four o'clock the follow
tug morning. A seaman clambered from the stay to the
bowsprit and found there was a probability of extinguish¬
ing what lire was there, and accordingly gave directions
to those clinging to the stay to dip portions of their clothing
in the sea and pass the same up to him. This was done,
and the fire was so far subdued as to render tho bowsprit
a place of comparative safety. They rema.iicd there
until the boats from the Catarina picked them on'.
The following is the statement of Andrew Iuindstcain,

a Swedish passenger:.
About two o'clock 1*. M. on the 13th of September,

when tho Are broke out on board of the Austria, I was
Atunding ou deck about amidships, and saw tho names
coming up through the windward hatch, three or four
foot high. Oa running forward I perceived the llaine» break
mg through the fore touches. At that time 1 saw the Captain
rushing u| on deck: I saw h>m take off hit coat and run to
the side of the vessel as if he was going to Jump over¬
board. Mr. Bweensea, a Swede, seised him by
the aim, pulled him back from the rigging and
asked him "What he was going to dof The Cap¬
tain's answer waa to the effect that he did not
know what he was about. The captain then ran aft, and
1 lost sight of lorn, being on the forepart of the vessel,
among the great bulk of the passengers. I saw that the
Ore increased rapidly. and that it threatened us in an
awful manner. The puMSgwi were so closely pressed
.hat they were pushing one another overboard. I managed
to get as far us the rope rigging, and catching hold of a

rope m.ide it fast to on eycbolt. With this rope I
made a sling, so as to be able to sit in it about two
leel from the water. 1 succeeded In doing this about
tun minutes aft'r the flip Lai broken out. While
lu this position, and About three quarters of an
hour afur the Are Lai broken out, I saw, the

LATER FROM MEXICO.
Our City ot Mexico Correspondence.

Thin capita], which baa for the past live montlis ap¬

peared at nght like a cuy of the dead, Itax suddenly
been made to resound with the cries of sentinels.
Sinco ten o'clock last evening the cry of "SmtineU alert"
has been heard in every direction. At the hour I com¬

mence this letter (half post oue o'clock A. M.) this city is

wrapped in sleep, and the challenges of the sentinels peal
forth in a most mclaucholy strain ujioii the silence of the

night. One who has nevei heard the "Se'n-ti nolc a-lcr-te!"
vociferated from the stomach of a hung.y, wo begone
Mexican sentinel, cannot conceive the yluoiwuees of the
cries that now make hideous the desolation of this capital.
The cackle of the Roman geese were manly compared to

these horrid cries.
But why this invasion of our midnight silencof Why

this extra caution on the part of the government?
1 shall not attempt to explain in full our real position,

for I have no doubt the government bus more news than
1 am able to give you. But partially 1 may set you on the
right track. Ycsteiday documentaly evidence was re¬

ceived here that Tumpico had fallen into the bands of the
liberals; that the troops of the frontier, under (ieiieral
Carbajul, had entered and occupied that place, and that
the friends of the government had been foreed to tly;
some on a Mexican war steamer and others on Spanish
vessels of war. Yesterday, also, was received the intel¬
ligence that the government forces at Tulaneingo, about
seventy miles from here, had boon completely used up.
The Commandant at that |>oiuf. wdhoul a single com¬
panion, brought the news of the disaster to ttie govern
merit. Again: it is known that about 800 federal troops are
at Chalco.o place in this valley only distant from here
about thirty miles. This you may say is quite enough to
put the Zuloaga government on the ulvrt; hut it may he
that they haw news of a character unfavorable for them
from the camps in the interior; fur our last reliable ad¬
vices show that a battle must soon tike place between the
main armies at a point known as the Paso de San Bartolo,
between San Luis 1'otosi and tiuanajuato. Hut bo the mea¬
sure of disasters for the go\eminent more or less, it is
clear they have suddenly become exceedingly watchful
and manifest signs of fear iu the establishment of such
rigorous police regulations.
Although their end appears near, the present govern¬

ment. 1 do not believe will give up so long us a ray of
hope is left to them, and when the Ml hope has depart¬
ed fur sustaining themselves in power as a government
tbey will tleo to the woods and the mountains to keep up
the strife. They will nut resort to that alternative until
they have been beaten out of this capital, and next, and
lastly, out of Puebla.the stronghold of religious fanati¬
cism in Mexico. We have yet a destructive strife before
us. with no hope of peace or order, no matter which purty
gains. It whs ntfly last night I heard an able priest say
that he thought a party in opposition to the government
had the advantage, lor they could take what they re¬
quired, while the government was always restricted in its
operations of plunder. Besides that, the great bulk of the
soldiers preferred perfect '.freedom of their hands" to
llxed salaries and irregular pay. As for principles, the
Mexican soldier has none. The padre was perfectly cor¬
rect. An opposition war will always thrive in this coun¬
try so long as the charm s fur plunder are better than tho
chances of pay iu the service of the government. Co-
moulort has been the only President of Mexico who
could, by bland words, processions, reviews, Ac. .keep
starving troops from revolt. Hail lie not counted too
much upon bis powers of persuasion on the 20th of Jauu-
ury last he might now be President of Mexico.
Leery day our gloomy situation becomes more gloomy,

t he present struggle has created animosities that ran only
he crushed out hv some foreign aid. The clergy hah',
with a venomous hatred, everything lhat threatens their
wealth and temporal power. The puros {'that is, tho
orally of tbem) combat the clergy with tnat madness
with which the highway man atl.s the traveller, " Your
money or your life.'' They look upon the wealth of the
clergy us: their lawful booty, and niu6t of tbem, awing no
other escape from their present poverty, aro des¬
perate in the accomplishment of their" end.

