As your readers are aware, Colonel Steptoe, with 120
men, mounted and armed with the short range mugkotoon
and two bowitzers, were attacked in May last, about thirty
miles south of Spokan river, by eome 1,200 Jodians,
After a gallant defence of twenty-four bours, baving had
two offcers and five men and his interpreter killed, and
fourteen men wounded—ine Indians bhaviog all the advan-
tage of grownd, everwhelming force, and long range
rifles, with which they could stand awfar off aod shoot
down hig men, without danger from his muskotoone—Col
Steptoe, 1o gave his mon from utter annibilation, was com
pelled to retreat, which he did, Jeaving two howitrers, o
pumber of packs of provisions, and soine pack snimals,
to the Indiaps.