6. To withdraw the allies' squadron from Laguayra us
soon as the convention should be signed.

This place has been in great agitation for eome days

past, the combined fleets of England and Frauce having
blockaded the port and captured all the coasting vessels,
to coerce this government to release ex President General
Jose Ttuleo Monagns and bis Prime Minister. Jacinto Gu
tierrez, and the great liuan. ier, Juan Gtuseipi, to the al¬
lied forces. This government resisted the surrender of
tbeir own citizens, whom the whole nation pronounced us

criminals of the deepest dye. Finally a compromise was

entered into; this government agreed to send tho crimi¬
nals away themselves to Marlinico, and the two fleets
evaluated the port.

This was the most arbitrary act ever conceived by any
civilized nation. Independent of the murdered \ iclitus,
robbery of twenty million of dollars by the Monagns fami¬
ly oi the people's money was the principal reason of their
detention until they should disgorge.

On this occasion the riot seems to Lav e been
got up for the exclusive benefit of the Italians and Irish
men. One Michael Buurke, alius Cherries, was the origin

The Heuttlcd Ship at MoiiUak Point.The
Mystery About her HoIvikI ato KUtm
landed In Cuba.The Captain and Owners
Escaped.Arrest or the Mate and KWe Hall-
urs»Tlicfllaier la the Haldce ofMew York-
Ac., die.
It wad about two week* ago wlmn information first

reached this city ttiat a vessel cad hern sunk off Montana
I'oim, under circumstances which ought naturally to.
arouse t uspioion as to the i baracter of the ship and tha
designs of the parties scuttling h«r. United BUtes Mar
hnl Ryndera, immediately ou receiving ibid iafurina-

lion, degpntchcd one of his deputies.Mr. De Angela*.to'
Bag Harbor to ascertain what facts be could in regard to
the mntter. Mr. I>e Angelis shortly returned, bearing in
ormntion that a large, tine clipper ship had been scuttled

off Moutauk Point; the crew had diepersod into (Mhrent
ports of the country, with tb* exception of one, w^ had
died of the African fever and 1m en buried a# New
Inndon. Marshal llynders, upon hearing theso
lints, despatched Messrs. Maurice O'Keefe and Theodore
Hynders, two ol' bis deputies, in search of the crew of
the scuttled ship. They were not long in rindust out that
three ol the nieii were in this city. A sharp lookout wad
kept on these men till early Inst week, when they worn
arrested ami imprisoned.
The l'ucl or their arrest wus kept secret, so that thoeo

w ho were still at large would not bo pat on their guard
and abscond from Justice. The names of those who were
engaged iu the expedition were gained, and upon further
information, and after consultation with the United States
District Attorney , Marshal Headers concluded to send the
deputies to Boston in search of the remainder of the crew.
On arriving at Boston the deputies found two more of the
crew, who were placed in temporary charge of the proper
authorities. The officers then went to New Bedford, near
winch place they arrested the llrst mate, who was In
command of the vessel at the time she was scuttled. Tho
tnstci name is Moeomber. II" was found at his bourn)
uesr New Bedford, arrested, and brought to this rity.The ih potion then returned to Boston and fell in with
several very amiable personages, who were so sociable to
the officers that they began to suspcet their character and
designs. Their suspicions were right, for they learned
shortly afterward:! that these g ntlcmcn were friends of
the slavers, and had even obtained a writ of habeus corpusto servo upon them, lor the pur|sise of liaving tho prison¬
ers brought up But the New York officers were too
sharp for the Bostomuu gentlemen. A luick was procured,and the deputies and their prisoners Jumped in. Jehu
¦ racked his w hip, and off they flew to Uie railroad station,which they reached Just in timo to tako the cars for New
York, successfully escaping the service of tho writ upontlieui. and with it. possibly a great deal of time and trou¬
ble. They arrived early "n Sunday morning, and at unco
proceeded to Marshal Ryndrr's residence in llenry street,woke him up from a sound sleep, mid recounted their ad-
ventures to him, at the name time exhibiting th« three
prisoners whom they had along with them. The Marshal
ordered tliera to he locked up in Rldrldge street jail forth¬
with, to await examination.
The prisoners keep very silent on tho matter, SO that

hut little udoi uialiou has been obtained from them. Wo
arc, however, able to give the following facts in reward
to tlie mailer:.It has been stated that the namo of tho
eeuUletl ship is "Klixahrth, of New Orleans.'' Such Id
not the caste. Her proper uume is "Haider, of New York."
The reason why she was published in the newpapers a
few days since as the Kliza belli, of New Orleans, is veryreadily explained by the fact that the peraous scuttlingher had uuilrd u piece of canvass upon her stern, uponwhich was paiulvd In large lcIters "Elizabeth, of New
orlc»n«.''
